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Abstract

The article touches on the problem of self-perception of domestic scholars in a long on-going dialogue
with American anthropology. The focus is on the figure of the latter’s founding father, who, as is known,
maintained intensive contacts with many prominent Russian scholars (L. Shternberg, W. Bogoras, J.
Averkieva, etc.). Thanks to him, they received their positions and degrees, weight in the scientific world.
But there is much that is paradoxical in the Boasian influence on Russian anthropology. Bogoras, who
was most strongly associated with him personally and adopted Boas’s fieldworks methods, nevertheless
made little reference to him in his works. On the other hand, Averkieva, who quoted “Papa Franz” many
times, practically remained unaffected by his intellectual influence. In the modern Russian history
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of anthropology, there is a growing desire to participate in the “sharing” of Boas’s legacy, together
with their recognized American colleagues (G. Stocking, R. Darnell, etc.). However, the genealogy
of professional connections between Russian and American anthropologists is not easy to construct.
Mutual relationship sometimes appears in the most unexpected points (anthropological linguistics,
physical anthropology), while parallels are often explained by “similar ways of thinking”.
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
