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Introduction. Digital literacy refers to the skills required to achieve digital competence, the confident and
critical use of information and communication technology for learning, leisure, communication and future
work of young people. Digital competence has a dual nature. First of all, it is the technical ability to operate
programs, pages, equipment. Secondly, it is also the ability to use digital media safely. Both perspectives
are important in the educational perspective, i.e. media education and socialisation.

Materials and Methods. The paper presents the attempts to measure digital literacy in the area of threats
resutling from using the new media in the group of upper-secondary school students (fourth educational
cycle). The study was carried out using a diagnostic test with 18 questions. The research was conducted in
the group of 1693 youths aged 15-21. The research was designed based on traditional methods of testing
knowledge and skills.

Results. The findings showed that the weakest digital literacy component was the copyright-related knowledge
and the strongest area was online shopping and financial operations. All digital literacy components are
interrelated. The improvement in one area leads to the development of other digital literacy elements. Despite
this correlation, digital literacy is a heterogeneous concept. There are also differences regarding certain
digital literacy components, determined by gender — girls obtained higher test results in terms of the soft
competencies whereas boys were better with the technical aspects of digital literacy. Based on the cluster
analysis, we noticed that 41.41% of the students obtained good and very good results from the competence
test. More than half of the students require further education in most of the analysed areas.

Discussion and Conclusion. For educational decision-makers, the findings highlight the importance of
designing training programs aimed at developing students’ digital literacies, with a special focus on new
topics as sexting, piracy and cyberbullying.

Introduction

The rapid development of information
and communication technologies (ICT) has
had considerable and dramatic impact on
contemporary educational practice [1-5].
Digital competence has become increasingly
important for social environment and indi-
viduals since 20" century [6; 7]. Therefore,
many countries recognized the importance
of incorporating ICT in education.

Internet penetration by country, house-
hold equipment with ICT, and experience
with ICT use at home, at school and further
at work, or in leisure are very important
prerequisites for a lot of everyday activi-
ties and life in today society. Digital lit-
eracy (DL) has become essential in many
occupations and without DL students can
hardly continue to study at the university.
Schools play a key role in providing ICT
education. It is generally recognized that
DL has positive effects on students’ skills

that are essential for successful learning. To
practice and promote students to be digi-
tally literate also in new developing topics
is an essential responsibility of schools.
The concept of digital competencies
and digital literacy has undergone long-
term development. Among the most promi-
nent views of digital literacy, today, is that
digital literacy may be understood as an
inter-related set of skills or competencies
necessary for success in the digital age [8].
The new topics are preferred such as cy-
berbullying or digital piracy. New topics
requiere development of new skills and this
research is aimed at digital safety among
youth in the selected areas with special focus
on mentioned new topics and new skills.
The purpose of this research is to iden-
tify the level of DL among the upper-
secondary school students in Poland and to
understand how students really use ICT and
to assess whether these students are really
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ready to participate in different domains
of today’s society in the 21* century using
ICTs. The next section first defines the con-
cept of DL and discuss various frameworks
of digital competencies including new areas
of interest.

Literature Review

ICT literacy is often called “digital lit-
eracy”, and in this research both terms are
used in the same meaning. Competences of
using and dealing with ICT are considered
a prerequisite for DL development [9]. We
are in line with Guzman-Simoén, Garcia-
Jiménez & Lopez-Cobo, who define com-
petence as the set of knowledge, skills and
attitudes that are necessary for personal and
professional development in different con-
texts, and we also consider experience as
a very important part of competence [10].

The importance of digital competence
was recognised by the European Parliament
and the European Council in 2006. Digital
competence was identified as one of the
eight key competences for lifelong learn-
ing and involves the confident and critical
use of Information Society Technology
(IST) for work, leisure, learning and com-
munication’.

Computer and information literacy is
described as students’ achievements with
technology in different contexts, as an
“ability to use computers to investigate,
create and communicate in order to par-
ticipate effectively at home, at school, in
the workplace, and in society” [11, p. 17].
DL comprises the abilities to process digi-
tal information, communicate with others,
and solve given problems. DL was opera-
tionalised by Fraillon et all. as two strands
with seven aspects [12]. The first strand
is “Collecting and managing information”

and second is “Producing and exchanging
information”. It is obvious, that develop-
ment of DL requires more than fundamental
technical knowledge and skills. The Inter-
national DL Panel states that DL enables
individuals to use “digital technology,
communication tools, and/or networks to
access, manage, integrate, evaluate and
create information in order to function in
a knowledge society”?. The OECD defined
DL as “the interest, attitude and ability of
individuals to appropriately use digital
technology and communication tools to
access, manage, integrate and evaluate
information, construct new knowledge,
and communicate with others in order to
participate effectively in society”’. ECDL
Foundation (2015) defines the term “digital
literacy” as follows: “Digital literacy —
basic set of skills required to participate in
essential ICT user activities”. This defini-
tion outlines two different digital skills
areas — computing/computer science and
digital literacy. Attention is also paid to
programming/coding. Not other approaches
emphasize this area.

On the other hand, a holistic and com-
prehensive framework of digital literacy
covers most of the cognitive competencies
that users or learners employ while working
in digital environments [13; 14].

Some authors prefer the term “digital
literacy”. For example, Rambousek, Stipek,
& Vankova [15] apply in their research on
digital literacy at schools framework of
digital literacy by Ferrari [16] from pro-
ject DIGCOMP. This framework contains
5 areas: Information, Communication, Con-
tent creation, Safety and Problem solving.
The main objective of their research was to
recognize the current state and identify key
features and processes of digital compe-

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tence development in schools in the Czech
Republic. As we mentioned above, digital
competences are prerequisite for digital
literacy development [9].

According to Hatlewik, Gudmunds-
dottir & Loi digital competence contains
the skills, knowledge and attitudes that
make students able to use digital media
for participation, work and problem solv-
ing, independently or in collaboration
with others in a critical, responsible and
creative manner [17]. Digital competence
is developed in various domains (at home,
at school, among peers, in professional
or leisure time settings) that interact with
each other [10]. Of course, for students it
is essential to use ICT at home, at school
or during their leisure time.

Wilson, Scalise, and Gochyev argue
that the definition of DL is deliberately var-
iable with respect to technological develop-
ments over time — this will involve changes
both in the technologies themselves, and
also in the range of human activities that
are facilitated by those technologies [7].
They describe transition of DL to a broad
set of skills in school settings and discuss
the impact of the social media on DL. New
framework of DL is developed toward in-
creasing competency of students in the area
of virtual skills, knowledge, awareness, and
use of social media.

The concept of digital competencies
and digital literacy has undergone long-
term development. The ability to recognize
the ICT-related problems in the area of
cyberbullying is one of more important
parts of DL. The current literature suggest
the following critical components in this
area: cyberbullying, sexting and protection
of image [18-21]. Also online safety and
digital piracy are counted into new areas’.
The above-mentioned sources were taken
into account when preparing this research
and the assessment tool.

In this paper, DL are presented holisti-
cally as the technical skills of using the
digital media and the ability to respond to
the digital threats (including anticipation

of the e-threats). Thus, DL is not only the
technical expertise but also soft compo-
nents connected with the ability to use
the digital media including: applications,
hardware and e-services.

Materials and Methods

Objective of the research. The objective
of the research was to diagnose the level
of digital literacy in the area of e-threats
among the upper-secondary school students
(fourth educational cycle) in Poland. Due
to the vast scope of the possible threats, the
commissioning institution — Cities on the
Internet Association from Tarnéw which
conducted the study for the Ministry of
National Education — narrowed the scope
of the research down to 6 components: The
research were diagnostic and the results are
supposed to help to evaluate the level of
knowledge, skills and attitudes related to
online safety. Based on the data collected,
non-formal educational activities (compe-
titions, lectures, workshops) addressed to
students were designed. The research go
beyond the hitherto measurements of DL
which were based on self-declarations.

The research problems have taken the
following form:

1. What are the results achieved by adoles-
cents in the various areas of digital security?

2. Do sociodemographic variables dif-
ferentiate the results from the test measur-
ing the level of digital competence?

3. To what extent do digital security
variables interact with each other?

4. How many non-homogeneous groups
can be distinguished on the basis of col-
lected results?

Research tool. Siddiq et al. systemati-
cally review literature on assessment in-
struments of primary and secondary school
students’ DL [22]. They conclude that most
of the tests target lower secondary students,
comprise multiple-choice item designs, and
are evaluated by quantitative methodology.
The majority of them tests measure facets
such as searching, retrieving, and evaluat-
ing digital information, and technical skills.

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Conceptual frameworks for DL are, in
fact, compilations of several partial differ-
ent literacies [8; 10; 13].

For the purpose of this research, new as-
sessment tool was developed to measure the
selected components of DL with special fo-
cus on mentioned new topics and new skills.

The assessment tool was inspired by the
Literacy Panel (2002), OECD (2003), ECDL
Foundation (2015) and by tools developed
before to measure DL [11; 16; 22]. In the
area of area of digital safety follows research
by Tomczyk, Srokowski, and Wasinski [21]
and Kopecky, Szotkowski, and Krej¢i [23].
The instrument design meets recommenda-
tions by Gray [24]. DL assessment tool with
focus on digital safety among youth consists
of six dimensions.

Data collection was conducted through
a questionnaire with 18 questions. The tool
was built for a project financed by the Pol-
ish Ministry of Education. The tool was
created by specialists in media education.
The same people were responsible for pre-
paring the final report for the contracting
authority. The selection of variables was
made by persons dealing with the subject
of digital security and media pedagogy. The
tool was subject to external control (among
others through pilot studies). A separate
tool was prepared for each group — due
to the specificity of ICT use in the group
of teachers, adolescents or their parents.
On the basis of the collected results, the
directions of preventive activities were
determined. The research tool was divided
in two parts. The first part served to obtain
the socio-demographic data and the char-
acteristics of digital safety in the family
environment. The other part measured the
DL level regarding digital safety in the fol-
lowing 6 areas [21]:

— unaware creation of personal image
in the Internet (awareness of how Google
archives the audiovisual content, how ad-
vertisements are targeted and how the ac-
counts in social media and comments left by
other users influence one’s personal image);

— sexting and invasion of privacy
(knowledge about legal consequences of
identity theft, infringement of image and
technical aspect of data protection, remov-

ing photos indexed by the most popular
search engine in Poland);

— infringement of copyright (knowing
terminology related to illegal software, le-
gal consequences of illegal film download-
ing and digital piracy, and competencies in
assessing the legality of software);

— credibility of online information
(awareness of the mechanisms of creating
the most popular online encyclopedia, abil-
ity to assess the reliability of the source of
information and the sellers in online stores);

— cyberbullying (awareness of the
mechanisms connected with cyberbully-
ing, types of cyberbullying and ability to
secure the evidence thereof);

— financial operations in the Internet
(awareness of the solutions securing the
computer, online safety and creating strong
passwords, knowledge about the safety in
the Internet).

For each of the six areas, the students
could provide 100% of correct answers
which were calculated based on the three
questions diagnosing respondents’ knowl-
edge about the digital safety. The correct-
ness of answers was checked by means of
an internal key, defined at the beginning
by the authors of the tool. Research is pio-
neering in the global dimension. In the lit-
erature, such empirical diagnoses are rare.
The measurement of digital competence
is rarely measured through competence
tests. The results provide a basis for further
in-depth research, including longitudinal
research (measuring how knowledge and
skills will change over the years — with the
development of the information society).
All the results were averaged and formed
a global variable as the general end result
(the percentage value of the DL level in the
area of digital safety). The tool ensures the
correct level of internal coherence at the level
Alpha=0.71.

Sampling and sample characteristics.
Sampling was random, nation-wide and
conducted by the external research agency
NAVIGO specializing in the long-term
educational research. The respondents were
students of the upper-secondary schools
(fourth educational cycle). The research was
conducted in the second half of 2016. The
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competence test was filled in by 1693 stu-
dents aged 15-21 (average = 16.8,
SD = 1.17). The sample consisted of
848 girls (50.1%) and 845 boys (49.9%). The
respondents were students of the following
types of schools: high school (40.7%),
technical school (40.7%), vocational school
(17.85) and other (1.1%). More than half
of the respondents (50.5%) lived in a vil-
lage, 23.7% in a town up to 50,000 resi-
dents, 11.2% in a town with population
50,000-100,000, 9.55 in a city of more than
200,000 and 5.2% in a city with population
of 100,000-200,000. In terms of financial
situation, half of the group declares their
families live: at average level (53.6%),
wealthy (39.7%), modestly (6.7%).
Research procedure. The research was
conducted within the project Cyfrowo Bez-
pieczni (Digitally Safe) which is part of the
government action Bezpieczna+ (Safety+).
Representatives of the Cities on the Inter-
net Association (Stowarzyszenie Miasta w
Internecie) were responsible for the imple-
mentation of the project. Technology and
methods were secured by the research and
training agency NAVIGO which was respon-
sible for the development of the diagnostic
tools and conducted the survey. Sampling
was provided by NAVIGO whereas the
content of the tests was designed by the
author of this paper. The tool was tested in
a pilot study. Each of the respondents had
the right to refuse to participate in the test
and the results were anonymous. This is the
first research in Poland of such a scale which
allows to generalise the data collected.

Results

The average value of the competence
test in all the above listed areas was 52.36
points out of 100 (with SD = 16.36 and
median = 16.36). The differentiation of
the average values depends on several fac-
tors. The higher results were obtained by
the students: of high schools and technical
schools F(3, 1689) = 70.793, p = 0.0000;
with the best behaviour grades F(5, 1687) =
=18,576, p =0.0000; with the average and
high standard of living F(2, 1690) =9.6167,
p = .00007; living in bigger cities
F(4, 1688) = 3.6887, p = .00537 (adoles-

cents living in villages show visibly lower
rate of correct answers) and evaluating
their level of DL in the area of using mobile
devices F(5, 1687) = 31.351, p = 0.0000
and stationary digital devices F(5, 1687) =
=27.303, p=0.0000 as high and very high.
It is interesting that gender does not
determine the average general results of
the competence test F(1, 1691) = 2.3822,
p=.12292. A slightly bigger dispersion of
the correct and negative answers can be
found in the group of boys. The detailed
distribution is presented on Figure 1.

Additionally, there were no signifi-
cant differences due to the nature of the
school environment. For example, the
results in schools where a serious incident
of infringement of the digital safety had
happened in the past are similar to the
outcomes in schools classified as more digi-
tally safe F(2, 1690) = 2.9228, p = .05405.
Also, schools which have implemented pro-
grams to improve the level of DL in terms
of safety have similar results as those where
such programs have not been introduced
F(2, 1690) =2.2753, p = .10308.

The dependency between the test results
and the principles of using the digital media
in family environment is more complicated
in the analysed age group. There is a hardly
noticeable difference in the average results
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between the adolescents with established
rules and borders, and students who are
allowed to use media in whatever way
(Fig. 2). These differences are observed
much earlier, in younger groups [21].

The competence test results are diverse
due to many factors. First, there are differ-
ences in the level of correct answers for the
proposed DL components. For example,
the lowest result (the mean value of cor-
rect answers) in the competence test was
for the questions regarding the copyrights
and assessment of information credibility.
On the other hand, the area of financial
online operations received the relatively
high scores. The detailed comparison of
the average results, median and standard
deviation are presented in Table 1.

The detailed analysis of the DL com-
ponents related to the digital safety reveals
that gender influences the knowledge and
skills for the certain elements. Girls ob-
tained slightly higher results in the soft
areas like sexting, information credibility
and cyberbullying. Boys, in turn, have more
knowledge of the technical issues like pro-
tection of intellectual property and safety
of financial operations.

There was a noticeable correlation
between the DL components in each
area (see Table 2). Every DL component
is related to others so an increase in the
knowledge and skills in one area leads to
a growth of competence level for other
DL component. Of course, the strength
of this relations (Pearson’s linear cor-
relation coefficient) varies. It is visible
the most in the area of financial opera-
tions (including mainly technical skills
of securing the hardware and ability to
recognize online frauds).

In order to determine the correlations
between the DL indicators, we used the
cluster analysis method. For this purpose,
the graph of k-means using the Euclid-
ean algorithm was created. The detailed
analysis of the graph confirmed that there
are three clusters. On this basis, using the
k-means method we have selected 3 groups.
They are presented in Figure 3.

The cluster analysis enables the selec-
tion of the specific groups according to the
intensity of certain features — in this case,
test results. There are at least three areas
where the groups differ from one another.

Cluster 1 (24.57%) are the respondents
with the lowest results in almost every
area, who did not exceed the level of 40%
of correct answers in four areas. This is the
group which requires particular educational
support. Cluster 2 (34.02%) consists of
the respondents who obtained satisfactory
results in 4 areas but they lack sufficient
knowledge regarding the consequences
of neglecting the protection of privacy

and sexting, and protection of intellectual
property. Cluster 3 are the students who
provided more than 50% of correct an-
swers in every area. This is 41.41% of the
respondents who deal with digital threats
relatively well, know the mechanisms and
e-threats, as well as preventive and protec-
tive measures. The detailed cluster distribu-
tion is presented in Table 3.

Discussion and Conclusion

Digital literacy as a set of skills out-
lines a pragmatic approach for facilitating
students’ digital literacy development and
capture the digital experiences of today’s
students [8]. However, the updating of the
concept and the inclusion of new areas of
research (Safety +) represent the neces-
sary ongoing innovation as the changing
practice demands.

The data collected allow us to estimate
the level of knowledge of the digital safety
among youth in the six areas. We are aware
that the proposed methodology is limited by
the number of indicators in each area and
the great scope of existing e-threats [23].
Limiting each e-threat to 3 indicators
was dictated by the length of the research
tool, while narrowing down the threats to
6 areas was connected with the goals set in
the Ministry project Bezpieczna+ (Safety+)

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and expert selection. The research provides
the first analyses of this type in Poland, that
is, measurements of DL not based on self-
assessment [21]. The evaluation of the DL
level is characterised by a high variability
as for the duration of the survey, because
the nature of the e-threats is very dynamic.
On the one hand, with the development
of the information society there is a slow
growth in the knowledge and skills regard-
ing the digital safety [25; 26], on the other
hand, new threats have been emerging, like
misinformation, scams, thefts and all kinds
of online frauds. Thus, in the context of
digital safety DL is one of the priorities in
media pedagogy.

This text presents the results of the
research among the adolescents. This
group shows the advanced level of DL
in comparison to people at their earlier
stages of education but at the same time,
due to their age, these respondents are
exposed to additional e-threats [27-29].
The nature of this developmental stage
requires strengthening of DL, especial-
ly in the areas where the test results
were the lowest, like the copyrights [30].
This area refers mainly to downloading
and sharing music, videos, software or
e-books. Technical competencies include
also knowledge and ability to recognize
different types of user licenses and func-
tioning of selected protocols like P2P,
warez services or file repositories. Another
issue which requires educational support
is disinformation, information noise and
data smog [31]. Despite the relatively
high level of digital literacy, teenagers
have limited awareness of how to assess
the credibility of information they come
across. In the age of too much data, the
ability to discern truth from false on in-
formation websites is also useful [32].
Strengthening competencies useful in the
online world translates into other abili-
ties useful offline [33]. We also noticed
that parental control or established rules
of using the new media in the family en-
vironment does not contribute directly to
strengthening DL. The factors connected
with educational restrictions in using the
electronic media do not ensure the increase

of the digital safety level during adoles-
cence [34].

The results also differ depending on
the gender. Girls show much more ad-
vanced knowledge regarding the soft areas
of DL whereas boys know more about the
technical aspects. Gender-based differen-
tiation is also noticeable in the areas of
the styles of use of digital devices among
the young people. The example of such
discrepancies are Polish results of the EU
KIDS Online study, showing that girls and
boys use websites and digital services, and
share their knowledge about the digital
safety differently [35]. The differences are
also connected with the place of living.
The general test result were much lower
in the rural areas than in the cities. This
may be caused by many factors which
are hard to identify based on the data
collected. However, we can notice that,
compared to cities, the offer of non-formal
education focused on the development of
digital literacy is much more reduced in
the rural regions.

Another differentiating factor is the
heterogeneity of the group. Fewer than
half of the respondents provided more than
50% of correct answers regarding all areas.
It is commonly believed that DL among the
young ICT users is at high level. This is par-
tially true. First of all, young people are high-
ly literate in the area of entertainment, com-
munication and information search [36-38].
Digital safety issues usually does not lay
within the scope of interests of the young
ICT users. Nevertheless, high results ob-
tained, for example, in the area of online
financial operations may suggest that ac-
tivities young people perform frequently
(like searching for information about
sellers, shopping, sending secure money
transfers) are the basis for building up
knowledge in this area (as proved by the
results of our research).

During the detailed data analysis we no-
ticed that improvements in every area of DL
are interrelated. Thus, strengthening one
area leads to the increase in knowledge and
skills in another. The data obtained confirm
the complexity of the DL concept [4; 39].
DL components are interrelated but the
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correlations are not strong enough to allow
us to speak about the full internal coher-
ence. DL involves many technical (using
hardware and software) and soft (connected
with information processes and influence
of technologies on users’ behaviour) skills.
The results of our research contribute to the
discussion on the unambiguous definition
of DL [40; 41].

In contrast to previous studies that
tended to focus on different types of digital
competencies, this research explored the
set of digital literacies based on the DL
framework with new topics suggested by
Kopecky [23] and Tomczyk [30]. The cur-
rent research extended some aspects of the
DL with special focus on sexting, piracy
and cyberbullying.

ICT competencies and DL have become
an essential aspect of the teaching and learn-
ing toolkit in the 21* century. In the last two
decades have also witnessed the dynamic
inclusion of ICT in education systems in new
EU countries. The obtained results confirmed
that young people are not a homogenous
group of ICT users in all areas of DL [42].

For educational decision-makers, the
findings highlight the importance of de-
signing training programs aimed to develop
students’ digital literacies, with a special
emphasis, e.g. on gender differences in
some areas of DL, or on special topics like
the copyrights.

In the age of the growing number of
ever more complex e-threats, the ability
to use ICT is not enough. Thus, the DL
concept expands dynamically with the

development of the necessary skills and
expertise needed to protect privacy, data
and image and avoid cyberbullying and
addictions. In the light of the increasing
problematic Internet use, DL also means
the ability to exercise self-control over the
use of the digital media. Thus, DL becomes
a new, dynamically transforming construct
used to describe the changes occurring in
the information society. The groups most
vulnerable to the threats posed by the
digital world are individuals with the low
level of DL and individuals at the specific
developmental stages and thus, showing
the specific characteristics. Considering
the frequency of using ICTs among the
studied group of adolescents, the myths
about the DL level in this population and
the research results, the group should also
be provided with the educational support
in the area of e-threats. The holistic devel-
opment of DL involves not only effective
communication, information search or
using the entertainment services, which
are the typical activities teenagers engage
in. They should also be able to anticipate
social and technical threats resulting from
the high saturation of their lives with
the services typical for the information
society.

Future studies may continue exploring
the contribution of other new areas that will
certainly bring the development of ICT. In
future studies, it could be of importance to
examine changes in digital literacies over
time and in the context of different new
educational contents.
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Introduction. Classroom management has been one of the most vital fields of study of language teaching.
It deals with establishing and maintaining a safe and positive learning environment, which is an essential
condition for effective teaching. The rapid growth of the internationalization of education calls for comparing
classroom management across countries. However, the comparative study of this aspect Chinese and Russian
has long been delayed. The aim of this study is to examine the perception of classroom management in China
and Russia regarding teaching English as a Foreign Language.

Materials and Methods. In this research classroom management is defined by three fundamental aspects:
instructional management in a traditional and online setting; behavioral management through discipline and
timing; and behavioral management through communication and teacher-student relationships. A 5-point
Likert scale questionnaire was implemented at both Chinese and Russian universities, three quartiles and
Mann—Whitney U test were applied to the interval data.

Results. By cross-culturally analyzing similarities and differences in perception of questionnaire items, it is
found that generally, the perception of classroom management between Chinese and Russian respondents has
more similarities than the distinctions. The authors also gave several practical recommendations to teaching
staff for more adequate classroom management in China and Russia.

Discussion and Conclusion. Understanding differences in perception of Chinese and Russian respondents
at universities are helpful for teaching staff and students to understand each other’s expectation, as well as
stimulating new or modified strategies of classroom management. Potential areas of further research can
cover the causes of differences and similarities in perception and practices of classroom management across
Chinese and Russian culture.

Introduction

Effective teaching in the 21* century,
which is often characterized as an age of
turbulence and uncertainty, poses many
challenges for university teachers. Many
of these challenges deal with the growing
significance of knowledge and information,
expansion of global education, unprec-
edented development of information and
communication technologies and changes
in societal needs and requirements to gradu-
ate competency. The requirements include
not only subject-specific competencies but
also many generic “soft” skills: problem-

solving, time and information manage-
ment, working in teams, communication
in intercultural contexts and others. As
logically assumed, these challenges call
for the renewal of teaching and learning
practices in a number of fields.

New requirements of the knowledge
economy to university graduates demand
flexibility and creativity of university
teachers. Teachers’ function has been
changed from just teaching content and
cramming information into students’ minds
to teaching students to learn, construct their
own knowledge, communicate effectively
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in teams and multicultural groups, and
adapt to the ever-changing demands of pro-
fessional and social environments. In this
sense, a university teacher should “adopt
a mind-set of learning from challenges”
and “design new learning milieus and cur-
ricula that really encourage motivation and
independence so as to equip students with
learning, thinking and problem-solving
skills” [1].

In relation to the incorporation of ICT
(Information and Communications Tech-
nology) into teaching, E-Learning has
formed a paradigm. On one hand, E-learn-
ing creates many chances, for instance,
higher academic mobility [2]. On the other
hand, “the change is expressed as a need
to acquire new competencies, which the
teacher often perceives as an added compli-
cation to their workload and functions™ [3].
However, few would dispute that today’s
university students who are digital natives
have very high expectations of the teachers’
competencies to incorporate ICT in dif-
ferent teaching contexts and instructional
formats.

With the expansion of internationali-
zation of education and the opportunities
provided by international academic mobility
programs, university teachers became con-
cerned with the issues of creating a positive
working atmosphere in multicultural groups
of students. Teaching in such groups requires
taking students’ cultural backgrounds into
account. According to Tartwijk et al., “teach-
ers should become knowledgeable about the
cultures and communities in which students
live, but they should, at the same time, teach
students mainstream ways to interact so that
students can use these to succeed in domi-
nant social spheres” [4].

These are just a few of the complex,
multiple and simultaneous goals that need
to be reached by a university teacher who
is engaged in delivering a “future-ready
education” [1]. With reference to these
simultaneity and multiplicity, Boshuizen
defines teaching at an abstract level as
one big regulation problem and dealing
with complexity [5]. This idea is not new.
In 1977, Doyle wrote that teachers have

to work in the environment characterized
by multidimensionality, simultaneity and
unpredictability, among other complicat-
ing factors [6]. However, new challenges
of the twenty-first century make the whole
process especially complex. Boshuizen em-
phasizes that “for an optimal result, teachers
must continuously (re)align their goals and
sub-goals, and need to get timely and valid
information on how they are doing in reach-
ing these goals™ [5]. Boshuizen also suggests
distinguishing two broad dimensions of these
multiple coordinated goals: academic goals
(per lesson, per course, per curriculum) and
conductive goals (safety, stimulating environ-
ment, good working relation with group and
individuals). The hierarchy of these goals
and the quality of teacher’s steering instru-
ments determine the outcome of teaching as
a regulation problem [5].

In view of this approach to teaching as
regulation and dealing with complexity, it
should be noted that “smooth regulation
of complex systems in teaching” [5] to
a great extent depends on teacher expertise
in maintaining order, promoting student en-
gagement, responding to problems, creating
positive and stimulating environment. The
required knowledge base for addressing
these issues is being created within the field
of classroom management, which draws on
a wide array of disciplines and focuses on
the management strategies used by teachers
to achieve multiple and complex goals of
teaching and learning.

Research in the field of classroom man-
agement that evolved in the last decade ad-
dressed a wide variety of topics reflecting
the new challenges and teaching practices
of the twenty-first century. However, it is
little known about classroom management
strategies in a comparative cross-cultural
perspective, especially at the university
level between China and Russia. As found,
there exist a number of comparative studies
which focus on:

— particular aspects of classroom man-
agement, such as cross-cultural analysis of
teacher images [7], in-class communica-
tion [8], teacher misbehaviors as learning
demotivators [9];
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— Chinese and Russian collaboration
study [10; 11] or educational system in
general';

— difference and similarity between
China and US, China and UK, China and
Australia [12-14].

The paper starts with an overview of the
literature on understanding of classroom
management since each study at the first
place needs a sound concept explanation?.
It continues with materials and methods,
including description of the samples and
context, method and data processing. The
findings and analyses consist of results of
questionnaire illustrated by charts. The key
similarities and differences in perception
of classroom management of Russian and
Chinese teachers and students has been
revealed and analyzed.

Literature Review

Several decades of research in the field
of classroom management clearly demon-
strate that the concept of classroom man-
agement is not static and the approaches to
defining this concept vary not only in ac-
cordance with contributing research tradi-
tions but also new challenges and emerging
paradigms of teaching and learning. The
unifying element of different approaches is
the shared belief that “classroom manage-
ment is a powerful component of the overall
classroom climate as it impacts the level
of student engagement, the frequency of
inappropriate behavior and ... the quality
of student learning” [15].

In the last decade the most cited defi-
nition of classroom management has been
the one suggested by C. Evertson and

C. Weinstein. In the first edition of the
“Handbook of Classroom Management”,
they define classroom management as “the
actions teachers take to create an environ-
ment that supports and facilitates both aca-
demic and social-emotional learning” [16].
Further they emphasize that “classroom
management has two distinct purposes:
it not only seeks to establish and sustain
an orderly environment so students can
engage in meaningful academic learning,
it also aims to enhance students’ social and
moral growth. From this perspective, how
a teacher achieves order is as important
as whether a teacher achieves order” [16].
This definition reflects a broader and more
complex understanding of classroom man-
agement by pointing out that it is not equat-
ed with maintaining order and discipline:
establishing an orderly environment is just
a means of achieving the goals of students’
academic, social and moral growth. As
Emmer and Sabornie clarify in the second
edition of the handbook, “classroom man-
agement is clearly about establishing and
maintaining order in a group-based educa-
tional system whose goals include student
learning as well as social and emotional
growth™.

In the work of other researchers, we
find similar ideas about the interrelation
of different dimensions in the concept
of classroom management. For example,
Bru, Stephens and Torsheim name the
following four dimensions of classroom
management: emotional support, academic
support, monitoring the entire class, and
student influence [17]. They assume that
all these factors contribute to creating

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a positive classroom climate and establish-
ing a positive rapport with students. Emo-
tional support refers to appealing and car-
ing attitude to students. Academic support
means not only helping students perform
well but also letting them know that they
have done well. Monitoring or ‘withitness’
suggest interventions to correct inappropri-
ate student behavior. Student influence is
related to the ideas of student autonomy in
learning tasks which ultimately can affect
motivation and behavior.

Studying language teachers’ roles, Bel-
tran distinguishes two major teacher roles,
and consequently two sides of teaching:
social (creating learning conditions) and
task-oriented (imparting knowledge to
learners by a variety of means) [18]. The
first is known as the “enabling” or mana-
gerial function, the search for the proper
conditions and means of teaching. The
second stands for the instructional function.

Martin and Sass in their definition
of classroom management separate be-
havioral management from instructional
management. The first construct refers to
behavioral tendencies including discipline
and communication; the second deals
with plans, goals and tactics of delivering
instruction in a classroom. As Martin and
Sass explain both constructs are related.
For example, “one would expect direct
instruction to be accompanied by a focus
on rules, repetition of academic skills to be
coupled with expectations of obedience. Con-
versely, student-focused instruction such as
discussion and active enquiry present higher
activity ... and result in a different behavior
management challenges™. However, in some
cases there is an evident mismatch between
teachers’ approaches to behavioral and in-
structional management: while focusing on
student-centered instruction, teachers may
not view the behavioral issues through the
same lens and emphasize strict adherence to
rules. It means that this bond between two
constructs needs further research.

Thus, though classroom management
is often defined as an umbrella term that

encompasses management of time, space,
activities, use of resources, students’ be-
havior and social relations, many scholars
categorize the relevant teacher activities
in two broad dimensions or constructs of
classroom management: behavioral and
instructional; social and task-oriented, aca-
demic and conductive’® [5; 18]. In teaching
both constructs interact and complement
each other. In some cases, “it is difficult
to separate the two and often one act in
the classroom can perform both functions
simultaneously” [18].

The current study focuses on investi-
gating teachers’ and students’ perceptions
of instructional and behavioral classroom
management. Using the terminology of
Boshuizen, Martin and Sass we associate
instructional management with achieving
academic goals, and behavioral manage-
ment with achieving conductive goals
assuming that both constructs equally con-
tribute to the outcome of teaching.

Being equally important for the
“smooth regulation of complex systems in
teaching” [5], instructional and behavioral
management were not given equal atten-
tion in researches. This can be explained
by the research traditions in classroom
management with many foci on behavioral
issues and the wide application of behav-
ioral approach to classroom management
and discipline [19]. At present, however,
this unbalance is being minimized as more
and more research has been conducted to
investigate the new facets of instruction in
relation to classroom management.

In general, instructional management
deals with delivering academic content,
and it describes teacher’s strategies and
tactics necessary for planning, delivering
and reflecting on instruction in a classroom.
According to Beltran, “the instructional
side of a teacher’s role is likely to be goal-
oriented, task-dependent, knowledge-based
and underpinned by a set of attitudes and
beliefs, not only about knowledge, but also
the appropriate instructional strategies to
employ in the classroom” [18]. It seems
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obvious that the subject of a module influ-
ences the teachers’ beliefs about instruc-
tional management and shapes the way of
delivering content. Hence most of the in-
structional strategies applied in traditional
settings are subject-oriented.

A separate dimension of instructional
management is represented by teacher
actions, roles and competences in virtual
learning environments. Alvarez et al. ex-
amined teachers’ roles and assume that
there are three directions: (1) planning and
design role; (2) social role; (3) instructive
role” [2]. Williams categorized competenc-
es needed in distance education in higher
education, assigning them to four major
categories: communication and interaction,
technology, learning and instruction, man-
agement and administration [20].

Behavioral management is viewed in
this study in the broad sense. It is aimed at
ensuring social growth in a positive learn-
ing environment, including such aspects as:
(1) discipline and timing; (2) communica-
tion and teacher-student relationships.

As it was stated above, in early research
the concept of classroom management
was often equated with discipline. Recon-
ceptualization of classroom management
in the last two decades has divided the
two constructs, thus making discipline an
important but still just one of many ele-
ments of positive classroom environment.
Typically, discipline is defined as “the
structures and rules describing the behavior
expected of students and teacher efforts
to ensure that students comply with those
rules” [15]. However, with reference to
discipline and other related issues like time
management, it is not the established rules
that make the difference but the teacher’s
interpersonal style, which to a great ex-
tent determines the ways of sorting out
discipline and timing problems. Wubbels
et al. suggested descriptions of classroom
management for eight interpersonal styles:
directive, authoritative, tolerant/authorita-
tive, tolerant, uncertain/tolerant, uncertain/
aggressive, drudging, and repressive [21].

According to Tartwijk et al., the most
typical and preferred by both teachers and
students are three interpersonal styles:
tolerant-authoritative, authoritative and
directive [5]. These three styles create
a positive working atmosphere but differ
in the level of teacher-student affiliation,
which decreases from tolerant-authoritative
to directive style.

The crucial role in dealing with all kinds
of complexities in learning environments is
taken by teacher-student relationships and
communication. As Marzano and Mar-
zano state, “the quality of teacher-student
relationships is the keystone for all other
aspects of classroom management” [22].
Defining effective teacher-student relation-
ships, the researchers emphasize that such
relationships have nothing to do with teach-
er’s personality, they “are characterized
by specific teacher behaviors: exhibiting
appropriate levels of dominance; exhibit-
ing appropriate levels of cooperation; and
being aware of high-needs students.

From the interpersonal perspective to
classroom management, Wubbels et al.
suggest that the behavior of a teacher and
students should be considered a form of
communication [21]. With reference to
M. Bakhtin and his ideas about the relation-
ship of communication and human devel-
opment, we assume that effective teaching
can only happen in the learning environ-
ments, which stimulate communication
between many “voices”, in a polyphony
or multivoicedness. Multivoicedness does
not imply harmony of voices, instead it
can manifest itself through tensions and
conflicts®. Norwegian researchers Petters-
son et al. applied Bakhtin’s ideas to the
investigation of teacher roles in challenging
environments and came to the conclusion
that “interaction through multivoicedness,
with objections and voices, which are
raised against each other, creates a potential
for dynamic growth” [23].

Having in mind rather broad approaches
to defining instructional and behavioral
classroom management, in the current

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study we focus on investigating the percep-
tion of classroom management in China
and Russia. Specifically, we defined the
following three aspects for comparison:
instructional management in traditional
and online setting; behavioral management
with reference to discipline and timing and
behavioral management with reference to
communication and teacher-student rela-
tionships.

Materials and Methods

Expansion of international education
and academic mobility requires considera-
tion of similarities and differences in class-
room management that exist in contacting
cultures. The study was conducted at two
universities: China Foreign Affairs Univer-
sity (CFAU) in Beijing, China, and North-
ern (Arctic) Federal University (NArFU)
in Arkhangelsk, Russia, in 2015-2016 aca-
demic year in collaboration with the Eng-
lish Language Teaching Departments of
both universities. The sample includes four
groups first-year linguistic students at both
universities, and all teachers conducting
EFL to these students. All lessons were
face-to-face based. Due to the difference in
group size and numbers of the teachers in
China and Russia, there were 84 students
(4 groups) and 10 teachers at CFAU and
32 students (4 groups) and 3 teachers at
NArFU.

The study employed a 5-point Likert
scale questionnaire ranging from 1 (not
important) to 5 (very important) since
the obtained perception of each item can
be measured as interval data. The ques-
tionnaire was primarily based on the dis-
tinction between classroom management
in terms of instructional and behavioral
management. Several items on behavioral
management refer to the survey of Fowler
and Sarapli on students’ expectations of
classroom management [24], and items of
instructional management in online setting
are relevant to findings of the research on
teacher competences in online learning by
Alvarez et al. [3].

Questionnaires consisted of 30 items.
Teachers and students were both investi-
gated by identical questionnaires as student

feedback is also considered to be one of the
most important teaching quality assurance
components [25]. Survey was conducted
on a voluntary and anonymous basis. The
researchers administered questionnaires
with the students and teachers. Results of
questionnaires are analyzed from four an-
gles of comparison: between Chinese and
Russian teachers, Chinese and Russian stu-
dents, Chinese teachers and their students
and Russian teachers and their students.

In order to analyze the results, percent-
ages and weights were applied to obtain
direct indicators of the significance. It was
due to the research sample is quantity-
limited, the data does not follow a normal
distribution, numbers of participants are
uneven, in addition that simply calculat-
ing a mean value of collected data does
not properly reflect the importance of its
items. The percentage means the num-
ber of participants who chose a certain
item gets divided by the whole number
of the participant group, for instance,
5 Chinese teachers regard an item very
important, then the percentage should be
0.5 since there are totally 10 Chinese teach-
ers. Weights (0.067-0.333) are gain from
the scales of items significance (1-5), and
were multiplied to percentages. Logically,
the significance (score) by math equals
(percentage 1, not important) x 0.067 +
+ (percentage 2) x 0.133 + (percentage 3) x
x (0.2 + (percentage 4) x 0.267 + (percent-
age 5, very important) x 0.333. Because the
scores are too small to illustrate in charts,
weights were magnified, which does not
affect calculation of three quartiles and
Mann-Whitney U test.

Three quartiles were introduced to de-
termine whether each questionnaire item is
significantly different, which namely are
Q1, Q2 and Q3. The first quartile (Q1) is
defined as the middle number between the
smallest number and the median of the data
set. The second quartile (Q2) is the median
of the data. The third quartile (Q3) is the
middle value between the median and the
highest value of the data set. In this re-
search it is defined that if the difference in
Score of each item between respondents is
smaller than Q1 or greater than Q3, then the
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difference of this item is significant. In this
research when there were odd data points
in data sets, medians were not included
in either half of data sets for Q1 and Q3
calculation.

Mann-Whitney U test was also applied
for data analysis in the research according
to features of collected data and Mann-
Whitney U test. The aim of the test was to
find out if the perception of respondents
from both groups varies. The definition of
Null Hypothesis (P ) was that aspects of
classroom management are not perceived
differently from each other in terms of sta-
tistical distributions of respondent groups,
and the alternative hypothesis was to the
contrary. For the calculation, the signifi-
cance level is defined as 0.05, and the hy-
pothesis is 2-tailed.

Results

Instructional management in tradition-
al and online setting. Students and teaching
staff were asked to assess the importance of
the following specific statements to explore
the perception of instructional management
in traditional setting in terms of current
practices:

1. Inject information from diverse
sources (e.g. textbooks, research articles,
multimedia, Internet, personal experi-
ences).

2. Teach language issues (grammar
and vocabulary) in separate lessons with
much focus on formal features and drilling
exercises.
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3. Create tasks that are challenging and
interesting.

4. Create communicative or interactive
activities intended for cooperative learning
(pair and group work, projects, etc.)

5. Create testing and assessment mate-
rials that cover the course content without
additional issues intended for self-study.

6. Use the Socratic method (questioning
and discussions).

7. Lecture at length on particular topics
with the demand for students’ attention.

8. Plan and improvise questions well.

9. Make no language mistakes.

10. Establish a set of goals and aca-
demic expectations and make them clear to
students at the beginning of a term.

11. Translate traditional content into
online content with interactive activities
for students.

12. Consider assessment in a virtual
context.

13. Recommend complementary con-
tent in the online format for self-study.

Figure 1 illustrates the similarity and
difference between Chinese and Russian
teachers’ perception of the above-men-
tioned items. Three items (1 — inject infor-
mation from diverse sources; 7 — lecture at
length on particular topics; 10 — establish
a set of goals and expectations at the begin-
ning of a term) received very similar scores
while in the rest of the items the difference
can be clearly observed.

Figure 2 applies the rule of three quar-
tiles and demonstrates that difference in

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teachers’ perception is most significant in
item 2 (teaching foci), 5 (assessment issues),
6 (Socratic method), 11 (online content)
and 13 (complementary online content).
Chinese teachers perceived using Socratic
method of questioning and online content
more important than Russian teachers, while
Russian teachers appeared more focused on
language formal features teaching, drilling
exercises and more appropriate assessment.
In general, the spread of values presents that
Russian and Chinese teachers are mostly
(8 out of 13) similar in their approaches to
instructional management in traditional and
online setting.

Figure 3 shows that the largest differ-
ence is observed in just one item (9 — no
language mistakes). Russian students valued

this element of instructional management
greater, which suggests that they may be less
tolerant to teachers mistakes than Chinese
students. Figure 4 indicates that besides
item 9, difference in the perception of item 1
(diverse resources) and item 8 (question-
ing) is also significant. In this case, Chinese
students paid more attention to these items,
which may evidence that Chinese teachers’
emphasis on Socratic method is reasonable.

Applying the same logic of comparison,
figure 5 demonstrates the spread of values
in the perception of teachers and students
within each culture. Similarly, on each
chart, there are 6 different items between
teachers’ and their students’ perception,
among which both item 8 (questioning)
and 10 (setting goals) were higher valued

by teachers regardless the cultural differ-
ence. On item 6 (Socratic method), Chinese
teachers focused more than their students,
while Russian students did more than
their teachers. It can also be deduced that
students are more open to online learning
environment than teachers with the refer-
ence to items 11 and 12.

Behavioral management: discipline
and timing. The following six items were
used to determine students’ and teachers’
perception of behavioral management in
discipline and timing:

1. Establish appropriate standards of
behavior and make them clear to students
at the beginning of a term.

2. Strictly enforce attendance policy.

3. Allow students to come late or leave
class to answer a phone call.

4. Start class on time.

5. End class on time.

6. Strictly control students’ behavior
and discipline.

Figure 7 illustrates the similarity and
difference between Chinese and Russian
teachers’ perception of the above-men-

tioned items. Three items (1 — standards of
behavior; 2 — attendance policy; 4 — class
starting time) are in the category of “very
important” for both Chinese and Russian
teachers, which signify a great degree
of similarity in behavioral management
between the teachers’ perspective. Item 3
(considerateness to students’ matters) re-
ceived the lowest score among all the items
from Chinese teachers who gave higher
score to item 6 (behavior control) thus ap-
parently prefer more traditional behavioral
standards.

It is noteworthy that starting and end-
ing class on time possess almost equally
high importance for both Chinese teachers
and the students, while Russian teachers

seem to pay little attention to ending class
on time.

The line chart (Figure 8) shows clearly
the significant differences in two items (5 —
class ending time; 3 — tolerance towards stu-
dents). Chinese teachers perceived item 5
more important than Russian teachers,
placing it in the category “very impor-
tant”, which implies that Chinese teachers
are consciously more punctual. Russian
teachers viewed item 3 more important,
which reflects Russian teachers’ even
western teachers’ greater consideration of
individualism, despite the fact that the gain
score of this item is not that high. For other
items, there is no significant difference in
the perception.
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Figure 9 demonstrates scores obtained
from Chinese and Russian students. Con-
cerning item 3 (considerateness to students’
matters) and item 6 (behavior control)
together, scores of students to each item
were consistent to the meaning of items,
and Chinese students perceived not to be
too considerate about them or control them
that much according to their scores, whist
Russian students suggested to allow them
more freedom and control more. This phe-
nomenon implies not only the cultural dif-
ference in terms of classroom management,
but also deeper social and philosophical
issues in both countries.

The spread of values in Figure 10
indicates that only perception of item 6

(behavior control) is significantly different,
which might mean that Russian students
are dependent on teachers than Chinese
students.

On Figures 11 and 12 it can be seen that
in general items possess less importance
for students than teachers in both cultures
except class timing. Russian students ex-
pressed their attention by scoring timing
items significantly higher than their teach-
ers. Simultaneously, they seemed not to
realize the importance of item 1 (standards
of behavior) as shown big difference with
the teachers’ perception. For Chinese stu-
dents, the significant difference in item 2
(attendance policy) and item 3 (consider-
ateness to students’ matters) implies their

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willingness for more respect and freedom
than teachers expected.

Behavioral management: communica-
tion and teacher-student relationships. The
statements of the questionnaire to explore the
perception of communication and teacher-
student relationships in behavioral manage-
ment included the following eleven items:

1. Enhance the process of discussion
between students during class.

2. Ensure active participation of all
students during the lesson.

3. Demonstrate friendly and respectful
attitude to students.

4. Stimulate students to express their
own opinions.

5. Have informal talks with students
during break.

6. Organize cultural activities, like Hal-
loween, Thanks-giving day.

7. Show enthusiasm for the subject.

8. Empathize students’ capability of
answering.

9. Promptly and relevantly share associ-
ated life experience in Chinese (Russian)
with students.

10. Promptly and relevantly share as-
sociated life experience in English with
students.

11. Propose English names for students.

Figures 13 and 14 demonstrate several
particular findings. Firstly, obtained scores
of most items are higher than 0.8, which
means that communication and teacher-
student relationships are very important for
all teachers. Secondly, significant differ-

ence is observed in item 5 (informal talks)
and 8 (empathy to students’ capability)
which were scored higher by Chinese teach-
ers, while items 6 (cultural activities) and
7 (enthusiasm) possess more importance
for Russian teachers. The results may sig-
nal that Chinese teachers tend to be care-
ful and empathic in dealing with students
concerning their self-esteem, character
vulnerability, fierce study competition, etc.,
and Russian teachers focus on affective
factors as catalysts for establishing positive
teacher-student relationships.

On Figure 15 the difference between
Chinese and Russian students in perception
of'item 5 (informal talks) is obvious which

was noted between teachers too, and in both
cases Chinese respondents value this item
higher than Russians. On Figure 16 item 4
(stimulate students) is significantly differ-
ent between students that Chinese students
perceived higher. It may indicate Chinese
students’ strong eager to communicate and
insufficient courage to step forward, espe-
cially in front of, to Chinese students’ mind,
hierarchical knowledge authorities [26].
Meanwhile, item 10 (life experience shar-
ing in English) and 11 (English names)
were scored higher by Russian students,
which manifests students’ readiness to
closer relationship with teachers and strong
motivation for EFL.

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Figures 17 and 18 illustrate most items
were perceived similarly within the same
cultural groups. Meanwhile, the difference
in perception of item 2 (active participa-
tion) is significant and demonstrates all
teachers’ great attention on students’ class
engagement. The significant difference in
item 8 (empathy to students’ capability)
between Chinese teachers and their stu-
dents may actually suggest teachers are too
nervous or should have more confidence
in students’ capabilities. Chinese students
from their side showed their desire about
more extracurricular activities by highly
scoring item 6 (cultural activities) whose

importance does not really be recognized
by Chinese teachers regarding the score on
Figure 13. For Russian respondents, item 11
(English names) reflects the same tenden-
cy: students enjoy having English names
while teachers do not find it important.

Discussion and Conclusion

The research clarifies the theoretical un-
derstanding of classroom management that
includes three fundamental aspects, which
namely are instructional management in
traditional and online setting, behavioral
management: discipline and timing, and
behavioral management: communication
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and teacher-student relationships. It also
presents findings through empirical and
analytical illustrations. Based on these,
the following discussion and conclusion
can be made.

Viewing holistically all collected data
it is possible to get the whole picture
of similarity and difference in all three
aspects of classroom management be-
tween respondents. According to three
quartiles, between Chinese and Russian
teachers, there are 18 similar items out of
30 items; between Chinese and Russian stu-
dents, there are 16 similar items; between
Chinese teachers and students, there are
16 similar items; between Russian teachers
and students, there are 17 similar items. Re-
garding Mann-Whitney U Test there is no
significant difference between any groups
of respondents. The results show that the
ascending order of similarity degree is the
comparison between Chinese teachers and
their students, Chinese and Russian stu-
dents, Russian teachers and their students
and Chinese and Russian teachers.

The findings of this research concern-
ing differences between teachers’ and stu-
dents’ perception in China and Russia can
help teachers and students understand each
other’s expectation better, as well as stimu-
late teachers to implement new or modify
existing strategies of classroom manage-
ment. Overall, we assume that the following
suggestions might be useful in terms of the
three aspects of classroom management.
Firstly, Chinese teachers who strive to meet
expectations of Chinese students are recom-
mended to arrange more structured learning
of grammar or vocabulary teaching, give
a bit less homework, implement more ex-
perimental teaching in online environment,
offer more off-task activities, and become
more informal in addressing students and
more tolerant to certain behavioral issues

like temporary leaving classroom during
classes. Secondly, Russian teachers are rec-
ommended as expected by Russian students
to decrease drilling exercises in language
practice activities, integrate more Socratic
discussions, try more experimental teaching
in an online environment, as well as becom-
ing more punctual especially of class starting
time and more student-friendly in mistakes
correcting.

The findings of the research, showing
that there are more similarities than dif-
ferences in the perception of Russian and
Chinese respondents, imply that in the
cross-cultural settings of academic mobil-
ity, for instance, the issues of classroom
management are not expected to cause sig-
nificant problems for students’ adaptation.
However, in case Chinese EFL teachers
have Russian students in language groups,
it should be taken into account that Russian
students would expect more involvement
in extracurricular language activities, or
that they are used to learning in the more
informal atmosphere but with many drilling
exercises in the instruction and a more flex-
ible grading system. Teaching Chinese stu-
dents Russian teachers then should be ready
to be treated with much respect as figures
of knowledge authority, which explains that
Chinese students might be less active in
creative or critical thinking activities, and
they should be stimulated to express their
own opinions in discussions. Moreover, it
is useful for Russian teachers to know that
jokes or correction to certain students are
better to be made conventionally.

Potential areas of further research can
cover the cultural background and causes
to differences and similarities in percep-
tion and practices of classroom manage-
ment across Chinese and Russian culture.
Another perspective is to conduct a similar
research with a focus on other cultures.

Introduction

Within school organizations, there is
a high level of interest in how teachers
fulfill their role, as teachers have a key
role and responsibility in education and the
school system. For example, a teacher with
high self-efficacy has high expectations for
student improvement and progress, takes
responsibility for their students’ learning,
sets learning goals and strategies, and tries
to find effective teaching methods. Also,
teachers with high efficacy exhibit high
levels of skills and expertise, and achieve
education goals, including student achieve-
ment despite challenging environments
and situations. Just as self-efficacy affects
people’s performance, a teacher’s efficacy
affects their teaching performance and
overall day-to-day activities [1].

Nevertheless, the standards of teacher
efficacy in South Korea are shown to be
the lowest amongst 23 countries from the
2008 Teaching and Learning International
Survey (TALIS), and showed similarly
low levels of teacher efficacy in the 2013
TALIS, amongst 34 countries [2].

There need to be more studies and
research on increasing the teacher effi-
cacy of South Korean teachers, taking into
consideration participation in professional
development activities as a major variable
that affects the efficacy of teachers [3].
A teacher’s efficacy develops through
positive self-evaluation built on successful
experiences. Thus, teacher efficacy can be
improved by participating in professional
development activities, where teachers
can acquire the knowledge and skills that
underlie successful experience. In addition,
through the participation and engagement
process, teachers receive positive feedback
and encouragement, and it creates synergy
for problem solving through interaction
with peer teachers,

This study overcomes the limitations
of leadership theory of self-efficacy within
previous studies on professional learn-
ing communities, which is entwined and
closely related to teacher efficacy. This
study begins by observing the recent and
comprehensive discussions regarding ap-
proaches to leadership. Ross & Bruce’s
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study found that participation in teacher
professional development programs en-
hanced teacher efficacy, especially efficacy
in learning management [4].

However, it is difficult for professional
learning communities to settle properly
or become fully formed compared to the
degree to which professional learning com-
munities are emphasized and established
within the school site. A study by Eaker
et al. found that while US teachers accept
the concept of a professional learning
community, the teachers have low abili-
ties to implement and apply the concept
of a professional learning community in
their environments [5]. This is due to the
reason that it is not enough to change the
administrative structure of the school as
a way to improve the school, rather the
consciousness of the constituent members
need to change, which is not easy [6]. In
other words, it is in line with Sarason’s
criticisms that changing the structure with-
out changing the belief system cannot lead
to a fundamental change [7].

In sum, this study seeks to investigate
the effect on teacher efficacy at the group
or organizational level of school organiza-
tional culture and teacher’s learning com-
munity, rather than on an individual leader
level. This study seeks to find ways to ex-
pand teacher efficacy by examining how the
teacher’s efficacy varies according to the
school organization culture and the level
of the professional learning community.

Literature Review

1. School Organizational Culture. Or-
ganizations have different cultures, each
with a different purpose and different
activities. Organizational culture refers to
the assumptions, beliefs, values, norms and
customs, habits, and rituals that the mem-
bers of the organization share in the process
of adapting to the external environment and
solving internal problems. School organi-
zational culture refers to the culture within
the school organization [8]. In other words,
it means a unique organizational culture of
the school. Academia’s interest in school
organizational culture is due to continuous
reports that school organizational culture
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has a direct or indirect effect on school or-
ganizational effectiveness. The concept of
school organizational culture is useful for
explaining the behavior of members in the
school organization from a more long-term
and comprehensive perspective [9].

One way to understand the school
organizational culture is to approach the
school organizational culture through cat-
egorization. However, categorizing school
organizational culture is challenging as it
involves a combination of various factors
at work, and the fact that it is being cat-
egorized is itself also controversial. In this
study, the conceptual division criteria are
premised on the concept of organizational
culture: “adapting to the external environ-
ment of the school, the process of address-
ing internal problems” [10]. Therefore, in
order to categorize the school organiza-
tional culture, the behavioral dimension
to the external environment is divided
as active and passive, and the process of
solving internal problems is divided into
flexibility and rigidity. It was divided into
rational culture, group culture, and hier-
archy culture, as presented in Figure [10].
Innovation culture seeks to apply new
teaching methods by developing ideas and
educational programs enthusiastically and
in an exploratory fashion in response to
changes in the external environment. Ra-
tional culture actively responds to changes
in the external environment, emphasizes
the achievement of educational goals in
school operations, and considers the con-
sequences of success or failure, but shows
rigidity in problem solving. Group culture
is passive in changing the external environ-
ment but emphasizes mutual teamwork or
cooperation, and shows flexibility in the
problem-solving process. Hierarchy culture
is passive in the external environment, and
the operation of the school is managed
under the direction of the principal or vice
principal according to the procedures and
regulations.

2. Professional Learning Community.
Discussions of teachers’ professional
learning communities, and its applicabil-
ity on the school site have been ongoing
in the United States and other European
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Figure. Classification of school organizational culture types

countries for the past 20 years to achieve
school reform. In particular, in the United
States, as part of the efforts to innovate
school sites, educators and adminis-
trators quickly implemented teachers’
professional learning communities [11].
South Korea attempted many conceptual
approaches in the direction of school
innovation, and recognized the neces-
sity of forming a professional learning
community (PLC) that can achieve de-
velopmental growth for teachers together
as a group, rather than at the individual
level. A professional learning community
is an organization that continuously im-
proves the problem solving ability of the
organization by sharing new knowledge
acquired by individuals at an organiza-
tional level [12—-16].

Professional learning communities
generally have a common concept. The
main agent of the professional learning
community is the teacher, and the goal is to
promote student learning, which is why the
teachers work together to improve teach-
ing and learning. In sum, the concept of
a professional learning community in this
study refers to a community where teach-
ers explore and continuously improve
all areas for teaching-learning activities
through active learning and cooperation
with fellow teachers, aiming at student
growth and learning promotion [6].

3. Teacher Efficacy. Teacher efficacy
is the personal judgment or belief about
the various abilities required to perform
the tasks assigned to the teacher [3]. For

example, the efficacy of teaching and
learning is the belief that alternative
teaching activities, assessment strate-
gies and explanations can be used, and
the efficacy of teacher participation in
students provides knowledge and emo-
tional support to students and motivates
them to learn. Being able to do that means
believing in one’s own ability. Teachers’
efficacy in classroom management also
means a belief in their ability to effec-
tively manage the behavior of students
with disabilities and create an orderly
learning environment [17].

The efficacy of teachers in school
organizations has a significant impact
on the quality and outcomes of school
education. Teacher efficacy refers to ex-
pectations or beliefs about the teacher’s
own ability to have a positive impact on
students’ learning [18]. Teacher efficacy
is also a teacher’s belief that it is possible
to help struggling students learn.

Materials and Methods

1. Research Subjects. To conduct this
study, 400 teachers (20 ~ 40 units depend-
ing on school size) were surveyed from
a total of 15 schools located in Daejeon,
Chungnam, and Gyeonggi (5 schools
from each region). This study used a ran-
dom sampling method, taking the location
of the school into consideration. Of the
370 questionnaires that were collected,
359 (approximately 89.7%, discarding
incomplete questionnaires) were used
for analysis.
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2. Measurement Tools.

A) Measurement Tools for School Or-
ganizational Culture. In this study, we ap-
proached the quantitative measurement of
school organizational culture empirically
and practically. Therefore, the question-
naire for school organizational culture used
Suk-Yeol Lee’s questionnaire [10], which
was designed with the situation of the
school in mind, referring to previous studies
by Quinn & McGrath and Lundberg [18].
The questionnaire structure divides school
organizational culture into innovation
culture, rational culture, group culture,
and hierarchy culture, and composed of
five question items for each culture type.
The questionnaire was applied to a 5-point
scale, and the reliability and the validity
of the final questionnaire was confirmed.
The Cronbach a values of the measurement
tool used in this study showed innovation
culture at .82, rational culture at .77, group
culture at .83, and hierarchy culture at .87.

B) Measurement Tools for Professional
Learning Community. The professional
learning community questionnaire used
Suk-Yeol Lee’s [6] Professional Learning
Community Questionnaire (PLCQ), which
developed 24 items through rigorous va-
lidity and reliability tests, obtained from
domestic and international studies. In Lee’s
research, the sub-factors of the professional
learning community consisted of 4 items of
student growth and learning (hereinafter
‘learning promotion’), 4 items of coop-
erative culture, 6 items of group research,
and 10 items of practice and continuous
improvement (hereinafter ‘practice’). The
questionnaire applied a Likert five-point
scale, and likewise in Suk-Yeol Lee’s study
that developed the measurement tool, the
Cronbach o coefficients were all over .80,
confirming its reliability. The Cronbach o
of the measurement tool used in this study
show that learning promotion was .85,
cooperation culture .90, group exploration
.93, practice duration .96, and the total
was .97.

C) Measurement Tools for Teacher
Efficacy. To measure teacher efficacy, we
used the teacher efficacy questionnaire
developed by D. K. Choi [19], which
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was based on previous studies. Teacher
efficacy is composed of a total of 15 ques-
tions: 4 questions of confidence, 7 ques-
tions of self-regulation, and 4 questions
of task difficulty (hereinafter referred
to as ‘challenge’). These questions had
a 5-point Likert scale applied to them and
the higher the score means the higher the
level of teacher efficacy and the measured
scores were summed and then evaluated.
The Cronbach o for the measurement tool
used in this study was .78 for confidence,
.87 for self-regulation, .78 for challenge,
and 91 in total.

3. Analysis Method. The statistical
method of analysis for the data collected
through the questionnaire is as follows.

First, descriptive statistics (average and
standard deviation) were used to examine
the overall trends in school organizational
culture, professional learning communities,
and teacher efficacy.

Second, the r-test was used to exam-
ine differences among research variables
depending on the personal background of
gender and teacher level, and the F-test and
Scheffe tests were used for school level and
teaching experience.

Third, correlation and Enter method
were used to perform multiple regression
analysis to analyze which variables of
school organizational culture and profes-
sional learning community had a significant
effect on teacher efficacy.

Results

1. Overall Trends in School Organi-
zational Culture, Professional Learning
Community, and Teacher Efficacy. The
results of how teachers generally perceive
school organizational culture, professional
learning community, and teacher efficacy
are presented in Table 1.

To investigate the degree of realization
of the teachers, the results were converted
to a 5-point scale and then compared. In
the case of school organizational culture,
group culture was the highest with 3.81,
followed by innovation culture at 3.68,
rational culture at 2.76, and hierarchy cul-
ture at 2.58. This result is contrary to the
previous study results of Suk-Yeol Lee,

which recognize that hierarchy culture is
high among school organizational culture
types [10]. The reason why the results were
different from the past is that each city and
province emphasized innovative schools
and the school culture gradually changed.
The professional learning communities
were high at 3.91, and the teacher’s ef-
ficacy was comparatively high at 3.54. In
general, South Korean schools emphasize
innovation schools, indicating that there
are changes in the field.

2. Analysis of Differences in Research
Variables Depending on Teacher s Personal
Background.

A) School Organizational Culture.
The results of examining differences in
school organizational culture according
to the teacher’s personal background are
presented in Table 2.

The school organizational culture re-
alized by teachers showed a significant
difference in innovation culture, rational
culture, group culture, and hierarchy cul-
ture depending on the school grades on
average on the five-point scale. At the
school level, elementary school teachers
realize innovation culture higher than their
middle and high school teacher peers, while
the actualization of rational and hierarchy
cultures were lower. High school teach-
ers realize rational and hierarchy cultures

higher than elementary and middle school
teachers. In terms of gender, male teachers
realize rational and hierarchical culture
higher than female teachers, while female
teachers realize innovation culture higher
than male teachers. According to teacher
seniority, the head teachers realize inno-
vation culture higher than regular teach-
ers. In addition, depending on the years
of teaching experience, teachers with less
than 5 years’ experience are highly aware
of rational and hierarchical cultures, while
teachers with 16-25 years are highly aware
of innovation and group culture.

B) Differences in Professional Learning
Community. The results of examining dif-
ferences in professional learning commu-
nities according to the teacher’s personal
background is presented in Table 3.

On average, the school organization’s
professional learning community was 3.91
on a 5-point scale. There is a significant
difference in school grades, indicating
that elementary school teachers actualize
and realize professional learning commu-
nities higher than middle school or high
school teachers. There are also significant
differences in gender, with female teach-
ers realizing higher levels of professional
learning communities than male teachers.
In addition, teachers participating in the
professional learning community realize

the professional learning community higher
than those who did not participate.

C) Differences in Teacher Efficacy. The
differences in teacher efficacy depending
on the teacher’s personal background are
as follows (Table 4).

On average, teacher efficacy was 3.54
on the 5-point scale. Reviewing the teach-
er’s personal background showed a sig-
nificant difference when it came to school
grades. Elementary school teachers realized
higher teacher efficacy than high school
teachers. In addition, there was a significant
difference in teacher level; the head teacher
or dean realized higher teacher efficacy
than regular teachers. In addition, teachers
with 16-25 years of teaching experience ac-
tualized higher teacher efficacy than those

with 615 years’ experience, or those with
less than 5 years.

3. Relationship between the Three Re-
search Variables.

A) The Effect of School Organizational
Culture on Teacher Efficacy. The results
of analyzing the effect of school organi-
zational culture on teacher efficacy are as
follows (Table 5).

Innovation culture and group culture
of school organizational culture had a sig-
nificant impact on teacher efficacy at 1%.
The type of school organizational culture
was found to explain approximately 21%
of the variance of teacher efficacy, and we
regarded the relative weight of teacher effi-
cacy among the organizational culture types
as the B coefficient (standardized regression

coefficient), which appeared in the order of
group culture followed innovation culture.

B) The Effect of Professional Learning
Communities on Teacher Efficacy. The ef-
fect of professional learning communities
on teacher efficacy is presented below in
Table 6.

Among the sub-factors of a professional
learning community, the sub-factors with
a significant effect on teacher efficacy
was found to be ‘learning promotion’ and
‘practice’ with 1%, which is a significant
predictor of teacher efficacy. The sub-
factors of the professional learning com-
munity accounts for approximately 22%

of the variance of teacher efficacy, and the
relative weight of teacher efficacy among
the sub-factors of the professional learn-
ing community was observed through the
B coefficient (standardized regression co-
efficient), which appeared in the order of
continued practice, followed by learning
promotion.

C) The Effect of School Organizational
Culture and Professional Learning Commu-
nities on Teacher Efficacy. The results of
analyzing the concurrent effects of the sub-
variables of school organizational culture
and professional learning communities on
teacher efficacy are as follows (Table 7).

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Among the subcultures of the school
organizational culture, innovation culture
and sub-variants of the professional learn-
ing community have a significant effect on
teacher efficacy. Overall, the school organi-
zational culture and professional learning
community explain approximately 27% of
the variance of teacher efficacy. As a result
of comparing the relative influences of the
variables on efficacy, we found a significant
influence was present in order of practice,
learning promotion, and innovation culture.

D) Effect of School Organizational Cul-
ture and Professional Learning Communities
on Teacher Efficacy. The results of the effect
of the subtypes of school organizational cul-
ture and sub-variables of professional learn-
ing communities on teacher efficacy are pre-
sented in different stages in Table 8. In this
analysis, a hierarchical multiple regression
analysis method was used to analyze which
of the two variables had a greater effect. As
shown in Table &, by collectively incorporat-
ing sub-variables of school organizational
culture and professional learning commu-
nities to observe its effects on the sub-
variables of teacher efficacy, among 26.9%
of the explanatory power was comprised by
21.1% of the school organizational culture
variables, and 5.8% of the professional
learning community variables. Therefore,
school organizational culture can be seen
as a better predictor of teacher efficacy than
a professional learning community.

Discussion and Conclusion
The purpose of this study is to analyze the
relationship between school organizational
culture, professional learning communities,
and teacher efficacy. To achieve this purpose,

this study’s approach is threefold: to investi-
gate differences among research variables ac-
cording to individual or organizational char-
acteristics, to analyze the effects of school
organizational culture and sub-variables
of professional learning communities on
teacher efficacy, and to examine which has
a more significant effect on teacher efficacy
between school organizational culture and
professional learning community.

The results of the study showed firstly,
school organizational culture appeared in
the order of group culture, innovation cul-
ture, rational culture, and hierarchy culture,
and the level of professional learning com-
munities were high, and teacher efficacy
showed relatively positive results. This shows
the emphasis on innovation at the school
site instigated change. Secondly, there was
a significant difference in school organiza-
tional culture depending on the subtypes
of: school grade, gender, teacher level, and
teaching experience. There were also sig-
nificant differences in professional learning
communities depending on school grade,
gender, and teaching experience. For teacher
efficacy, there was a significant difference
depending on school grade, teacher level, and
teaching experience. Thirdly, examining the
influence of school organizational culture and
professional learning communities on teacher
efficacy showed that innovation culture and
group culture influence school organizational
culture, and professional learning communi-
ties affect learning formation and continued
practice. Lastly, school organizational culture
had a greater impact on teacher efficacy than
professional learning communities.

Based on the above results, the conclu-
sions of this study are as follows. First, school

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organizational culture is gradually becoming
a healthy culture. Among the school organi-
zational culture types, innovative culture and
group culture have a significant effect on
teacher efficacy. However, among the types
of school organizational culture, innovation
culture and group culture are higher than ra-
tional culture and hierarchy culture. Innova-
tive and group cultures have a positive effect
on teacher efficacy because they emphasize
coordination, cohesion, teamwork, and col-
laboration among teachers. We speculate this
is due to the change of teachers’ cultures over
the past decade with greater emphasis on in-
novation schools.

Second, school is a type of organizational
system, but teachers show various and diverse
modalities. Male teachers tend to view the
school organization as bureaucratic more
than female teachers. This contrasts with
Suk-Yeol Lee’s research, which found female
teachers perceived the school organization
as a hierarchy culture, whereas this study
showed female teachers perceived the school
organization more as an innovation culture.
In addition, female teachers had higher per-
ception of professional learning communities
than male teachers. Regarding efficacy, there
were differences in the school grade and
the level of the teacher but not by gender.
Elementary school teachers tended to have
higher efficacy, and head teachers and deans
tended to have higher efficacy than regular
teachers. Consequently, teachers respond
to the school organization in various ways,
depending on their personal background.

Third, professional learning communities
have a positive effect on teacher efficacy. Pro-
fessional learning communities are becoming
an essential factor in enhancing teaching
effectiveness as several sub-variables of the
PLC promote student learning and continu-
ously improving while implementing. From
this, we can claim that this shows the fact
that teachers have pursued various measures
to improve student achievement while in-
creasing their professionalism and expertise
through the professional learning community.

In the future, school organizational culture
and professional learning communities need to
be discussed in terms of their interaction, and
including improving teacher efficacy as a fac-
tor in school reform. The school organizational
culture is embedded in the beliefs and values,
norms and customs, habits and rituals that are
shared by its members, and serves as a guide
to its members’ behavior. Therefore, the school
organizational culture plays an important role
in reinforcing a teacher’s willingness to follow
the principal’s instructions. Especially when
innovative and group culture is exerted, the
professional learning community becomes
more active, and when these elements are
combined, the teacher’s efficacy increases. In
this context, it is necessary to create a school
organizational culture, and to emphasize the
professional learning community at the or-
ganizational level as a factor for change. It is
worth noting that teacher efficacy increases
when professional learning communities work
together rather than school organizational
culture alone.
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Introduction. The article is devoted to the enhancement of quality of teachers’ skills in Indonesia. Qualified
teachers do not happen by themselves, it requires conscious, planned, continuous efforts to improve their
knowledge and competencies. This research aims at examining the contribution of the Indonesia Cahaya
Method to fostering teachers’ skills, including motivation in teaching, learning management skills, present-
ing effective learning materials, preparing interesting and fun learning, developing teaching aids; creating
a dynamic learning atmosphere. The Indonesia Cahaya Method is one of the most popular learning methods
for early childhood education system in Indonesia. This method was developed through a longitudinal study
conducted by Dr. Masnipal, M.Pd. and Onyas Rohayati, which aims at determining the contribution of the
Indonesia Cahaya Method to improving teaching skills of early childhood teachers.

Materials and Methods. The study was conducted as follows: giving a pre-test to teacher before the
training began; carrying out training (treatment) for 8 hours (2 x 4 hours) with the help of the team, ap-
plying the method into learning in their respective schools in 6—8 weeks (minimum 30 and a maximum of
40 classes); and conducting a post-test by a colleague (one of the teachers at the primary/elementary school)
with observations and interviews.

Results. The research findings conclude that the Indonesia Cahaya Method has contributed to the improve-
ment of early childhood teachers’ teaching performance. The improvement of teachers’ teaching skills can
be seen in: teachers’ motivation in teaching, skills in managing learning, skills in presenting effective learn-
ing materials, interesting and fun learning packaging skills, and ability in creating an atmosphere dynamic
learning. In addition, the improvement of teachers’ teaching skills was followed by an increase in students’
participation in learning.

Discussion and Conclusion. The training method is considered feasible to be followed, studied, developed and
implemented in learning by early childhood education teachers. The results of this study add new references
to various parties that the Indonesian Cahaya method can be an alternative in developing the competence
of early childhood teachers and open up opportunities for further researchers to develop this method, espe-
cially at the elementary school level. The article targets primary school education managers and teachers.

Introduction as Kenya, for example through the ECDE

Teachers are one of the spearheads of
educational success; hence, every country in
the world pays great attention to the teachers’
quality. Qualified teachers do not happen by
themselves, it requires conscious, planned,
continuous efforts to improve their knowl-
edge and competencies, through re-training,
pre-service, refreshment, workshops, tech-
nical guidance, teacher education in the
field of study [1-3]; in-service training [4];
teacher continuing education in their fields
of study [5]; pedagogical staff professional
skills improvement [6].

The programmes that are designed to
improve teacher qualifications and compe-
tencies have been carried out in many coun-
tries in the world. African countries such

program, has trained their early childhood
teachers to have skills in educating their
students in schools, by sending teachers to
study at Kenyatta University and universi-
ties in Moi and Nairobi, through degree
programs, masters, and doctoral in the field
of early childhood education [7]. Another
example, an in-service early childhood
teachers’ training programme has been con-
ducted in Cyprus in order to meet teacher
competencies [8]. Portugal, since 1974, has
developed an early childhood teacher train-
ing program known as Ciclos Ensino Basi-
co (CEB, the Basic Education Cycle) [9].
The government of Ghana, West Africa,
has trained many early childhood teachers
through various universities [2].
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Like other countries reforming their
education system since the 6" REPELITA
(1995-2000), Indonesia has paid more at-
tention to improving teacher competence
in addition to the development of students,
from early childhood teachers, elementary
schools, secondary schools, senior high
schools to lecturers in college. Studies of
Micheal Thair and David F. Treagust of the
Science and Mathematics Education Cen-
tre, Curtin University of Technology, Perth,
Western Australia in 1999 on developing
teacher competencies in Indonesia showed
that Indonesia had undertaken massive
curriculum reform and teacher training by
utilizing senior professional teachers from
foreign and local academic facilities [10].

The seriousness of the Indonesian go-
vernment towards teacher and lecturer
education can be seen from the issuance
of the Law of the Republic of Indonesia
No. 2 of 2003 concerning the National
Education System; Republic of Indonesia
Law No. 14 of 2005 concerning Teach-
ers and Lecturers; Republic of Indonesia
Government Regulation No. 19 of 2005
concerning National Education Standards;
Republic of Indonesia Government Regu-
lation No. 19 of 2017 concerning changes
to Government Regulation No. 74 of 2008
concerning teachers; and Republic of Indo-
nesia Government Regulation No. 101 of
2000 concerning Civil Servants Education
and Training. Based on the policies of the
Government of the Republic of Indonesia,
every teacher in Indonesia must foster his/
her skills to become a skilled worker and
have pedagogical, professional, personal,
and social competencies, according to his/
her fields [11].

Various training and upgrading, as
a professional development program for
educators and education personnel with
various types of activities, have been held
either by the government or private parties
or private education providers and higher
education in a constant manner, including
through Initial Competency Tests (UKA,

Ujian Kompetensi Awal), teacher certifica-
tion through PLPG (Pendidikan dan Latihan
Profesi Guru, Teacher Professional Educa-
tion and Training), UKG (Ujian Kompetensi
Guru, Teacher Competency Tests), PKG (Pe-
nilaian Kinerja Guru, Teacher Performance
Assessment), and PKB (Penilaian Kinerja
Berkelanjutan, Sustainable Performance
Assessment) conducted by the Ministry
of Education and Culture of the Republic
of Indonesia, 2015; Ministry of Research,
Technology and Higher Education of the
Republic of Indonesia, 2017. These activi-
ties are also being implemented including
teachers in the field of early childhood
education throughout Indonesia in order to
continuously improve their professional-
ism, especially in facing challenges in the
Industrial Revolution 4.0 era.

Unlike other countries, the serious con-
centration in the field of education of chil-
dren in Indonesia has only occurred in the
last 10—15 years. Therefore, in-depth studies
on the development of learning methods
for early childhood are still very limited.
Many early childhood teaching methods are
introduced by experts from other countries
or brought by Indonesian academics and
education experts from other countries,
such as quantum teaching, contextual teach-
ing and learning, team teaching methods,
cooperative learning' [12]. However, the
learning method or model is difficult to be
implemented for early childhood teachers
in Indonesia who have different knowledge
and experience compared to teachers in
developed countries. In Indonesia, due to
teaching staff shortages, many scholars
from other disciplines have become early
childhood teachers, such as in the fields of
psychology, society, language, and even
engineering, even though this time it has
begun to be put in order. Many in the early
childhood education are only graduates of
high school and do not have basic educa-
tion for early childhood teachers. Teaching
methods that are considered appropriate
are methods that can be done by teachers

according to their knowledge and abili-
ties [13; 14]. In addition, many learning
methods adopted from developed coun-
tries are not described in detail how to
use them in practice in the field, so that
only certain teachers can implement them
in learning practices.

Hence, Indonesia Cahaya Method
seeks to develop teachers’ knowledge
and abilities of early childhood teachers
in Indonesia. The effectiveness of this
method has been tested in various regions
with different levels of social, cultural,
economic strata, and education, thus, it
can be used for teachers’ training before
implementing it to their students at school.
Indonesia Cahaya Method is one of the
strategies for creating effective learning
for young children, which is able to com-
bine children’s development tasks with
academic development (interests and hob-
bies in reading, writing and arithmetic).
This method was developed by Dr. Mas-
nipal, M.Pd. and Onyas Rohayati through
a longitudinal study in 2004 and contin-
ued to be tested and revised until 2012.
The effectiveness of this method was also
studied by several students of the master
program such as by Marhamah?, Zainnah?,
Komariah*, Annisah®. Since it was social-
ized in mid-2012, this method has been
implemented by around 2,000 teachers
from both government and private schools.
In February 2019, through the Institute for
Research and Community Service (LPPM)
of University Islam Bandung, this method
has been registered to the Ministry of Law
and Human Rights of the Republic of In-
donesia to obtain a patent.

There are at least two main targets for
the development of the Indonesia Cahaya
Method. Firstly, to help early childhood

education teachers prepare and present
exciting, interesting, and fun learning for
students through play and game, using spe-
cial learning media, special teaching aids,
specifically-made music and songs (sing-
ing). The method is remained to be used in
the scope of thematic learning with a holis-
tic and integrative approach in developing
all development aspects: physical-motor,
cognitive, language-communication, social
and emotional.

Secondly, to help early childhood edu-
cation teachers integrate child development
tasks by developing their interests and
fondness of reading, writing and arithmetic
through interesting and fun learning. The
development of interest and fondness for
reading, writing and arithmetic (academic)
is one of the needs that must be prepared for
children aged 5 and 6 years old before en-
tering elementary school [15]. At least, the
Indonesia Cahaya Method can be an alter-
native for teachers, and parents of students
in learning to read, write, count, for early
childhood in Islamic kindergarten or Raud-
hatul Athfal (RA). The basic teaching skills
including opening and closing the lesson,
explaining and managing the class, asking
questions, reinforcing, making variations
in teaching styles and media, the skills of
guiding small group discussions, skills in
teaching individuals and small groups [11;
16; 17]. Considering the breadth of basic
competencies that must be fulfilled by
a teacher, this research focuses on (a) teach-
ers’ motivation in teaching, (b) learning
management skills, (c) effective learning
material presentation skills, (d) skills in
preparing interesting and fun learning,
(e) skills in developing teaching aids; and
(f) teachers’ ability to create a dynamic
learning atmosphere.

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Aim of Study. This research aims at ex-
amining the contribution of the Indonesia
Cahaya Method to improving teachers’
teaching skills, including (a) motivation in
teaching, (b) learning management skills,
(c) presenting effective learning materials,
(d) preparing interesting and fun learning,
(e) developing teaching aids; (f) creating
a dynamic learning atmosphere.

Hypothesis.

Ho: There is no contribution of the
Indonesia Cahaya Method to improving
teaching skills of early childhood teachers.

Ha: There is a contribution of the In-
donesia Cahaya Method to improving the
skills of early childhood teachers.

Literature Review

Competence of Early Childhood Teach-
ers. The Law of Republic of Indonesia
No. 14 of 2005 concerning Teachers and
Lecturers; The Governmental Regulation
of Republic of Indonesia No. 19 of 2005
concerning National Education Stand-
ards; and the Regulation of Republic of
Indonesia No. 19 of 2017 concerning
amendments to Governmental Regulation
No. 74 of 2008 concerning teachers show
that the Indonesian government requires
early childhood education teachers to have
a first-level education qualification in the
field of early childhood education teacher
education and four competencies, namely
pedagogic, professional, personality, and
social. Pedagogical competence is related
to the knowledge and skills of educating,
assessing, planning, implementing, and
evaluating learning. Professional compe-
tence is related to the ability of teachers to
understand the task of child development,
developmental achievement standards,
teaching methods, guiding and caring. Per-
sonality competence concerns teacher be-
haviour, ethics, attitude, friendly, honesty,
cheerfulness, and responsibility. Social
competence concerns the ability of teachers
to deal with others, parents, students, supe-
riors, peers, and the community in working
together, tolerance, and empathy [18-20].

Teaching competence is teachers’ abil-
ity in managing classrooms, creating effec-
tive learning, being a good facilitator and

motivator for students, able to optimize the
role of media, materials, teaching aids in
achieving educational goals [3; 16; 21; 22].
Classroom management and effective
learning are marked by the students’ ac-
tiveness in following the learning process;
the more active the students are in learning,
the more effective the learning is [23]. Stu-
dents’ involvement and initiative are factors
whether the class managed by the teacher is
effective or not [24]. Rohmawati states that
the effectiveness of learning is determined
by the teachers’ readiness and competence
in planning learning [17]. In addition,
Slavin mentions that the effectiveness of
learning can be seen from four indicators
(1) the quality of learning, (2) the suitabil-
ity of students’ level of readiness to grasp
new material, (3) how much the teacher’s
effort in motivating students to complete
certain tasks, and (4) completion of learn-
ing activities by students on time [25].
Furthermore, Witruba and Wrigh affirm
that indicators to determine learning ef-
fectiveness, including (1) organizing good
material, (2) effective communication,
(3) mastery and enthusiasm for lessons,
(4) positive attitude of students, the flex-
ibility of learning approaches [26].
Teacher Training. Public demands of
quality teachers continue to increase in line
with the development of society and infor-
mation and communication technology.
Students need guidance from a competent
teacher since the experiences gained by the
child heavily depends on teachers’ skills
and understanding in teaching [8]. How-
ever, teachers with high competence and
experience do not happen on their own, ef-
forts are needed intentionally, continuously,
and continually refreshed through coach-
ing by the principal or the local education
office, discussions with experts, routine
refreshment activities or participating in
training, workshops or technical guidance
related to research in pre-service education,
teacher continuing education [5; 27].
Training is one of the strategies carried
out by many countries to improve teachers’
competency. The study of Hyatt, Filler
shows that teacher behaviour can be modi-
fied with various interventions because
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it can facilitate changes in students [28].
Some research on the impact of teach-
ing skills training shows an increase in
teachers’ concepts and skills [1]. Like
other field teachers, teachers who teach
early childhood need to receive obtain
regular guidance, and refreshment through
training [9; 29]. In specific, considering
that teaching early childhood has a higher
level of difficulty that requires patience,
tenacious, perseverance, and high skills.
Whereas, training for early childhood
teachers contributes to the ability and skills
in dealing with children [8; 9].

Training of the Indonesia Cahaya Meth-
od to Early Childhood Education Teachers.
To learn the Indonesia Cahaya method,
the teachers (as participants) must study
the guidelines containing recommended
scenarios and strategies, including the
requirements and use of media, props,
games, singing, and music. After that, they
must follow how the method is applied in
the practice of learning through training.
To add to the experience, participants can
also make observations on actual learning
in the classroom, i.e., the Cahaya Indone-
sia Kindergarten. Until mid-2019, training
methods have been attended by up to 2,000
teachers from various professional teaching
organizations for early childhood educa-
tion, such as HIMPAUDI (Himpunan Pen-
didik dan Tenaga Kependidikan Anak Usia
Dini Indonesia, Indonesian Early Child-
hood Educators and Education Personnel
Association), IGRA (Ikatan Guru Raud-
hatul Athfal, The Association of Raudhatul
Athfal Teachers), and IGTK (Ikatan Guru
Taman Kanak-Kanak Indonesia, Indone-
sian Kindergarten Teachers’ Association).
According to these 2,000 trained teachers,
this has inspired thousands of other teach-
ers in various regions who have not had
the opportunity to attend training, even
elementary school teachers.

The 2 x 4 hours Indonesia Cahaya
Method training covers four stages: First,
an introduction to the method (goals, ob-
jectives, the scope of use) for 60 minutes

using slides. Second, participants observe
direct learning practices demonstrated by
the developer. Third, after being divided
into small groups of 10 people, each group
practices learning with guidance. Fourth,
each group is evaluated to find out the
advantages and disadvantages. Hence,
the learning process can be understood as
a whole, each participant is involved in
learning activities, can be as students or
as a teacher (peer-teaching). In addition,
if there are training participants who have
not mastered the materials, the developer
gives them an opportunity both in groups
and individually to come and see first-hand
the learning process in the Cahaya Indone-
sia Kindergarten, as a laboratory where this
method is employed.

Oriented toward Developmental Task
and Academic Development. The aim of
early childhood education is to develop
all developmental tasks, including phys-
ical-motor, cognitive, communication-
language, social, and emotions®. All aspects
of this development are carried out through
thematic learning, which is holistic and
interrelated with other aspects (integra-
tive). Holistic and integrative principles
are important in early childhood educa-
tion, meaning that teachers must be able to
enhance all those aforementioned aspects
without ignoring any of them and making
integration between all those aspects.

In recent years, the learning needs of
early childhood have continued to change.
The community does not only want their
children to fulfil developmental tasks, but
also the ability to simultaneously read,
write and count, especially for students
aged 5-6 years who are preparing to enter
elementary school. The demands of parents
are reasonable because many schools re-
quire students to be able to read, write and
count when entering elementary school.

Early childhood education experts in
several states in the United States of Amer-
ica have given priority to the ability to
read, write and speak and listen. Morrison
mentions that the kindergarten curriculum

should not only include emotional and so-
cial development activities, but also include
academic experiences namely reading,
writing, and mathematics, natural sciences,
social sciences, and arts learning [15].
These experiences must consider the abili-
ties and desires of early childhood aged
5-6 years through playing while learning.
The experts’ opinion asserted that learning
in kindergarten, especially for children aged
5 and 6 years, does not neglect the content
of academic experience in addition to focus-
ing on fulfilling development tasks. In other
words, the kindergarten curriculum should
include reading, writing and counting skills
activities together and integrating with the
development of all aspects of development,
in preparation for children entering elemen-
tary school. One of the conclusions from
the study results of lecturers’ visits from
the Bandung Islamic University to Finland
in 2018 was that learning to read, write and
count had been given at the primary school
level from the age of 5 years.

Activities of Reading, Writing and Nu-
meracy from Perspective of the Expert and
Science of Development. The prominent
figures of early childhood education have
presented their theories. Pestalozzi includ-
ed counting, measuring, feeling, and touch-
ing activities in his theories. Montessori
asserts the importance of teaching reading,
writing, and arithmetic (mathematics) in
the academic materials group in addition
to practical life activities, and sensory
materials. In terms of the science of child
development, Havighurst (1972) states
that one of the tasks of child development
that must be prepared in early childhood
is reading and developing basic skills for
reading, writing and arithmetic at the end
of childhood.

In line with this view, Hurlock sug-
gested that early childhood should be taught
speaking skills, such as pronunciation, add-
ing vocabulary and form simple sentences.
He adds that reading activities have been
shown by children in early childhood,
namely by looking at pictures in books,
happy to hear stories or fairy tales [30].
Hurlock’s opinion about early childhood
reading activities that have emerged in
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early childhood is in line with the re-
sults of longitudinal observations made
by researchers for six years on their own
children (2003-2009), that the instincts of
children’s interest in reading and writing
activities have even been shown at the age
of 15 months, namely through the activity
of flipping through picture books and the
emergence of a penchant for doodling with
crayons/markers. This result of a longitu-
dinal study has been published in the book
entitled Siap Menjadi Guru dan Pengelola
Pendidikan Anak Usia Dini Profesional
(Ready to Become a Professional Early
Childhood Teacher and Manager), pub-
lished by Gramedia Jakarta in 2013 and in
a book entitled Menjadi Guru Pendidikan
Anak Usia Dini Profesional (Becoming
a Professional Early Childhood Educa-
tion Teacher), published by Rosda Karya
Bandung in 2018.

It has been stated that children at the
age of 22 months like to doodle, hold/
grasp crayons or markers, and can make
a series of simple drawings. At the age of
27 months, they can already tell the results
of their scribbles and pretend to read by
looking at pictures in books. At the age
of 30 months old, they begin to like sto-
ries read by their mothers. At the age of
34 months, adults can tell the contents of
the picture. At the age of 36 months, a child
can fantasize by pretending to read what he
made himself; along with the emergence
of interest and hobby of cutting which is
abasic writing skill. At the age of 42 months,
children can correctly tell the contents of
stories in picture books, even though they
have not been taught to read. At the age of
48 months, children can already read on
their own without help, even if they read
haltingly. From these developments, it can
be concluded that children’s interest and
fondness for reading activities actually ap-
pear before the age of 5 and 6 years [13; 14].

Pro and Cons Studies of Learning to
Read, Write, and Count. Study of different
opinion (pros and cons attitudes) of pre-
reading, pre-written and pre-computation
learning among early childhood education
teachers, parents of students, managers of
kindergarten institutions below and the
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Department of Education of the Ministry of
National Education and Raudhatul Athfal
under the Ministry of Religious Affairs of
the Republic of Indonesia was conducted
by Dr. Masnipal, M.Pd. and Arif Hakim in
2017. It has been published in the Golden
Age Journal in 2018. The results of this
study show that: (1) 52.5% of the Office
of Education and the Ministry of Religious
Affairs of the Republic of Indonesia did not
require teachers to provide reading, writing
and counting activities. Meanwhile, based
on the amount, 31% of the respondents
stated ‘forbid’, and 40% of the respondents
stated ‘allow’, and 29% of the respondents
stated ‘ignore’; (2) Most kindergartens and
Raudhatul Athfal provided students with
learning to read, write and count; (3) Only
asmall proportion of elementary schools (SD)
requires children to be able to read, write,
count when class begins; (4) Most reasons
that school principals and teachers provide
reading, writing and arithmetic learning is
due to demands of the parents; (5) Major-
ity of school principals and teachers admit
that learning to read, write, and count is
done privately with the consent of parents
of students [20].

This aforementioned research results at
least illustrated that (a) There were indeed
differences of opinion regarding learning
to read, write, count in the community;
(b) Most Islamic kindergartens and Raud-
hatul Athfal apparently provided reading,
writing and arithmetic learning; (c) Most
reasons of the provision of learning to read,
write, and count are due to the demands of
parents of students in preparation for enter-
ing elementary school.

Indonesia Cahaya Method. One method
of learning for young children that are
oriented towards developing all aspects of
development as well as academic experi-
ence is the Indonesia Cahaya Method. This
method can be trained for early childhood
teachers and can be a solution for parents
of students who demand that their chil-
dren obtain developmental tasks and have
academic experience. This method (Total
Learning Oriented to Task Development
and Academic Experience (Read, Write,
and Count), through Interesting and Fun

Learning) or also known as the Cahaya
Indonesia Funcalistung Method was con-
ceived and developed by Dr. Masnipal,
M.Pd. and Onyas Rohayati in 2004. The
initial idea of this method was to address
the problems that were widely discussed
by the people at that time, namely (1) the
pros and cons of learning to read, write
and count in the community, (2) the rise
of learning to read, write and count by
filling up, stuffing, and private methods
in kindergarten; (3) kindergarten teacher
confusion; (4) the demands of parents of
students who want their children to be
able to read, write and count before enter-
ing elementary school; (5) the number of
primary schools that make the ability to
read, write, count as an entry requirement;
(6) the number of reading and writing books
in circulation is not in accordance with the
child’s development; and (7) prohibition of
learning to read, write and count from the
education office.

The Indonesia Cahaya Method was
developed through a long process, starting
from conducting discussions with teach-
ers, principals, and managers of early
childhood education institutions; research
and study of various theories of develop-
ment and curriculum in various developed
countries; limited trials in kindergarten
laboratories; expert consultation; guidance
and training is limited in some kindergar-
tens until it was officially introduced to
the community in 2012 through training
and workshops. Until 2019, the training of
this method has been conducted in several
cities in Indonesia. The first research to
test the effectiveness of this method was
conducted by students of the Psychology
Master’s Program of Maranatha Univer-
sity in Bandung in 2007, which tested the
reliability of this method for improving
language skills (receptive and expres-
sive) of early childhood in the 5-6 year
age group. A total of 100 students aged
5-6 years were randomly selected from
seven kindergartens in Bandung City. The
results showed that there was a significant
increase in children’s language abilities
after learning using the Indonesia Cahaya
Method.
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Research on the effectiveness of the
Indonesia Cahaya Method was also carried
out by Ema Marhamah who was a master
student in Islamic Education for Early
Childhood Education from Universitas Is-
lam Bandung in 2014. Her study analysed
the impact of the Indonesia Cahaya Method
on increasing the professional competence
of Early Childhood Education teachers in
Cianjur Regency. The conclusion of the
study shows that the Indonesia Cahaya
Method had a significant impact on the im-
provement of the professional competence
of Early Childhood Education teachers.

In 2015, Ika Rustika Zainnah, a student
at the Islamic Education Masters Study
Program in Early Childhood Education
of Bandung Islamic University conducted
a study on the effectiveness (implementa-
tion) of the Indonesia Cahaya Method in
growing students’ interests in recognizing
letters and numbers. The results of the study
showed that this method had a significant
influence to increase early childhood stu-
dents’ interest and fondness in recognizing
letters and numbers.

Another study on the Indonesia Cahaya
method was carried out by Euis Komariah
who was a master student at University
Islam Bandung in 2018, by observing and
analysing the implementation of the In-
donesia Cahaya method in developing all
aspects of development. The study conclud-
ed: (a) the Indonesia Cahaya method was
planned carefully by using good material,
media, props, and music and songs into an
inseparable unity; (b) the method is able to
embody students’ motivation in learning,
which is seen from enthusiasm, and student
involvement in an interesting and fun learn-
ing process; (c¢) this method is very good in
developing all aspects of development as
well as the academic development needed
by an early childhood in preparation for
entering elementary school.

Furthermore, in early 2019, a study
of the influence of the Indonesia Cahaya
method on improving the competency of
early childhood teachers was carried out by
Sri Annisah, in her thesis for Bandung Is-
lamic University. The study resulted in the
conclusion that Indonesia Cahaya method
had a significant impact on increasing the
competence of early childhood education
teachers.

The Excellence of the Indonesia Ca-
haya Method. Since 2012, there have been
around 20 trainings in the Indonesia Cahaya
method conducted in several cities in In-
donesia. To accelerate its spread, starting
in 2020 a training of trainer (ToT) will
be held for trainees who are considered
successful using this method to be further
disseminated to early childhood education
teachers throughout Indonesia.

From the recapitulation results of the
assessment of participants after participat-
ing in the Indonesia Cahaya Method train-
ing, it can be inferred that this method (a) is
easily understood by teachers with various
educational backgrounds and experiences;
(b) is proven to be able to develop all stu-
dents’ developmental tasks and academic
experiences; (c¢) encourages teachers to
be creative in creating games, media and
teaching aids; (d) is highly favoured by
children as it is packaged with interesting,
fun, through singing, having fun, and ex-
citing games, so that it does not seem like
learning but playing; (v) make teachers like
and feel very satisfied after seeing their
students’ enthusiasm.

Several studies have shown that the
Indonesia Cahaya method is effective in
creating interesting and fun learning for
young children, and is able to develop all
tasks of child development and academic
experience’.

Principles and Learning Materials of
the Indonesia Cahaya Method. The use

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of the Indonesia Cahaya Method adheres
to the following principles (a) the use of
the method is carried out by playing as
a whole, namely guided play; (b) the use
of a method combined with the condition-
ing of the learning atmosphere, specially
designed games, whiteboards to attach,
special props (pictures, cards), songs,
musical instruments; (c¢) oriented towards
developing interests and fondness for read-
ing, writing and arithmetic; (d) the teacher
as the director, guide and facilitator; (e) use
a group/classical learning model; and (f) for
only children aged 4—6 years.

In addition, the props and media used
are (a) blackboard with a blackboard with
bags made of mica sheets, which is used to
place letters and picture cards; (b) picture
cards; (c) hanging ropes, plastic balls, mag-
netic pegs. This method is equipped with
an electronic organ, matrices in slides, stu-
dent conditioning, and student worksheets
(7 books).

Then, the basic learning materials in-
clude (a) training gross motoric (playing
plasticine, kneading, tearing, sticking to
images, cutting, sewing, thickening lines);
(b) introducing and writing letters with six
basic materials; and (c) introducing ending
words and insertion through filling in the box-
es. The follow-up material consists of seven
learning activities and numeracy learning
with seven activity stages. The complete ba-
sis, objectives, principles, targets, methods,
and learning material using The Indonesia
Cahaya Method is contained in the Guide
Book to Use the Indonesia Cahaya Method
compiled by the developer in 2010.

Training the Indonesia Cahaya Method
to Teachers. The Indonesia Cahaya Method
can succeed if teachers understand and
master the skills in guiding their students.
For this reason, every teacher who is in-
terested in using this method is required to
attend training activities or technical guid-
ance beforehand from the method devel-
oper. Until the middle of 2019, the training
has been attended by up to 2,000 teachers
from various professional organizations of
early childhood education teachers, such
as HIMPAUDI (Himpunan Pendidik dan
Tenaga Kependidikan Anak Usia Dini Indo-
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nesia, Indonesian Early Childhood Educa-
tors and Education Personnel Association),
IGRA (Ikatan Guru Raudhatul Athfal, The
Association of Raudhatul Athfal Teachers),
and IGTK (Ikatan Guru Taman Kanak-
Kanak Indonesia, Indonesian Kindergarten
Teachers’ Association). These 2,000 trained
teachers have inspired thousands of other
teachers in various regions, even elemen-
tary school teachers.

The 2 x 4 hours of training covers four
stages: First, an introduction to the method
(goals, objectives, the scope of use) for
60 minutes using slides.

Materials and Methods

To find out the contribution of the Indo-
nesia Cahaya Method in improving teacher
teaching skills, this research employs a PR
experimental approach with One-Group
Pretest-Posttest Design, which uses only
one group, pre-test, treatment, and post-
test [30—33]. The research was conducted
to one group (population) of teachers who
had participated in the Indonesia Cahaya
Method training, totaling 80 people from
80 kindergartens. The study was conducted
in the following steps: (a) conducting
a pre-test to a teacher before the training
began; (b) carrying out training (treat-
ment) for 8 hours (2 x 4 hours) with the
help of the team, (¢) applying the method
into learning in their respective schools in
6—8 weeks (minimum 30 and a maximum of
40 learning); and (d) conducting a post-test
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by a colleague (one of the teachers at the
school) with observations and interviews.
The research design was as follows (fig. 1).

The subjects of this research were
teachers who participated in the training of
the Indonesia Cahaya Method. They were
training participants from Islamic early
childhood education teachers (Raudhatul
Athfal) (RA) in Bandung Regency, West
Java, from three districts, namely Cicaleng-
ka, Nagrek and Cikancung. This research
collaborates with the professional organi-
zation of the Raudhatul Athfal Teachers’
Association (IGRA, Ikatan Guru Raudhatul
Athfal) Bandung Regency Branch. The data
were collected using limited observation
and interview sheets equipped with rubrics
for teacher skills assessment. In addition,
the instrument validation was done by ex-
pert judgment.

The selection of research subjects is
based on considerations: (a) It is located
in a suburban area, in which it is believed
that the participants have not had the
knowledge and never participated in the
training of the Indonesia Cahaya Method;
(b) a preliminary study showed that most
teachers in these three regions had not been
able to develop task-oriented learning and
academic development that are interrelated.

All members of the population (training
participants) had a comparable level of edu-
cation and lengths of teaching experience
are asked by their principal to participate
in the training. In other words, the threat
of internal validity can be controlled [34].
Threats related to external validity are as
follows: (a) the subjects involved in the
study acted differently than expected;
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(b) the subjects had set the situation and
condition of the students before the obser-
vation took place; (c) a span of 6—8 weeks,
there may be subjects who do not continu-
ously apply the Indonesia Cahaya Method
in schools due to various factors, thus
disrupting the generalization of research
results [34]. External validity can be con-
trolled by ensuring the above factors are
avoided through agreements and commit-
ments signed by the research subjects at
the time of the pre-test. In addition, before
the post-test was conducted, it has been
ensured that only subjects who were willing
and meet the criteria were observed.

To process and analyse data about the
teaching skills of a group (population) of
teachers who participated in the training
of The Indonesia Cahaya Method using
the average formula, Chi-square, and
t-test [35].

Findings. The following description
presents the results of mean, normality test
and hypothesis test based on the teaching
skills data of Raudhatul Athfal teacher who
participated in the training of the Indonesia
Cahaya Method and applied the method
in learning in schools. The post-test data
analysis was conducted on 80 participants
who were all women. The following is
a recapitulation of the description of the
final grade data for teacher teaching skills.

The pre-test results of teaching skills
obtained an average value of 71.83 and
86.96 for post-test results. The data shows
that the teaching skills of teachers have
increased from before and after being
given treatment through the training in the
Indonesia Cahaya Method.

The results of the normality test using
the Chi-square formula in the post-test was
at a significance level of 5% and the degree
of freedom = 5, obtained X2 count = 4.68
and X2 table = 11.07, then the value of
X2 count < X2 table, then the distribution
statistical value of 80 teachers normally
distributed. Based on that, the statistical
test used in this study is the t-test using the
variance test formula. From the analysis of
the hypothesis test, the results in the fol-
lowing table 1, 2 are obtained.

Discussion and Conclusion

This research examines whether the
Indonesia Cahaya Method that has been
trained to teachers can improve their teach-
ing skills, hence, it has an impact on the
success of learning for students. For a long
time, training activities have been a means
for teachers to improve their knowledge and
skills. The results of this research are in ac-
cordance with previous theories regarding
the role of training activities, workshops,
technical guidance as a means of increasing
teacher competence that has been proven by
many experts. Training, upgrading, work-
shops are still the choices of many develop-
ing countries such as Indonesia as a means
of increasing teacher competence [1; 28].
Not surprisingly, these activities have
become a routine agenda every year
in many countries in the world [27].
Teacher training has been proven to con-
tribute to efforts to develop the abili-
ties and basic skills of early childhood
teachers [8; 9].

Early childhood teachers including
Islamic kindergartens such as Raudhatul
Athfal, are spread across nearly 3,000 is-
lands throughout Indonesia. Improving
educational qualifications in large cities
requires great distances, difficult transpor-
tation, especially since they have to leave
their students in remote villages where
there is a shortage of educators. Upgrad-
ing training activities, refreshing activities,

workshops, and technical guidance that last
from 1 to 2 weeks are expected to be the
best method to improve the competencies
needed by early childhood teachers [9].
Teacher competence is very influential in
early childhood development [36].

The results of research on the contri-
bution of the Indonesia Cahaya Method
to improving teaching skills of Raudhatul
Athfal teachers further strengthen the find-
ings of previous research conducted by sev-
eral masters and undergraduate students in
several universities in Indonesia. The stu-
dents are also a teacher in early childhood
education and are experienced in applying
various learning methods, so there is no
difficulty in applying the scenario of the In-
donesia Cahaya Method. This research has
proven that the Indonesia Cahaya Method
that has been trained to teachers previously
contributes to improving (a) teachers’ mo-
tivation in teaching, (b) teachers’ skills in
managing learning, (c) teachers’ skills in
presenting effective learning materials,
(d) teachers’ skills in developing interesting
and fun learning, (e) skills in developing
teaching aids; and (f) skills to create a dy-
namic learning atmosphere. These skills
also contribute to increasing students’
enthusiasm and interest in learning, stu-
dents’ involvement during learning, and
students’ mastery of learning material® [37].
The results showed that all aspects in-
creased in varied magnitude, and there
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were no aspects that did not increase. This
could mean that the use of The Indonesia
Cahaya Method by the teacher Rauthatul
Athfal contributed to the improvement of
teacher teaching skills and had a positive
impact on students’ participation in the
learning. Learning should invite students’
enthusiasm, initiative and liking; active
communication between teacher-students,
students and students; and students’ in-
volvement and participation. This is in
line with the findings of Prameswari &
Budiyanto that teachers are needed to cre-
ate effective ways of learning, assisted by
students in understanding the relationship
of subjects [38].

The findings of Rohmawati [37] and
Dobrescu & Grosu [24] that effective learn-
ing is based on at least two factors, namely
how to make students easy and happy to
learn, and the presence of competent teach-
ers. Competent teachers are able to organize
students and material well, are able to com-
municate with students effectively, master
learning, and be positive towards students,
and flexible in using the learning ap-
proach. These findings are also in line with
the opinion of Eggen and Kouchak [23]
that the effectiveness of learning is char-
acterized by the activeness of students in
participating in the learning process; the
more active the students are in learning, the
more effective the learning [38].

The contribution of the Indonesia Ca-
haya Method in developing teachers’ abili-
ties and skills in creating effective learning
for young children is supported by the
findings of Marhamah, Zainnah, Komariah,
and Annisah. Marhamah’s study examined
the correlation of The Indonesia Cahaya
Method to improve the professional com-
petence of Raudhatul Athfal teachers in
Cianjur district, West Java’®. This study

involved 60 samples from 400 people who
attended one month earlier. The findings
of her research indicated a high correlation
(0.75) between the training of the Indone-
sia Cahaya Method with the professional
competence of teachers.

Moreover, Annisah’s study examined
the effect of the Indonesia Cahaya Method
on improving pedagogical, professional and
social competence in Garut Regency, West
Java'®. The study involved 50 early child-
hood teachers (kindergartens and Islamic
kindergartens) who had attended training
two months earlier. The conclusion of her
study shows that the Indonesia Cahaya
Method had a very significant influence
on the increasing pedagogical, professional
and social competence of teachers.

The above findings resulted in the con-
clusion that the Indonesia Cahaya Method
has made a positive contribution to im-
proving the competence of early childhood
teachers, which includes pedagogic, profes-
sional, personal, and social competencies''.
Learning becomes more interesting and
enjoyable because it involves the teacher’s
total role and the use of media, teaching
aids, singing, and music, thus making the
atmosphere and climate of student learn-
ing more conducive; increase students’
motivation to be actively involved; com-
munication flow learning more smoothly;
and learning is more meaningful. These
findings reinforce the argument that the
Indonesia Cahaya Method has been effec-
tive in creating interesting and fun learning
for young children and can be trained for
teachers. Training to master the Indonesia
Cahaya Method is appropriate if conducted
by teachers of children of this age through-
out Indonesia, even other countries'? [14].

Until now, in Indonesia, the Indo-
nesia Cahaya Method has been the only

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method in developing two developments
areas at once, namely the developmental
tasks and academic experience for young
children, packed in an interesting and
fun learning atmosphere, and using play,
games, media, props, singing and music
as an inseparable part. The presence of
this method in the community in addition
to encouraging news for early childhood
teachers is also expected to be a material
of study and open up opportunities for
further researchers.

This research concludes that there is
a contribution of the Indonesia Cahaya
Method in improving the teaching skills of
Raudhatul Athfal teachers. From the results
of the study it can be concluded that the
training in the Indonesia Cahaya Method
for Raudhatul Athfal teachers in Bandung
Regency has contributed to the effective-
ness of learning, based on indicators of an
increase in the ability and skills of teachers
and student learning. Improvements expe-
rienced by teachers are: (a) motivation in
teaching, (b) skills in managing learning,
(c) skills in presenting effective learning
materials, (d) interesting and enjoyable
learning packaging skills, and (e) skills in
developing teaching aids; and (f) ability
to create a dynamic learning atmosphere.
While the improvement of students’ learn-
ing are: a) enthusiasm, initiative and stu-

dents’ interest in learning, (b) students’
involvement during learning, and (¢) stu-
dents’ mastery of learning material.

The results of this study add new refer-
ences to various parties that the Indonesian
Light method can be an alternative in de-
veloping the competence of early childhood
teachers and open up opportunities for fur-
ther researchers to develop this method, es-
pecially at the elementary school level. The
results of this study have implications for
providing empirical information to teachers
about the Indonesia Cahaya Method as one
of the strategies in creating interesting and
fun learning for young children who can de-
velop children’s development tasks as well
as academic development. The effective-
ness of the use of this method depends very
much on the teacher’s ability to understand
the scenario of methods, games, songs and
musical instruments, teaching aids, study
materials and the use of student worksheets.
It is highly recommended for teachers to
study this method thoroughly and conduct
discussions with other teachers who have
attended the training. For future research-
ers, the results of the study are expected to
be an entry point in conducting studies on
the effectiveness of the Indonesia Cahaya
Method in a wider scope and in different
settings and subjects, such as for elemen-
tary school teachers.

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Introduction. The medical education system requires modernization and adaptation to the needs of modern
society. The dissatisfaction of the population with the low professional competence of doctors at the rising
cost of medical services requires new principles for tuning the educational system of medical workers. The
topical question is whether the medical education system should be changed with the account of not only
teachers’ vision but students’ requests as well. The purpose of the article is to reveal the perceptions of
students of medical universities in Russia about quality medical education, to identify the attitudes to the
existing forms and methods of learning, expectations from the administration and teaching staff.
Materials and Methods. The research design is based on a combination of quantitative and qualitative
methods. A survey of 3 249 students representing 45 universities subordinate to the Ministry of Healthcare
of Russia was conducted. To increase the reliability of the results and the interpretation of quantitative
data at the second stage, the interviews with students, clinical residents and graduate students of medical
institutions of higher learning were conducted.

Results. The article defines the dependence of assessing the quality of education on attitudes toward academic
mobility: the higher students evaluate the experience of participating in academic mobility, the higher they
assess the quality of Russian medical education. Russian medical education, possessing institutional autonomy,
which allows for modernization of the content and methods of implementing educational programs, comes
across restrictions caused by oversupply of students to the universities in the situation of undersupply of
facilities, and the underdevelopment of norms regulating the participation of medical students in medical
activities.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results can be used by university leadership in determining the directions
of development of educational activities with a focus on student-centered learning in order to increase
students’ motivation and commitment to quality education.

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Safety Criteria Differences of Learners with
Mental Disorders in Early and Late Adolescence
as Compared to Normotypic Peers

Introduction. Current psychological and pedagogical research considers the problem of safe behavior formation
among students of different ages. It makes an attempt to establish the conditions for psychological safety type’s
formation. The aim of the article is to identify readiness for safe behavior, understanding and interpretation of
dangerous situations in various life spheres among early and late adolescents with mental disorders.
Materials and Methods. The authors selected a questionnaire test by V. G. Maralov, which allows establishing
types of the attitude of an individual in a dangerous situation (adequate, anxious, ignoring, uncertain);
the “Scale of Subjective Well-being” screening method by G. Perue-Badu adapted by M. V. Sokolova for
measuring the emotional component of subjective well-being, and the authors’ method for studying the
perceptions among early and late adolescents with mental disorders and their normotypic peers of various
types of danger (physical, social and informational). To confirm the hypothesis of the research a two-way
variance analysis was done (Age and Mental Disorders factors).

Results. The authors identified that neurotypical early and late adolescents are able to recognize dangerous
situations and feelings of such situations’ participants, predict the consequences of these dangers and
suggest relevant ways to avoid them. Age impacts the development of the ability to recognize all types of
dangerous situations among students with mental disorders (in late adolescence it is higher than in early
one). Age influences such an indicator of subjective well-being as health self-assessment: it is higher in late
adolescence than in early one. Students with mental disorders have a lower degree of ability to recognize
physical and social environment danger, to predict and avoid various dangers than their neurotypical peers.
Mental disorders also bear on such indicator as “Signs that come with psychoemotional symptoms”.
Discussion and Conclusion. The article shall be of interest to researchers studying the problem of the
safe behavior of young people in various situations. The results of the study can be used in further studies
of the ability to recognize, predict and avoid dangerous situations by adolescents and young people with
normotypic development and mental disorders.

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Introduction. The study is devoted to investigation of methods to integrate “hard” and “soft” skills of
law students. This approach is necessary for teaching students to make decisions in situations of value
and norm uncertainty, which require the integration of law and morality, general cultural and professional
competencies. The public use of hate speech is chosen as an example of a value-ambiguous problem. This
problem involves the search for a certain balance of public and private interests, the right to freedom of
expression and protection against discrimination, insult, stigmatization, the right to respect for private
and family life.

Materials and Methods. 62 students of legal specialities and areas of training were involved in the case
study. Case materials were structured according to the levels of educational goals in accordance with
Bloom’s classic taxonomy. The case is devoted to the analysis of the controversial commentary of Sav-
va Terentyev.

Results. The use of the case-method for decision-making under conditions of value-normative uncertainty
(using the example of counteracting hate speech) made it possible to integrate the general cultural
and professional competencies of law students, to involve students, who do not usually participate
in discussions, in active group work. However, there are limitations to the use of the case method for
integrating “hard” and “soft” skills: preparation for the lesson is resource-intensive for both teacher
and students; case materials quickly become obsolete and require constant updating and processing; the
choice of material and its presentation in the classroom require a special pedagogical tact and a clear
arrangement of axiological accents.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results can be used to develop educational cases where general cultural
and professional competencies of law students can be integrated, as well as to teach students how to
make decisions in the face of value and norm uncertainty and to carry out personal and professional
development.

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A Model for the Formation of Secondary
Linguistic Personality through Work with
Precedent Cultural Phenomena during Classes in
the Russian Language as a Foreign Language

Introduction. This article considers the problem of the formation of a secondary linguistic personality
through work with precedent phenomena of culture, but it does not cover all its aspects. Our purpose is to
describe a model of formation of a secondary linguistic personality by dealing with the precedent phenomena
of culture during Russian language lessons as a foreign language.

Materials and Methods. Pedagogical forecasting and modeling were used to optimize and detail the process
of the formation of a secondary linguistic personality through work with precedent cultural phenomena. To
determine the quantitative and qualitative indicators of the study, statistical methods of quantitative and
qualitative data processing were used (Student’s t-test). The pedagogical experiment involved schoolchildren
of two secondary schools of Kryvyi Rih city (Ukraine). The sample consisted of 82 fifth-grade high school
students. At the ascertaining stage, the questionnaire was conducted; at the formative stage, training was
conducted typically in the control group; in the experimental group, based on the developed model; at the
control stage, repeated questioning and interviews were conducted to verify the effectiveness of the model.
Results. The use of the model in the learning process forms not only theoretical knowledge of the precedent
phenomena of culture but also the practical skill of their use, facilitates intercultural communication, which
contributes to the formation of a secondary language personality. The developed model of working with
precedent cultural phenomena proved to be an effective auxiliary tool in the formation of the secondary
linguistic personality. Precedent cultural phenomena can become the foundation for creating end-to-end
curricula, a tool for creating didactic material taking into account innovative technologies, and the basis
of training courses.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results of this research work may be useful for secondary and higher
school teaching staff of Russian as a foreign language.

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The Impact of Non-Formal Education on Human
Capital: A Generational Approach

Introduction. The update rate of information and the scope of social transformations became a trend of
modern life. To remain competitive, a person needs to foster his/her competencies and skills. Non-formal
education is becoming the most mobile way to solve the tasks, allowing to quickly acquire relevant knowledge
and experience. Research interest is focused on the impact of non-formal education on the formation and
development of the human capital. The purpose of the article is to study the involvement of representatives
of various generations in a non-formal education.

Materials and Methods. The research draws on the methodology of the in-depth interview interpretation
analysis. The data was obtained using the focus group method: a series of 27 group interviews, 9 for each age
category (youth, mature and older). The focus groups included 253 people — residents of Tyumen, Tobolsk,
Ishim, and settlements in the South of the Tyumen region.

Results. The possibilities of non-formal education in the process of accumulation and realization of hu-
man capital were revealed. The analysis of the practices of youth, adult and older generation’s non-formal
education was carried out. Based on the study of generational theories, the educational attitudes of various
age groups and the needs for non-formal learningwere analyzed. Based on the analysis of the intensity of
educational practices, three types of actors were identified depending on their involvement in non-formal
education: the active type “eternal student”, the moderate type “situational student” and the passive type
“indifferent student”, which were found in representatives of different generations. The authors identified
the following things that motivate and demotivate people to receive non-formal education: operational
updating of competencies, fostering of personal and professional skills for a specific professional position,
reducing the qualification gap. Analysing the non-formal educational practices of youth, adults, and the
older generation, the authors found that non-formal education significantly affects the dynamics of profes-
sionalization, the nature of social and labour transfers.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results of the study will aid in sizing the impact of non-formal education
on human capital in terms of the generational approach. The materials of the article are useful for building
an educational ecosystem at the regional and national level and for practical application in the development
and adjustment of strategies for working with people of different age groups.
