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Abstract. The article discusses the technique of using "Mind maps" for combined listening
and speaking training for students of language training profiles. Listening comprehension is used as
a basis for constructing a monological utterance. While listening to the text, the student fills in the
Mind map prepared by the teacher, entering important details into it in the volume and in the sequence
that the mapmaker intended to achieve the goals of this exercise. The completed Mind map serves as
a prompt for the student to create his own oral monologue on the topic covered in the text for listening.
The application of the "Mind maps" technique in English language classes at a university is
substantiated, and the course of the lesson in which this method can be used is described. As a result
of the testing of this method among students of the 3rd year of the language profile, its effectiveness
for the development of foreign language communicative competence in the absence of a language
environment was confirmed. The article provides data from a survey of students participating in the
testing, and concludes that it is advisable to use the "Mind maps" technique, taking into account the
development of students' creative thinking and the ability to establish hierarchical and logical
relationships.
