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Dear readers! We offer this special section to mark the 285™ anniversary of the foun-
ding of the city of Orenburg (Orsk), on August 26, 1735. It dedicated to the history of
Russia’s South-Eastern frontier, which covers the Orenburg region and its adjacent terri-
tories. The methodology is the concept of “frontier modernization,” or the development
of newly acquired Russian territories to raise their political, legal, and socio-economic
level to that of the country’s most advanced developing regions (those regions that have
not yet been fully integrated in a state engaged in “modernization”).

The section’s authors address important aspects of intercultural (interethnic and in-
terfaith) interaction in the Orenburg region — an enormous area that, through the early
Soviet era, constituted the Bashkir and Kazakh steppe frontier. They focus on such ques-
tions as the pacification of the area’s nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples, the Orenburg
and Ural Cossacks, imperial and Soviet policy towards minorities (inorodsty), the rise of
an intelligentsia among these ethnicities, as well as intercultural interaction during the de-
velopment of virgin lands.

The section’s articles are arranged chronologically, as well as according to the transi-
tion from foreign to domestic policy (which, admittedly, are often difficult to separate
from each other in frontier studies). It opens with an innovative article by S.V. Dzhun-
dzhuzov about Prince Petr Taishin that sheds important light on Kalmykia’s incorporation
into the Russian Empire during the 18" century. Using the example of an elite Kalmyk,
the author reconstructs the state’s approach to integrating and acculturating an eastern
nationality. He also convincingly demonstrates that the “Taishin case” led the imperial
government to adjust its policy regarding baptized Kalmyks, which went a long way to-
ward reducing social tension in the Kalmyk khanate and helped to populate the Middle
Volga and, later, Orenburg. Dzhundzhuzov concludes that the Kalmyk settlements on
the Middle Volga established thanks to Petr Taishin made a significant contribution to
Orenburg’s economic development and defense.

E.V. Burlutskaia and K.A. Abdrakhmanov also consider the interplay of foreign relations
and frontier modernization contribution by examining working conditions among Orenburg
merchants who traded with Asia in the 19" century. Taking an Alltagsgeschichte (the his-
tory of everyday life) approach, the authors discuss the various challenges the harsh cli-
mate imposed on caravan trade, going on to describe the heavy toll in physical depriva-
tion and psychological discomfort.

Any study of integration the southeastern frontier would not be complete without
a look at the region’s Cossacks. The article by E. V. Godovova considers the economics of
daily life among this population during the post-reform period (i.e., after 1861), as the pace of
modernization dramatically quickened. The author described the changes that negatively
affected the daily lives of the Orenburg Cossacks, as well as reshaping their agronomic
consciousness. She also explains how conditions on the frontier shaped the “Cossack war-
rior” — “Cossack-farmer,” whose existence was taxed by toil and trouble, especially in
summer. Furthermore, over time, inefficient use of the land and frequent poor harvests
and repeated redistribution of plots — not to mention the rising cost of military service —
all took a toll on their standard living.

The most important aspect of the development of Russia’s South-Eastern frontier
was the introduction and adaptation to local conditions of regional self-government, which
are addressed in two contributions to this section. Like Godova, 1.A. Konovalov also de-
votes his attention to the Cossacks, focusing on their administration on the frontier with
the Kazakh steppe. He convincingly traces the evolution of Cossack self-government over
the course of time. In this respect, Konovalov also pays attention to the special role of
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local stanitsa (village) self-government in the absence of zemstvos, even under excessive
bureaucratic control by the state.

D.V. Vasilyev and A.V. Ryabov devoted their attention to the internal political structure
of the South-Eastern frontier as well, but in this case by visualizing the imperial space.
After analyzing how the indigenous population of Turkestan conducted their meetings
with representatives of the Romanovs and the regions’ ruling elite, the authors go on to
describe one of the mechanisms for integrating a non-Russian culture into the common
socio-cultural space of the empire — the ceremonies to symbolize the unity of the Russian
monarchy and Central Asia’s peoples. As the authors demonstrate, this effectively intro-
duced the ideologeme “autocracy — Orthodoxy — nation” in the newly conquered territory,
with slight adjustments to the middle link, given the predominantly Islamic population.

The article by S.4. Aleshina and L.V. Petrich focuses on the continuities between
imperial and Soviet nationality policy, a topic long neglected or silenced by historians.
The authors discus efforts to educate Orenburg’s adult non-Russian population from
the turn of the 19™ century to the end of the 1930s. They explain that eliminating illiteracy
on the South-Eastern frontier was basically a single, cumulative process. By the same to-
ken, both imperial and Soviet officials faced similar obstacles, such as a lack of teachers
and popular resistance.

E.V. Pakhomova’s study of developing the virgin lands of the Orenburg region and
Northern Kazakhstan considers it as a special frontier process. This unique approach
permits her to conclude that this undertaking shaped a unique virgin micro-society that
reproduced many features of frontier communities. The era’s “virgin meridian” metaphor
included the notion of the “new frontier,” which shifted the boundaries of the “wild field”
(dikoe pole). As the author convinces us, the frontier specifics of the virgin lands cam-
paign in the Orenburg region ended only in the mid-1960s.

The special thematic section is a valuable contribution to the history of Russia’s
South-Eastern frontier both by introducing new sources and innovations in interpreting
familiar material. The articles provide a cross-section of the question’s contemporary his-
toriography and they adopt new theoretical and factual approaches. As a result, this sec-
tion will be of interest both to historians of Russia and its neighbors, thereby attracting
wide scholarly attention.
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The Vicissitudes of the Fate of the Kalmyk Nobleman Petr Taishin:
from the Adoption of Christianity to the Establishment of
a Settlement of Baptized Kalmyks in the Middle Volga Region
(1724-1737)

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Abstract: The present paper analyzes the fate and political activities of the first baptized Kalmyk
vladelets Peter P. Taishin in the context of the purposeful Christianization of the Kalmyks and the inter-
necine struggle for supreme power in the Kalmyk Khanate in 1724—1735. Historiography has developed
under the influence of Church historians; the latter mostly described Taishin as a treacherous schemer
who converted to Christianity only to enlist Russia's support in the struggle for the Khanate's throne.
The present study is meant to portray P. Taishin as a historical figure. To overcome the bias in historio-
graphy, the author made use of previously unstudied materials from the Foreign Policy Archive of
the Russian Empire, in particular Taishin's correspondence with government agencies and officials.
According to the author, the imperial authorities overestimated the political prospects of Taishin's em-
brace of Christianity. The influence of the Buddhist clergy on the Kalmyk people and their power elite
was not duly taken into account. To the displeasure of the government, Taishin joined one party of
Kalmyk nobility that stood in opposition to the Kalmyk khan, and after the death of his older brother,
Taishin began to openly dispute the Khan's right to the throne. Russia's military intervention in the in-
ternecine conflict led to Taishin's capture and to the forced replacement of the supreme ruler of the Kal-
myk state. These events triggered a change in the government's policy concerning the baptized Kalmyks.
It was decided to put them under Taishin's control and to relocate them further into the territory of Rus-
sia. With these measures, the hotbed of social tension in the Kalmyk Khanate disappeared, and Russia
acquired additional human resources to occupy an empty area in the Middle Volga region, and later in
the Orenburg province. For more than a hundred years, the settlement of baptized Kalmyks on the Mid-
dle Volga survived the initiator of their founding, Petr Petrovich Taishin, and made a significant contri-
bution to the economic development and defense of the vast Orenburg Territory.

Abstract: The article focuses on the work organization and work activities of merchants engaged
in trade in the Asian direction during the 19" century. This topic has not yet been subject of special
research in previous eras or in modern historiography. The daily business activity of merchants is studied
here on the basis of published narratives of participants in the Asian caravan trade, also taking into con-
sideration various articles and periodicals of the 19" century as well as archival documents. Work is
conceived of as a special structured area of everyday life. The purpose of this contribution is to iden-
tify the specific features of everyday business activity of Orenburg entrepreneurs trading with Asia.
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The authors identify the main aspects of everyday business activity (behavior, life conditions and men-
tality), as well as its components: the conditions, motivation, goals, resources, and performed actions.
The authors argue that the general circumstances of Asian trade were unfavorable before the 1870s,
due not only to natural conditions and climate but also to the merchants' difficult relations with trade
and ruling circles in the Central Asian states. The authors determine the complexity of merchant work
in the area under study. Every merchant was simultaneously organizer and executor of caravan trade,
and also acted as a controlling authority. These activities required the merchant to be independent, re-
sponsible, prudent and able to withstand physical hardship and psychological discomfort

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Abstract: The article discusses the main directions of the economic development among the Oren-
burg Cossacks in the post-reform period. The Orenburg Cossack Host, like other Cossack troops of
the Russian Empire, was located in a frontier area. A special type of the “Cossack warrior” personality —
a “Cossack-farmer” — was formed here. The author notes that by the beginning of the twentieth century,
an increase in the Cossack population led to a decrease in land allotments in the Orenburg Cossack
units. The situation was getting worse due to constant crop failures and a dominant shift system, which,
in turn, led to land depletion. Due to their isolation, conservatism and poverty, the Cossacks were slow
in introducing improved agricultural tools and new methods for cultivating the land. Livestock breeding
was widespread in Cossack farms (from the end of the 19" century, camel-breeding was very prominent),
and horse-breeding, so necessary for manning the Cossack army, was equally developing. Due to fre-
quent grain crop failures, Cossacks generated additional produce by market gardening on their farms.
The Host authorities realized that the welfare decline among the Orenburg Cossacks had a negative impact
on their combat effectiveness, and tried to provide them with various assistance: specialists responsible
for agricultural development were introduced into the staff of the Military Economic Board, and the Cossacks
were supplied with tools, agricultural machinery, and seeds for horticulture. Much attention was also
paid to horse-breeding as well as to the development of small industry through the organization of arti-
sans. The author comes to the conclusion that all these measures changed the agronomic consciousness
of the Orenburg Cossacks, albeit at a slow pace.

Abstract: The present study investigates the visualization of the imperial space with examples
of meetings of the population with representatives of the ruling house of the Russian Empire. The focus
is on meetings of the indigenous people of Russian Central Asia with the Turkestan Governor General
and the heir to the throne. The article is based on memories of eyewitnesses as well as on publications
from that time. Public appearances verbally and nonverbally influenced the population. The present
study is based on an array of methods, including the analysis of the sources to identify the components
of the ceremonies, synchronous and diachronous methods, comparative analysis, content analysis, as well
as discourse analysis. This research methodology and the rich source base from which we quote here
elucidate the basic techniques for visualizing the presence of power on the outskirts of the state. The article
analyzes the meetings of the Turkestan Governor General with the population at different time periods
as well as the measures organized for the heir to the throne during his travels in the Far East and Siberia
in 1891. For establishing a connection with propaganda activities of the first years of the Soviet regime,
the authors highlight the fundamental components of these ceremonies in the Russian Empire. Such
representations of power were aimed at demonstrating the unity of society and monarchy, in a display
of strength and greatness. All these events conform to the state ideology “autocracy — orthodoxy — na-
tionality,” with just a minor adaptation in relation to Turkestan. There, the authorities adhered to
the tactics of ignoring Islam and limiting Orthodox proselytism, with the result that the role of the cen-
tral element of the triad was minimized.

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Abstract: This article examines the education of the Orenburg region’s non-Russian adults from
the end of the 19" century until the end of the 1930s. It begins with a brief review of the relevant historiog-
raphy and the sources. It goes on to analyse the data of the First General Census of 1897, which sheds light
on the scope of the task of schooling that remained to be done among the province’s non-Russian national-
ities. Already before the Revolution of 1917, local authorities and private individuals were active in cultur-
al and educational work among this population by opening libraries as well as arranging readings and
evening classes. At the same time, Zemstvos also strove to train the necessary teachers. During the early
Soviet era, educational work was politicized. All educational activities were carried out using emergency
methods, since the new government urgently needed a literate population. Due to the exigencies of the Civil
War and famine, the authorities had no funds to spare and transferred the task’s entire financial burden to
public organizations and private individuals, although in the early 1920s, education in the province practi-
cally stopped. However, as the national economy recovered by the mid-1920s, schools reopened. The next
important step in eradicating of illiteracy among the non-Russian population came around 1937. The author
concludes that in the pre-revolutionary and Soviet periods, educating Orenburg’s minorities faced major
obstacles, namely the lack of funds, qualified personnel, as well as popular resistance.

Introduction

Interethnic relations in Russia, including those with government officials, continue to
attract considerable scholarly attention. This is particularly true during times of political
upheaval. Both Soviet and post-Soviet specialists of education among non-Russian nationa-
lities at the turn of the 20" century have noted that literacy among Slavs was much higher
than among many ethnicities.' Only Germans, Jews and the Baltic peoples had literacy rates
equal to or even higher than those of Slavs. Modern historians of the pre-revolutionary pe-
riod highlight the special place of zemstvos (local elected councils) in educating non-Russian
nationalities in the province of Orenburg.” They have convincingly proved that, in this re-
spect, a very important role was played by civil society, such as public organizations, local

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government bodies, and the efforts of progressive individuals. Its initiatives were motivated
by growing awareness of national identity and changes in policies for educating the region’s
minorities, not to mention their large share of the population.> However, scholars add,
such schooling was hampered by a lack of teaching aids, personnel, and money, as well as
the public’s inertia, among other.* As for the Soviet period, the emphasis in pedagogy was
on instilling a communist worldview in the population.

This article examines education among Orenburg’s adult non-Russian population
from the late 19™ century to the 1930s. We have taken the comparative historical method,
which enabled us to consider both general and specific aspects of education in the pro-
vince, including that of non-Russian nationalities, during this period.

Primary sources include documents held in both regional and federal archives:
The State Archive of the Orenburg Region (hereafter GAOO), the Orenburg State Archive
of Socio-Political History (OGASPI), and the State Archive of the Russian Federation (GARF).
These collections preserve materials from the Orenburg district department of public edu-
cation for the elimination of illiteracy among national minorities (including the charters
of relevant societies in the Government of Orenburg), records of the Orenburg District
Committee and the city committees of the All-Russian Communist Party, as well as the All-
Russian Extraordinary Commission for the Elimination of Illiteracy. These include the mi-
nutes of meetings of the Council for the Education of Nationalities of the Non-Russian
Language of the People's Commissariat for Education of the RSFSR and reports on
the elimination of illiteracy in Orenburg’s districts.

We have also examined such important sources as the findings of the First General
Census of the Population of 1897, which collected data on the literacy rate of the peoples
living there.” Local newspapers and magazines (Orenburgskaia Gazeta, Orenburgskoe
Zemskoe Delo, etc.) reported on the activities of cultural and educational societies for
non-Russian nationalities in Orenburg. At the same time, we also studied the Orenburg
Zemstvo Assembly’s reports on public education, which also dealt with extracurricular
activities among the non-Russian nationalities of the Orenburg region.’

Cultural and educational activities
among Orenburg’s non-Russian population at the turn of the 20t century

According to the 1897 census, Orenburg’s population was ethnically diverse,
and literacy among different nationalities varied greatly. Let look at the Table 1.

Table 1 shows that literacy was higher among its Jews, Poles, and Germans. More-
over, differences in literacy between the sexes was minimal. By contrast, Kirghiz, Mor-
dovians, and the Chuvash were the least literate. Among these nationalities literacy among
their men was three or more times higher than that of women. This census defined litera-
cy as the ability to read. Since literacy in the mother tongue was registered only if a re-
spondent could not read Russian, we were unable to determine how many of the minori-

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ties were literate in two languages. Moreover, we could not identify the proportion of
those who could read in their native tongue.

Improving literacy among certain minorities in Orenburg was an important chal-
lenge, which social groups addressed in various ways. At a meeting of Orenburg’s go-
vernment in 1902, one of its officials, M.M. Eversman, presented a report on “Measures
to raise the level of mental and moral development of the Bashkir population.” He drew
attention to the fact that inadequate education was the main reason for the “Failures in
the mental and moral development of Bashkirs,”” even though the province was particu-
lary active in teaching its Muslim population.

In 1906, Zigangir Baiazitov, Mirkhaidar Kurpiachev, Khusain Donskoi and others
founded the Muslim Society in Orenburg’s eponymous capital®. The organization opera-
ted a library, which was housed in a two-room building on Solianyi Lane that its mem-
bers bought two years later. While people of different nationalities visited it, this was
the only library for the city’s Muslims. Known as the reading room of the Orenburg Mus-
lim Society, it was renamed the Central Muslim Library No. 2 in the Soviet era.

In 1908, another Muslim Society was chartered in the town of Orsk. Founded by
Akhmet-Safa Musich Burnaev and Akhmetzian Khabibullin Rakhmatullin, among others,
its goal was “educating persons of the Mohammedan faith,” and to achieve it, the society
arranged public lectures, discussions, vocational courses, etc’. The following year, the Troitsk
Muslim Charity Society was registered in that town. The first paragraph of its charter
stated that this organisation’s purpose was to provide funds to improve the material, cul-
tural and moral well-being of the Muslims in Troitsk and its surroundings. The plan was
to open training schools, general education courses and reading rooms, where all Muslims
could be admitted “without distinction as to gender, rank and class.”'’ Meanwhile, in 1912,

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to educate Muslim women, Fatima Mirkmilevna, Zainab Mustafievna Adamovas and Kha-
dich Mustafievna Kutlubulatova established the Orenburg Muslim Women's Society, which
also planned to open public libraries, arrange public lectures, literary evenings, and meetings,
among other."!

Other educational organizations were also set up in 19061907 to teach the province’s
Islamic population: the Bashkir Society of the village of the Usergan volosts of the Orsk
uezd, the Muslim Society of the town of Iletskaia Zashchita, while the Orenburg uezd saw
the establishment of Muslim societies for the Bashkirs-Burzians of the Kipchak volost,
the Bashkirs of Bushman Suun, and the Bashkirs of the Burzianskii volost.'? In all, we identi-
fied 16 Muslim societies with educational goals.

Poles undertook a similar initiative when in 1915, two officials, Mintzler, A.A. Pet-
rellevich, as well as the mining technician B.I. Piotrovsky, created the “Polish Circle” in
Troitsk. The circle’s aim was “to unite the Polish society of Troitsk and to make it a place
of constant communication, to provide moral and material support to the Poles without dis-
tinction as to religion.” Its members intended to arrange “lectures, amateur performances,
literary and musical evenings in Polish not only for the members, but also for guests.”"
And in the following year, a second educational society for men and women of that natio-
nality, the “Polish House”, was founded in Orenburg. With a charter similar to Moscow’s
Polish House, which had been set up in 1907, the society intended to open schools for
the province’s children and adults, libraries, reading rooms, and to organize lectures.'*

A truly important development in educating Orenburg’s non-Russian population was
the cultural and educational activity of the province’s zemstvo, which planned the following
activities for those nationalities:

1) To develop a program for primary and two-year non-Russian schools...

2) To examine the existing textbooks and manuals for non-Russian schools and try producing new
textbooks...

3) To apply to the Ministry of Education to open two Tatar teacher seminaries in the city of Orenburg ...
4) To start training teaching staff...

5) To recommend to the uezd zemstvos books in the native language of minorities.'?

From 1915, .M. Bikchenteev and his assistant, S.K. Sharipov, managed the province’s
“foreign department.” To understand the state of the non-Russian population’s education,
the department’s staff distributed a 30-question questionnaire.

Meanwhile, folk libraries, evening courses, and readings were organized for the non-
Russian population, primarily its Muslims. Their clergy often encouraged the need for
literacy to members of their mosques.'®

In 1915, the Orenburg Zemstvo Government developed a program of classes for
the adult Muslim population. The training program was for 18-20 weeks for three hours,
five days a week, or a total of 270 hours. Conducted in Russian, there were classes in Scrip-
ture (for 20 hours); arithmetic (40 hours) and Russian language and writing (80 hours)."”

In 1916, nine courses for the province’s adults were opened in six locations.'® Given
the traditions and household conditions of the Muslim population, students were separated
by sex. According to field reports, the courses were popular. Cheliabinsk’s government
wrote about courses in the Metelevskii volost:

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A little test during the last school season showed that evening courses for non-Russian adults were extra-
ordinarily successful; thus from the very beginning of the four month school ‘year’ until the end 90 men
and 42 women attended the courses in the small village of Metelevo. To attract as many women as
possible, they were segregated according to sex. In both groups, residents of neighboring villages
made up almost a third of all students, and in the female group there were several women, even from
the Shadrinsk district, who came solely for the courses."”

Evening classes were conducted for both literate and illiterate people at libraries, pri-
mary schools, and they were accompanied by visual aids, experiments, and practical work.

According to the decrees of the provincial zemstvo’s first and second meetings in
1915, six non-Russian foreign libraries operated the following villages: Mrakovo (in Oren-
burg uezd), Metelevo (Cheliabinsk), Uchaly and First Askarov (Verkhneuralsk) as well as
Temiasovo and Idilbaevo (Orsk Uezd). And by 1916 and 1917, local government bodies
operated 24 and 32 such libraries, respectively.’’ Meanwhile, the province’s department
of public education opened a library with books in all languages spoken in Orenburg, in-
cluding Russian.?! Readers greatly appreciated the new libraries. Metelevo’s librarians
reported that the new courses led to an increase in patrons:

Before courses began, there had been no women among the readers; two months after the opening of
the courses there were 40 of them, and the number of male readers doubled.?

Since a large number of Muslims, especially the Bashkirs of Orskii, Verkhneuralskii
and Troitskii uezds, led a nomadic existence, the zemstvos also began to organize mobile
libraries. In addition to opening libraries, zemstvos distributed free brochures in the Tatar
language on such topics as “What is a zemstvo,” “Pension and benefits to the lower ranks
and their families,” and “On infectious and contagious diseases.””

Public readings and lectures for the non-Russian population were to be conducted
in their native language and to be consistent with their way of life and psychology. Topics
included: “on the harm of idleness,” “on the advantages of settled life over nomadic life,”
as well as history and culture, hygiene, drunkenness and its consequences, as well as cus-
toms and morals.”* For example, in 1915 in the Seitovskii Posad readings were organized
on: “What is a zemstvo,” “On the activity of zemstvo in the field of public education,”
“Credit partnership,” while there were lectures on religion and morals, cooperative societies,
and veterinary medicine.”” Zemstvo leaders recommended accompanying the readings
with music, singing, lanterns and shadow projections.

There were not enough teachers for these cultural and educational efforts among
the non-Russian population. This shortage became particularly acute when men were
drafted for military service as Russia entered the First World War in 1914. Members of
the Orenburg Zemstvo calculated the “foreign schools” required 987 teachers, and there
was even greater need for extra-curricular education workers.?

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In August 1915, a provincial meeting to discuss of two-year zemstvo courses is-
sued the following ruling:

1. To recognize the need to begin courses to train students for Russian and non-Russian schools,

as well as for students of two-year program;

2. To entrust the provincial council to develop and submit a report on the establishment of two-year

courses to the regular provincial zemstvo assembly;

3. In the event of a decision to begin courses at the provincial assembly, to convene a meeting of rep-

resentatives of district zemstvos and towns, together with specialists in public education, to develop

a program of courses and budgets.?’

At the time, funded mainly by the zemstvo, both regular and short-term pedagogical
courses for teachers were also occasionally organized. In 1917, such courses were opened
in: religious knowledge, the mother tongue, the Russian language, arithmetic, motherland
studies, methods and didactics, social studies, school hygiene, etc.® They were very popu-
lar: in addition to local teachers, more than 80 Muslim women from various Russian towns
took them, for a total of 250 participants.

The Islamic population reacted ambiguously to new cultural and educational ideas,
and the press repeatedly reported about resistance to education. Thus, in the village of
Imangulovo, the Bashkir Regional Council of the Bashkir Imangulov Society ordered
the school and zemstvo library to be closed and courses for adults ended, and teachers
were persecuted.”’ This was not the only such case.

Eliminating illiteracy among Orenburg’s non-Russian population
in the 1920-1930s

During the Soviet era, the most important task was eliminating mass illiteracy, to-
gether with political propaganda and other efforts to instill socialist ideals. The decree of
the Council of People's Commissars “On the elimination of illiteracy among the popula-
tion of the RSFSR” of December 26, 1919 emphasized that

the entire population of the republic, aged between 8 and 50, that are illiterate, must learn to read and
write in their native or Russian language, according to preference.’

Officials set up emergency commissions to abolish illiteracy.

During their first months in power, the Soviet government attacked illiteracy in two
ways: teaching adults to read and write, and the creation of a network of school institu-
tions to prepare for universal education. Teaching non-Russian nationalities was super-
vised by the Education Department for National Minorities, which was created under
the People's Commissariat of the RSFSR. The “Regulation on the organization of educa-
tion of the peoples of the non-Russian language” of February 1920 ordered the district
education departments to teach the entire population of their territory, regardless of na-
tionality. To coordinate its work among national minorities, the People's Commissariat of
the RSFSR operated a special body, the Council for the Education of Nationalities of
the Non-Russian Language (Sovnatsmen) of the People's Commissariat of Education of
the RSFSR, which was subsequently transformed into the Committee for the Education of
National Minorities in the RSFSR (Komnats) at the collegium of the People's Commissa-
riat of Education of the RSFSR. Komnats was directly connected to the Department of
Nationalities of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee of the RSFSR.

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A meeting of the All-Russian Extraordinary Commission on the Elimination of Il-
literacy with the representatives of the Council for the Education of Nationalities of
the Non-Russian Language of the People's Commissariat of Education of the RSFSR in
1924 drafted a resolution on the “Elimination of Illiteracy among National Minorities,”
which, inter alia, stated:

1. To consider it necessary that all provincial and district emergency commissions for the elimination
of illiteracy pay attention to work among national minorities...

2 ...Trade unions should register illiterate people according to nationality.

3. ..Military registration and enlistment offices should indicate the geographical location in the infor-
mation available to them on the national composition of pre-conscripts.

4. Depending on local conditions... an organizational plan should be drafted eliminate illiteracy among
each nationality.

5. For nationalities leading a nomadic and semi-nomadic lifestyle... it is recommended to organize
mobile schools and mobile teachers...

7. To consider it necessary to educate persons not speaking Russian in their native language...

8. To ask the All-Russian Extraordinary Commission on the Elimination of Illiteracy to develop a manual
to train people from nationalities that do not speak Russian but wish to study it.3!

On June 15, 1920, the Orenburg Provincial Executive Committee issued an order
on the elimination of illiteracy among the province’s population in connection with
the decree of the Council of People's Commissars of December 26, 1919, according to
which classes with illiterate people were to begin on July 1, 1919.> During the first years
of Soviet power, the Orenburg region lacked the basics for classes, including premises,
lighting, and equipment. Funding educational institutions was assigned to local budgets
and contributions of various organizations.

As the Civil War raged from 1918 to 1921, efforts to eliminate illiteracy at the local
level were minimal and inconsistent, given the lack of money for educational materials,
fuel, textbooks in national languages, and qualified teachers, as well as the cultural back-
wardness of the population. According to one report, in village of Burtinsky volost of
the Orenburg district: ...2) more than 90% of the population is illiterate; 3) there are no
cultural institutions in the village, except for a one-room school.** This situation was typical
of most villages with a predominantly non-Russian population. Because there were not
enough teachers, classes were often conducted by people who were barely literate. More-
over, one teacher instructed 15-25 students.** In 1920 Sh. Aminov, the head of the de-
partment of national minorities at the Party’s Iletsk district committee, reported to the Party’s
provincial committee that practically no work was being done to eliminate illiteracy.
At the time, only Sh. Aminov worked for the department, and the rest of its staff was mo-
bilized to thresh the grain.*> Meanwhile, in 1922, the sub-department of national minori-
ties of the Orenburg Department of Public Education stopped its work due to the com-
plete lack of staff, and two years later only three schools for national minorities operated
in the province.*®

In the mid-1920s, as the national economy recovered under the New Economic
Policy public education improved. By fall 1925, a shock campaign was planned to elimi-
nate illiteracy among non-Russian nationalities.’’” At the time, 40% of the Tatar-Bashkir

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population, mostly farm workers, of Orenburg Province were illiterate.*® Already that year,
in the Orsk district, out of 53 departments for eliminating illiteracy, 11 taught its Kirghiz
and there were four for the Tatar population. There were also a Tatar club, as well as
a library for 500 readers, which supplied literature to all the district libraries. The library’s
staff published the newspaper Krasnyi Chitatel’ (Red Reader), and organized the “Society
of Friends of the Library,” with 25 members.** However, the Muslim clergy discouraged
the education of its believers, especially women.

The 1926 All-Union census reported on literacy rates among Orenburg’s various na-
tionalities: 43% of the Russian population, 44% of the Tatars and 24% of other minorities.*’
Among the province’s 4,659 educated people, 1,146 (25%) were from its non-Russian na-
tionalities.*' During the first decade of Soviet power, literacy among non-Russian nationali-
ties did improve in the RSFSR as a whole, and during the 1926/1927 academic year there
were 4,710 elementary schools for national minorities in the country.*?

Nevertheless, the finding in the census about Orenburg’s low literacy disappointed
the government, and during the late 1920s and early 1930’s, it decided to deal with this
deficiency by mobilizing the masses through cultural “storms,” “month campaigns” (me-
siachniki), cultural relays (kul testafet), cultural “assaults” (kul ‘tpokhody), etc. In other words,
the authorities hoped rapidly to eliminate illiteracy with widespread political agitation and
propaganda, along with its efforts with to study the agro-minimum in the countryside and
to improve the population’s way of life.

During the month campaign to eliminate illiteracy in the Orenburg district in 1928,
the relevant commission planned a wide network of educational centers and schools for
semi-literate people, primarily among ethnic minorities. It paid particular attention to the such
“backward” regions as Dombarovskii and Burtinskii. At that time, these centers and schools
taught 12% of illiterate Tatars, 4% of Kazakhs, 5% of Bashkirs and Mordovians, 6% of
Ukrainians and 1% of Germans. A shortage of supplies and teachers hampered this work,
although little effort was needed for the district’s Mennonite Germans, since they were
already fully literate.*

The Tatar-Bashkir Bureau of the party’s central committee announced a cultural
campaign among members of that population through:

1. Publication of a special brochure, “The first results of the cultural campaign,” and the illustrated
newspaper Kul tpokhod (‘“Cultural campaign”).

2. Publication of the Kul'tpokhod wall newspaper and special newspapers for the semi-literate in
the NTA [the new Turkic alphabet], posters and slogans...

3. Approaching Vostoko-Kino (Eastern cinema) to produce a film about the cultural campaign among
Eastern minorities.*

The cultural campaign reported increases in the number of educational centers,
propaganda rooms, and libraries. It also endeavored to disseminate political, agro-zoo-
technical, veterinary and sanitary-educational information, and intensified the activities of
volunteer societies. However, the campaign would have been more effective if it had op-
erated with greater comptence. Overstated and often unrealistic plans, poor implementa-
tion, as well as the low educational level of the teachers — all meant that “cultural storm”

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(kul turshturm, i.e. work to eliminate Illiteracy) was carried out by autodidacts. Com-
bined with the wide dispersion of the non-Russian population, the low wages did not at-
tract even partially trained specialists. Therefore, random members of the population were
recruited, including Komsomol youth, who were not respected by adults, as well as insuf-
ficiently prepared to carry out their task.

In the mid-1920s, the Soviet government replaced the Arabic and Old Mongolian
alphabets traditionally used by its relevant minorities to the new Turkic alphabet, which
used Latin letters. Then, in 1936—-1940, the state moved from Latin to Cyrillic script.
Such changes made eliminating illiteracy and semi-literacy even more difficult, as students
had to learn to read and write repeatedly. The mass campaign to transition to the Latin,
and then to the Cyrillic alphabets among ethnic minorities was directed by the central
committees of the party at all levels and carried out by central, regional and district com-
mittees of the new Turkic alphabet.

On November 30, 1928, the Orenburg District Bureau was set up to with the ambi-
tious task of introducing the new Turkic alphabet to the Bashkir, Tatar and Kazakh popu-
lation. Given their large share of the province’s minorities, it was not an easy task. To elimi-
nate illiteracy among the non-Russian population more effectively, the cells charged with
introducing the new Turkic alphabet merged with those of the “Down with Illiteracy”
Society. Once again, this process was significantly hampered by the lack of the necessary
teaching supplies.*’

The vicissitudes of the alphabet complicated the elimination of illiteracy of the non-
Russian population in their native language. During the cultural campaign, the Central
Committee’s Tatar-Bashkir Bureau resolved to introduce short-term courses for Tatar-Bashkir
activists, issue enough textbooks, and mobilize the press to organize a competition of
Komsomol cells among teachers of the new Turkic alphabet.* However, after the cam-
paign, efforts to eliminate illiteracy, and the number of educational centers decreased.

Then, in early 1930, all of Orenburg’s educational centers and schools for semi-
literate people adopted the new Latin alphabet. Since industry and the Red Army presup-
posed Russian literacy among national minorities, instructors at many schools taught in
both Russian and native languages. Nevertheless, in the second half of the 1930s, training
the region’s non-Russian peoples remained difficult. Among other, education continued
to be hindered by the use of Arabic and Old Mongolian alphabets among the Muslim
population and the lack of Soviet reading matter.

The 17™ Party Congress in 1934 announced the goal to eliminate all illiteracy and
semi-literacy by the end of the Second Five-Year Plan (1933-37). As a result, in its decree
“On the Preparation of Schools for Adults for the New School Year” of August 15, 1935,
the Orenburg Region Executive Committee’s presidium noted that work to eliminate illite-
racy in the province’s national regions was unsatisfactory. The heads of public education
bodies were given personal responsibility for provide schools for all minorities.*’ During
the 1935-1936 academic year, 278 (15%) of 1,797 adult students in Orenburg’s 41 schools
were from non-Russian nationalities.*®

By the mid-1930s, reforming schools for adults became urgent. To this end,
the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party of Bolsheviks and the Council
of People's Commissars of the USSR adopted the resolution “On the work of training
the illiterate and semi-literate” in 1936. The document ordered the full elimination of il-

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literacy and semi-literacy among all people under 50 during the 1936-37 school year, and
approved curricula and programs for schools for adults. The decree galvanized work to
implement full literacy. A survey of the region was carried out. Taking into account all
Kazakhs working on collective farms, the heads of state farms (sovkhozy) and political
departments were instructed to identify the level of their literacy and eliminate illiteracy
in their native language by the end of 1936. Plans were also made to provide newspapers
and other reading matter, to teams of the most literate collective farmers.*’

The survey of seven districts of the region in 1936 revealed that teaching the non-
Russian population remained hard due to continuing shortages lack of the necessary faci-
lities, textbooks, as well as qualified teachers. In the Akbulakskii district, the school at
the Kazakh collective farm “Communist” was located in the residence of its horse grooms,
while there were no textbooks in the Kazakh language.®® To address this situation, the Party’s
Orenburg regional committee ordered educational centers to obtain notebooks and text-
books in the Kazakh and Tatar languages, as well as to teach Kazakh during vacation.’!

Conclusions

Teaching Orenburg’s non-Russian adults proved to be very difficult. This can be
partially explained by the fact that the work was carried out among the most poorly orga-
nized rural population. Given the predominance of Muslims among the province’s minori-
ties and the brief existence of its zemstvo, plans to educate non-Russians were barely im-
plemented before 1917. Nevertheless, the local government bodies made a significant contri-
bution to the educational work among non-Russian peoples by setting up courses and
public libraries, as well as organizing public readings tailored to the needs of minorities.

After the 1917 Revolution, the new authorities continued the work. However, elimi-
nating illiteracy among these nationalities continued to lag. In parallel with teaching them
to read and write, campaigns were launched to wean Turkic-Tatar ethnic groups away
from the Arabic alphabet and adopt the new, Latin script (ianalif), and then retrain them
to use Ciyrillic letters. Nevertheless, eliminating illiteracy in the Soviet period established
de facto equality among the country’s many peoples. Improving the population’s cultural
and educational levels of the population helped to shape a new generation of Soviet citi-
zens in the socialist spirit, as well as promoting the rise of an intelligentsia among each
nationality in the republics.

Abstract: The present article studies the massive virgin land campaigns as a special frontier
process of the Soviet period. The author characterizes virgin regions as a space of a unique inner fron-
tier. The main prerequisite for the beginning of a large-scale development campaign was the presence,
in the East of the country, of vast areas that were sparsely populated and almost unused. This study
identifies Orenburg region as one of the largest regions that saw an «attack on virgin land». As the virgin
campaign unfolded, it began to face various kinds of problems and difficulties. In the process of plo-
wing new land masses, the specifics of the regions in the immediate development zone were practically
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not taken into account. The use of standardized techniques had a negative impact on the development of
the farms established on virgin land. Obvious mistakes were made in the course of organizing the pro-
duction and social infrastructure. The article focuses on the difficult living and working conditions on
virgin land in the first years. The development of new lands led to the formation of a unique virgin area.
Its creation was preceded by a complex process. A «virgin brotherhood» emerged through the joint over-
coming of many difficulties, in parallel with the development of virgin villages. At the initial stage,
the territorial and informational isolation of the region contributed to the consolidation of the resettle-
ment community. It is demonstrated that the virgin land gradually lost the features typical for frontier
regions. Already by the mid-1960s, the zone of development of new lands in Orenburg region almost
completely lost the inherent frontier specificity that it had at the beginning of the campaign.

Abstract: This article reconstructs the cultural doctrine of the famous publicist of populism
(narodnichestvo), LI. Kablits (Yuzov). To just equate Kablits’ views with the slogan of “yuzovshchina”
would be a narrow interpretation of his kul'turnichestvo; the slogan is characteristic for extreme right-wing
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populism during the upsurge of the revolutionary populist movement (narodovol'cheskoe dvizhenie). In 1880,
Kablits was the first of the legal populists to pose the question, “What is populism?” According to the pub-
licist, “true” narodnichestvo should be based on the principle that the forms of public life of the people
must be in conformity with the development level of their consciousness. The author explains Kablits’
evolution from Bakunism to a peasant-centered narodnichestvo by his interpretation of the reasons for
the split between the intelligentsia and the people. Kablits considered them antagonists, and defined
the ultimate goal of the narodniki as the liberation of the people from the power of the “intellectual-
bureaucratic minority,” the latter supposedly trying to subjugate the life of the masses to its will. The arti-
cle analyzes the main provisions of Kablits’ sociocultural concept of social transformations: apolitism,
populism, and the initiative of the masses. The article identifies the differences between his program of
developing the “cultural identity” of the people, on the one hand, and other populists' understanding of
the tasks of “cultural work,” on the other. Particular attention is paid to Kablits-Yuzov's attitude towards
the problem of educating the masses. Kablits was one of the few Russian populists who opposed the idea
that the foundations of the worldview of the people must be changed, arguing that this would eliminate
the traditional moral values of the village, including the sense of collectivism. The author assesses how
Kablits, the leading publicist of the newspaper Nedelya, contributed to the establishment of a cultural di-
rection in narodnichestvo at the turn of the 1870s and 1880s. According to the author, Kablits played
a leading role in shaping the ideology of the right flank of the cultural direction in narodnichestvo. How-
ever, the “pure” populism of Kablits turned out to be too pseudo-scientific, dogmatic and irrational to at-
tract the democratic intelligentsia for a long time; the latter had already become disillusioned with the idea
of the people as the creator of new forms of social life.

Abstract: Using the methods of regional history, the present paper studies some little-known pages
of the history of the political exile life in Western Siberia. The present case gives us a new perspective
on the institution of political exile, and insights into the relationship between the provincial government
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and political exiles. The article is based on hitherto unstudied documents from the archives of Tobolsk
and Surgut. The focus is on collisions of political exiles with the local administration, which resulted in
a series of protests by political exiles. Reconstructing the daily life of exiled revolutionaries, the author
analyzes the decision-making by central and provincial authorities towards exiled revolutionaries. Spe-
cial attention is paid to the life circumstances of political prisoners in the Tobolsk North, in particular in
the town of Surgut, where the confrontation between exiles and the local administration reached an ex-
treme degree of tension, leading in 1888 to the "Surgut protest". These events later triggered the Yakut
protest of 1889, the largest in the history of political exile, which ended in direct bloodshed. The author
emphasizes the short-sightedness of the tsarist government as well as the petty and vindictive desire of
officials at all levels to brutally and often excessively punish opponents of the existing political system.
These factors had harmful consequences for the Russian Empire. On the one hand, the relationship be-
tween the government and the opposition became more tense; on the other, the harsh treatment of poli-
tical exiles seriously undermined the prestige of the autocracy on the international scene, moving world
public opinion into the direction of supporting the Russian revolutionary movement.

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Abstract: Based on materials from the Russian State Historical Archive of the Far East and a number
of other sources, the present article examines the activities of the Manchurian Agricultural Society (MAS).
Founded in Harbin in 1912, MAS was actively involved in the developing of fertile land along the Sino-
Eastern Railway (Kitaisko-vostochnaia zheleznaya doroga) strip. As the article points out, the leader-
ship of the Company also came up with plans for the colonization of Northern Manchuria, the territory
of which belonged to China. So far historians never considered the activities of MAS from this angle;
MAS has so far been credited with the role of a conductor of Russian agricultural knowledge, through
training specialists for agriculture in Manchuria and offering agro-technical education to the population
living along the Sino-East Railway. Until Russia entered the First World War, MAS had some chances
of obtaining support for its project in commercial and industrial circles, which were interested in streng-
thening Russian influence in northeast China. The author notes that serious adjustments in the activities
of MAS were due to changes in the international political situation in 1914—1915. Circles in the Russian
government were interested in maintaining friendly relations with their eastern neighbors, China and Ja-
pan. It is shown that in the changing political environment, without receiving support from the Russian
government and the Governor-General of the Amur Province, the Company was able to redirect its ac-
tivities. Its leadership concentrated on trying to create a special Colonization Society and a subsidizing
Colonization Bank, whose funds were to be composed of shares, bonds, and treasury subsidies. The goal
of this new Society and the Bank was to support Russia's economic undertakings in the Far East —
the organization of agricultural and industrial enterprises, and the provision of financial and technical
assistance to them. However, the First World War, which went very badly for Russia, did not allow for
a realization of these plans. The problems of the colonization of the region were not resolved.

Abstract: On the basis of archival materials and scientific literature, the article examines
the history of agro-engineering education in the USSR during the global socio-economic and political trans-
formations of the 1920s — 1930s. The article shows the importance of radical restructuring of the entire
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system of vocational education in accordance with the first Five-Year Plans. Presented are the major
normative documents regulating the organization and further development of agricultural engineering
universities. It is noted that the establishment of educational institutions took into account the specifics
of soil and climatic zones, so that agricultural engineering universities would produce specialists fami-
liar with the characteristics of the soil, climate, landscape of the respective zone, and able to work with
equipment designed for the particular region. Between 1930 and 1941, nine agro-engineering universi-
ties were created, each designed with an eye for the regional specifics. The article highlights the key
features of the formation of agro-engineering education, which consists in the use of local resources
(primarily human and material) and of the technical base of industrial enterprises and advanced Sovkhoz
state farms. The authors come to the conclusion that the creation of specialized higher educational insti-
tutions to train engineers for agricultural production became an urgent need as the collectivization of
agriculture and the industrialization of production was unfolding; it established a powerful foundation
for the further development of agricultural engineering education, of science, and of agricultural ma-
chine production in our country.

This article examines the role
that the humanitarian aspect plays in contemporary Sino-Russian relations. To this end, the author has
analyzed the humanitarian component of the countries’ foreign policy at the political and conceptual
level. Wu also studied the organizational mechanism as well as the content of bilateral relations in
the humanitarian sphere since 2001. At the same time, the author considered the attention paid to this
aspect of diplomacy both at the political level as well as by non-government analysts, while stressing
their branch structure. The article concludes that the humanitarian aspect is important because it is
an integral part of bilateral relations that promises to help advance national interests.

Introduction

This article’s research is relevant because of the growing interest in the evolution of
higher education, its internationalization, increasing academic mobility, as well as in the dy-
namics and history of government policy in recognizing foreign educational credentials.

Until the Second World War, the Soviet Union considered education to be a plat-
form for ideological struggle, and a completely autarchic system that did not need to im-
port qualifications, knowledge or information from abroad.' Impressive achievements in
rocketry, space and medical research in the postwar period seemed to confirm the validity
of this approach, and guided the export of education to countries similarly hostile to
the West.” However, in concluding agreements to cooperate in higher and vocational edu-
cation with its European allies, as well as with many Asian and African countries,
the need arose to recognize the validity of foreign degrees and diplomas.

At the same time, the Russian Federation’s current international collaboration in
higher education, which likewise requires accepting qualifications issued by its partners
abroad, also justifies a look at similar approaches in the Soviet past. This is particularly
relevant in the context of the “Concept of the State Policy of the Russian Federation in
Training Personnel for Foreign Countries in Russian Educational Institutions,” which was
adopted on October 18, 2002 by the President of the Russian Federation, Vladimir Putin.

The authors have consulted a variety of sources for their research, including legal
acts and other official documents involving educational activities and international aca-
demic mobility. In addition, they have also relied on a wide range of administrative sources,
statistics and reference works,® as well as memoirs.* This extensive source base enabled
them more accurately to track the development of Soviet mechanisms for recognizing
foreign qualifications.

Among foreign authors, the work of the prominent Dutch specialist K. Kouwernaar
during the 1970°s and 1980’s” in the best practices of European academic mobility and recog-

nition of qualifications, was particularly valuable,® as were the publications of Sjur Bergan,
the head of the Council of Europe’s Department of Research and Higher education.”

Russian scholars of education have also studied the question, but with a focus on
their own country’s system. For example, beginning in 1972, there have been groups of
specialists at Patrice Lumumba University in Moscow (now the People’s Friendship Uni-
versity of Russia). Among the leading experts, special mention should be made of Profes-
sor V.M. Filippov,* who directly participated in the development of the Lisbon Conven-
tion, while throughout his career Associate Professor G. Tkach,’ has helped develop at
least half of the current agreements on the mutual recognition of diplomas and qualifica-
tions between Russia and other countries. At the same time, Professor V.N. Chistokh-
valov made an important contribution to Russian cooperation with members of the Euro-
pean Union, including the Bologna process,'® and Associate Professor G.A. Lukichev''
has written numerous publications about the international aspects of recognition. As for
Russian participation in the Bologna process and the WTO, and their potential impact on
the country’s higher education system, mention should be made of the work Professor
V.S. Senashenko.'? Meanwhile, Professor V.V. Nasonkin has paid much attention to in-
ternational educational law and the impact of globalization on the educational policy of
EU countries."

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Elsewhere in the Russian capital, a group of experts led by N.I. Zverev at the Insti-
tute of International Education of Moscow State University, has examined recognition
issues as well,'"* and M.N. Zhitnikova paid particular attention to the organization and
implementation of foreign qualifications in the Russian Federation, thereby making a signifi-
cant contribution to the creation of the domestic recognition system.'> While at the Insti-
tute of International Educational Programs of St. Petersburg State Technical University,
E.G. Shevchenko, its head for many years, also carried out much work on the topic.'®

Stage One

Bilateral agreements on the mutual recognition of educational qualifications only
became relevant in the mid-1960s, when large numbers of foreign graduates of Soviet
higher educational institutions returned home or went to other countries. Already in 1966,
the USSR signed such an accord with Egypt and Syria. Over the following decade there
were 19 more pacts with other countries in the developing world, and another 15 during
the 1980s. In all, by the 1990s there were a total of 52 treaties, affecting foreign students
from 160 countries.'’

To simplify the procedure, in 1972 representatives of nine states — Bulgaria, Hun-
gary, Vietnam, German Democratic Republic, Cuba, Mongolia, Poland, the USSR and
Czechoslovakia — signed the “Convention on the Mutual Recognition of Equivalent Gra-
duation Certification of Secondary, Secondary Special and Higher Educational Institu-
tions, as Well as Documents on Conferring Academic Degrees and Titles.”'®

Also known as the Prague Convention, this agreement established rules for the mu-
tual recognition of relevant qualifications that took into account both the specifics of na-
tional education systems and academic training in general.'” A unique development in
such multilateral agreements, the convention was a good example of international con-
tractual legal practice, and became possible due to the similarity of education systems
among its signatories, as well as higher education in these countries. Although subsequent
developments among its members limited its practical application, none of them officially
renounced the Prague Convention.

With regard to the West, cooperation in education and vocational training between
the USSR and Finland was particularly extensive. Thus, from the 1960s, more Finnish
students studied in the Soviet Union than from all other Western countries combined, and
the two countries concluded an agreement on the mutual recognition of educational de-
grees and diplomas in 1979.%

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In 1972, a research laboratory to study foreign education and evaluate its equiva-
lency in certification with Soviet standards was established at Patrice Lumumba Universi-
ty. The laboratory drafted all draft bilateral agreements on equivalence, with organiza-
tional and technological support from the Ministries of Higher Education, Justice, and
Foreign Affairs of the USSR. A year later, under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Higher
Education, the Scientific Research Institute of Higher School Problems was founded.
The new institution had ten departments devoted to higher education, along with those
that specialized in determining the equivalency of degrees and diplomas internationally.

To ease foreign recognition of Soviet degrees in higher education, the Ministry of
Higher Education enlisted the institute’s specialists, such as A.P. Akat’ev, A.l. Galagan,
V.N. Timofeeva, G. F. Tkach, A.G. Smirnov, and K.N. Tseikovich. As the only experts in
the matter, their work was indispensable for expanding academic mobility.

The development of relevant cooperation agreements intensified with the Final Act at
the Conference on Security and Cooperation (CSCE) in Europe on August 1, 1975, in Hel-
sinki,! which also provided for increasing educational exchanges between the USSR and
other European countries. The new treaties implemented the mutual study of education sys-
tems, including the technologies for assessing qualifications and knowledge, in order to
draft documents on mutual recognition and equivalency of academic qualifications.

Already in September 1975, the Minister of Higher and Secondary Special Educa-
tion issued the corresponding order,”> which regulated the admission of foreign students
holding a Bachelor’s degree in their home country’s institution into Soviet universities.
Moreover, with the examination committee’s consent, a Master of Science degree could
also be recognized.

The Soviet Union also began talks with a number of West European countries as well
as the USA and Canada on mutual recognition of degrees in higher education, but these
were disrupted in the early 1980s due to the war in Afghanistan.?*At the same time, efforts
to recognize foreign diplomas in the framework of UNESCO were also stepped up.

In 1979, the Soviet Union signed the Convention on the Recognition of Educational
Courses, Higher Education Diplomas and Degrees in Europe, which it ratified three years
later. However, there were important differences in the agreement’s implementation. Thus,
most European countries set up offices to provide information about the equivalency of
foreign degrees, which joined to form the European Network of Information Centers
(ENIC).** At the same time, they organized the Regional Committee to monitor the Euro-
pean Convention’s implementation. However, there were no corresponding changes in
the USSR. Moreover, its representatives were not invited to participate neither in ENIC’s
deliberations, nor those of the Regional Committee, which hampered academic mobility.

Stage Two

When the Regional Convention on the recognition of Educational Courses, Higher
Education Diplomas and Degrees in the States of Asia and the Pacific was signed in 1983,
the Soviet delegation did not entirely concur with the document. In particular, it disagreed

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with section 2b of paragraph 1, which defined "higher education" as any education, training
or research preceded by secondary schooling,? since it understood the term very differ-
rently. While most countries had two- or three level systems, higher education in the USSR
consisted of one level — a contradiction that could not be resolved, even within the frame-
work of UNESCO.

UNESCO did promote discussion among experts from different countries on such
topics as the main directions, forms and mechanisms for developing academic mobility,
as well recognition of educational certification. This resulted in six regional UNESCO
conventions to promote international academic cooperation.

In 1986, a group of employees of the Scientific Research Institute of Higher School
went to Patrice Lumumba University to set up the Scientific and Information Center for
Foreign Education, supervised by A. G. Smirnov. Three years later, in 1989, the Commit-
tee on Equivalency was established within the framework of State Education of the USSR
(Gosobrazovaniia SSSR), which included experts, the heads of the leading higher educa-
tional institutions of the country, as well as relevant government officials, to develop
principles for comparing educational programs in foreign and Soviet universities, acade-
mic degrees and ranks, organizing mechanisms for interstate treates, as well as coopera-
tion agreements with foreign organizations.

The Scientific and Information Center for Foreign Education at the Patrice Lumumba
University acted as the working secretariat of the Committee on Equivalency, and was
tasked with providing relevant information and consulting on academic mobility, as well
as recognition of educational qualifications. By that time, similar units had already been
opened in the leading European countries. The center produced reports and scholarly pub-
lications on comparative educational policy.?® At the same time, it also helped to organize
UNESCO seminars on policy and reforms in higher education, which were hosted by Pa-
trice Lumumba University in 1989.

The Center’s staff was usually invited to participate in the work of the Soviet
commission for admitting foreign citizens to study in the USSR. Among the many, multi-
faceted accomplishments of the Center’s activities was the supplement to Soviet diplomas
of higher education, which it developed in 1990 in accordance with the standards of
the UNESCO European Center for Higher Education.

Stage Three

The imbalance in international academic mobility became acute during the second
half of the 1980s and the early 1990s. Thus, whereas in 1990 120,000 foreigners came to
the USSR for post-secondary study, only about 400 Soviet citizens studied abroad. Never-
theless, the situation did improve during Perestroika, when groups of students and interns
from the USSR were sent to German, French and American educational institutions.?’
Meanwhile, the pace of international exchange programs for teachers, scholars and stu-
dents increased significantly. At the same time, the Soviet Union’s higher education sys-
tem faced new challenges. Thus, in 1988, UNESCQ’s International Bureau of Education®

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advised against recognizing Patrice Lumuba University’s master’s degrees on the ground
that there were no bachelor’s programs in the Soviet Union.”” The university responded
with an experimental two-level system of education. Already in 1992, Professor V.M. Filip-
pov, the Dean of its Faculty of Physical, Mathematical and Natural Sciences, began to
award bachelor’s degrees to students who had successfully completed the new program.
This experiment began 22 years before the Russian Federation’s law introducing a two-
level system of education went into effect.

In 1987, it became clear that an international organization of foreign graduates of
Soviet higher educational institutions to cooperate of other national associations was
needed to protect their rights, improve their qualifications, help continue their education,
and recognize their diplomas. Two years later, a founding conference set up the Interna-
tional Corporation of Graduates of Soviet Educational Institutions (Inkorvuz), adopted its
Charter, and prepared a request for its registration in the USSR.*

Delegates from 33 countries certified the founding documents, while the corpora-
tion’s council included members of the national associations of the USSR, Kuwait, India,
Peru, Czechoslovakia, Finland and Tanzania. Among the Soviet institutions of higher edu-
cation that sent representatives to its constituent assembly were Patrice Lumumba Uni-
versity, Kiev State University, Kiev Polytechnic Institute and Volgograd Pedagogical In-
stitute. Inkorvuz’s council elected Professor Devendra Kaushik of Jawaharlal Nehru Uni-
versity in Delhi as its first chairman, as well as Mikhail N. Kuznetsov, a lecturer at
the Peoples' Friendship University, to be its director general.

In May 1990, the Council of Ministers certified the status the International Corpo-
ration of Graduates of Soviet Educational Institutions as an international non-govern-
mental organization, defining its activities as

...assisting foreign graduates of Soviet higher educational institutions to improve their professional

qualifications and retraining in educational, research institutions, to promote international scientific,

technical and humanitarian cooperation ... in science, technology, medicine, education, culture, tourism
and in other areas.’!

According to Soviet law, both Inkorvuz and its institutions were exempted from all
taxes, duties or fees, which greatly assisted its activities.

The USSR’s collapse in 1991 greatly complicated the recognition of the diplomas
of foreign graduates of Soviet higher educational institutions just as academic exchanges
between its former republics and other countries were intensifying. This made the Com-
mittee on Equivalency’s work even more important in such tasks as preparing draft trea-
ties and other international agreements, publishing relevant information, comparing foreign
education systems, as well as participating in international conferences.*

Among other, its powers were to issue certificates of educational equivalency to
graduates of the Soviet higher educational institutions moving abroad were expanded.
In addition, the committee was authorized to compile a list of higher educational institu-
tions abroad whose degrees had been recognized among their Soviet equivalents.** Mean-
while, to respond to the please of citizens of Eastern European countries who had graduated
from Soviet universities and institutes, as well as citizens from the former Soviet Union

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who were going abroad, the committee developed certificates to confirm their level of
education.

The committee’s subsequent abolition in the aftermath of the USSR’s collapse fur-
ther aggravated the need for its work, and institutions, primarily non-governmental organi-
zations, jumped in to fill the gap. One important example was the “International Corpora-
tion of Soviet Educational Institution Graduates,” which created a “Commission of
Equivalence” of prominent specialists to recognize the equivalency of Soviet and foreign
degrees. Attended by representatives of the educational authorities of Georgia, Kyrgyz-
stan, Lithuania, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, and Uzbekistan,
the commission first met in Spring 1992.**

Although it issued official certificates confirming the equivalency of a diplomat,
which were printed by Goznak, the Russian press for currency and other government cer-
tificates, they were advisory and did not guarantee official recognition abroad.

The 1990s saw the broad acceptance of education as a human right. At the same
time, the decade rising academic mobility between members of the Commonwealth of
Independent States and other countries. Thus, recognizing educational qualifications across
international borders enabled men and women to make better use of their skills abroad.
This also led to scholarly interest in studying the criteria for comparing the academic degrees
and diplomas of countries that developed educational, scientific and cultural contacts.>

Headed by Professor D.P. Bilibin of the Peoples' Friendship University, the commis-
sion enabled specialists to rely the experience in recognizing the equivalency of higher
education certificates of the USSR, UN, UNESCO, CEPES, IAU, WHO, ICAO, and
MAPRYAL, as well as of state and non-state education systems throughout the world.
The Commission on Equivalency was abolished when Inkorvuz was shut down on Ja-
nuary 1, 2002.

Despite UNESCO’s intensive efforts, European regional organizations, and indi-
vidual countries, the challenge of recognizing degrees and diplomas internationally has
persisted for decades. This is the result both of the ambiguous understanding of certain
levels of education in different countries, and the labor market’s demand for new types of
training and their corresponding diplomas, which often do not fit into traditional catego-
ries. Moreover, sidestepping the requirements for equivalency and simply recognizing
foreign certificates do not necessarily solve the problem.

Indeed, countries continue to struggle with agreeing about the validity of foreign
degrees. This problem was especially acute in the 1990s, when numerous attempts were
made to establish accurate definitions of diplomas issued by educational institutions of dif-
ferent states according to similar international standards. To meet the challenge, the Council
of Europe organized the NEED-GROUP, a temporary unit of the Higher Education Sec-
tion of the Council of Europe, which began to publish relevant information.

Already in early 1993, the Council of Europe issued a request to the State Commit-
tee for Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation to provide descriptions of
diplomas and degrees issued by Russian institutions of higher education. This work was
entrusted to the Research and Information Center for Foreign Education of the Peoples’
Friendship University, which acts as the Russian Information Center for Recognition and
Academic Mobility, with the assistance of the State Education Committee.*

This work resulted in descriptions of the main diplomas and academic degrees con-
ferred by Russia’s higher educational institutions. Together with the corresponding ad-

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mission requirements, these descriptions were provided in accordance with the Council of
Europe’s standards, in both Russian and English, to the council’s information bank. Ac-
cessible to all, these details are meant to promote academic mobility in Russia.”’

By the same token, the Council of Europe’s experts familiarized themselves with
the structure of Russian higher education, its degrees and diplomas, the requirements for
admission, as well as with details about relevant reforms. They supported all of the im-
portant provisions and formulations for the Researcher’s diploma, as well as the Master’s,
Candidate’s, and Doctor of Science degrees.

As for the Russian Bachelor's degree, it was classified as an “intermediate” degree
(diploma), which, as a rule, are issued after two or three years of study in the West.
The experts argued that a full secondary education in Russia took 11 years, while it re-
quired at least 12 years in other European countries. As a result, Russia’s four-year
bachelor's program was inferior to those of Western universities. Furthermore, although
holders of a bachelor’s degree in the West can proceed directly to doctoral programs,
Russian graduates must first obtain a master's degree. As a result, the Council of Europe
did not consider that a bachelor’s degree in the Russian Federation met its standards.

Conclusion

As the number of foreign students attending Soviet institutions of higher education
rose during the postwar years, the need to agree on the equivalency of their academic de-
grees became urgent. Experts from research centers and higher educational institutions
were invited to draft documents, along with official representatives of the Ministries of
Foreign Affairs and of Higher Education of the USSR. In this regard, bilateral agreements
on equivalency and recognition of educational certificates were updated again.
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Abstract: This article reviews and summarizes the results of an international survey of experts
about “Imperial Acculturation Policy and the Problem of Colonialism (based on the materials from
the Ural-Volga and Central Asian territories)” organized in Orenburg in 2019. The questionnaire asked
participants to reply with their thoughts about the characteristic features of the Russian Empire’s policy
of "developing" the nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples of the Kazakh steppe, Bashkiria, Kalmykia on
its southeastern frontier from the 18th to the early 20th centuries. Key questions included: The basic
terminology (“acculturation,” “imperial acculturation policy”); The heuristic value of the acculturation
model with respect to the “colonial approach.” Nomadic and semi-nomadic perceptions of Russian citi-
zenship; The government’s efforts to “civilize” its nomadic and semi-nomadic subjects; The impact of
military service, public education and medical care; The role of the Russian Orthodox Church in impe-
rial acculturation policy; The persistence of ethnic identity; General trends in acculturation. The conclu-
sion reflects on using the acculturation model to understand the integration the southeastern nomadic
periphery into the Russian Empire.

Introduction

In 2019, S.V. Liubichankovskii at Orenburg State Pedagogical University distribu-
ted a survey to an international group of historians about “Imperial Acculturation Policy
and the Problem of Colonialism (based on the materials of the Ural-Volga and Central
Asian territories),” whose summary was published'. The questionnaire’s author S.V. Liu-
bichankovskii, wrote to a number of prominent experts: S.N. Abashin and S.N. Brezhneva
(both in St. Petersburg), Zh.B. Abylkhozhin (Alma-Ata), B.A. Aznabaev (Ufa), S.A. Bo-
gomolov (Ulyanovsk), D.V. Vasil’ev (Moscow), I.Yu. Vasil’ev (Krasnodar), A.A. Gafa-
rov (Kazan), E.V. Godovova (Orenburg), S.V. Dzhundzhuzov (Orenburg), V.V. Dmitriev
(Simferopol), [.LK. Zagidullin (Kazan), Y. lIkeda (Tokyo), S.I. Kovalskaia (Nur-Sultan),
L.V. Lidzhieva (Elista), Yu.A. Lysenko (Barnaul), K. Matsuzato (Tokyo), A. Morrison (Ox-
ford), N. Naganava (Sapporo), A.A. Nasonov (Kemerovo), E. Smolarz (Bonn), and R. Tsi-
rulev (Heidelberg). This article reviews and summarizes their views about the Russian
Empire’s “appropriation” and “development” of its southeastern frontier, the macro-
region traditionally inhabited by the nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples of Central Asia
and the Ural-Volga region, i.e., the Kazakh steppe, Bashkiria, and Kalmykia, from the 18"
to the early 20" centuries.

Although much serious work has been written about the history Russia’s imperial
frontiers, the question of tsarist “colonialism” remains unresolved. The colonial approach,
a theoretical stereotype now often employed when describing the history of many of
the newly independent post-Soviet states, needs to be moored in concrete historical analysis
if we are to understand which elements of imperial governance in these territories were
truly “colonial” in the narrow sense of the word, i.e., the process of extracting resources
from annexed territories without equivalent compensation or investment in their develop-
ment. By contrast, to what extent were other factors at play, such as an acculturation policy
to create loyal imperial subjects from newly-conquered populations while preserving their
own ethnic identity, situational management, or the consequences of foreign policy.

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Terminology

The basic terminology (acculturation, imperial acculturation policy) and the heuris-
tic prospects of the acculturation model attracted considerable attention. The discussion
was based on the notion that, in methodological terms, the traditional “colonial approach”
differs from the acculturation model. Briefly put, the latter is an example of a “hybrid
paradigm” of understanding the empire,” which sees not just the metropolis — colony di-
chotomy, but also many intermediate forms, distinguished by other principles.’

Aside from Abashin, all of the respondents agreed about the term’s validity and
generally understood it, as formulated in 1936 by R. Linton, R. Redfield and M. Her-
skovitz, as the cultural impact of one society on another without blending them.* By con-
trast, R. Tsirulev suggested considering acculturation as a special case of transcultura-
tion.” However, his objection was largely semantic. This basic consensus clashed with
the opinion of Abashin, who disagreed with the idea of acculturation, in part because it
does not have an “unambiguous, exact meaning.”® However, from this point of view,
the term is no less precise than, for example, that of “colony.” Indeed, while there is a great
deal of literature about the latter, there is no clear consensus about its attributes of the colony
have been developed.’

At the same time, some argued about the correlation of terms. Thus, S.N. Brezhne-
va and V.V. Dmitriev proposed considering assimilation, separation, marginalization and
integration as four main options for acculturation, while B.A. Aznabaev saw only two
options: assimilation and integration. I.Yu. Vasil’ev also thought that acculturation leads
to two scenarios, but he defined them in a slightly different way, as assimilation and adapta-
tion. These points of view do not fundamentally contradict each other, since they are based
on the same idea: acculturation can lead to ways cultures can coexist, from the complete
disappearance of one of them to full symbiosis. Because S.N. Brezhneva and V.V. Dmitriev

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considered more possibilities, their approach is the most relevant one. However, in this
context assimilation, or loss of ethnic identity, should be seen as a special phenomenon,
far beyond the scope of acculturation.

Terminology varies over time. Thus, the concept of “foreigners,” which nationalist
extremists today consider to be pejorative, was a neutral term in 19" century legislation®.
In government documents of the period, “Russification” was often synonymous with ac-
culturation (or what Lysenko refers to as the “Russification project”), rather than physi-
cally eliminating an ethnic group.” Meanwhile, the term “colonization,” which was very
common in the Imperial Russian government, scientific and public circles, tended to
the equivalent of “development by migration.” According V.I. Dahl’s dictionary, a colo-
nist is, among other things, just a settler, an immigrant. At the time, the term was widely
used with regard to all of the empire, rather than only its border regions.'® However,
just as not every frontier was a colony, any measure to raise the living standards of
the latter’s population to that of the Russian core is not assimilative.''

There was less agreement about the notion of imperial acculturation policy. Some
did not address issue; others, including S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, D.V. Vasil’ev, E.V. Godo-
vova, [.Yu. Vasil’ev, S.N. Brezhneva, 1.K. Zagidullin, V.V. Dmitriev, and S.A. Bogo-
molov, recognized the existence of such a policy. At the same time, A.A. Gafarov, L.V. Li-
dzhieva, Zh.B. Abylkhozhin, and S.N. Abashin rejected it arguing that it occurred sponta-
neously, was unplanned, or that acculturation resulted not thanks to, but contrary to offi-
cial policy. In other words, the scholars disagreed about what could be considered to be
a policy and what cannot.

Much depends on how broadly “policy” is defined. In the most narrow sense, a po-
licy exists only if a document confirms a corresponding goal. Naturally, this is unlikely
with regard to earlier periods in Russian history. Few surviving documents from the 16"
and 17" centuries discuss acculturation, colonies, or, for that matter, health care, educa-
tion, etc. There were more of them later, but they did not concern all aspects of govern-
ment policy. However, does this mean that, because no such document exists, there was
no corresponding policy? This seems unrealistic, largely because “strategies” and “con-
cepts” are modern notions.

Perhaps, S.V. Liubichankovskiy reconciled the supporters and opponents of the exis-
tence of imperial acculturation. He argued that, as a culturally heterogeneous space, the em-
pire had to have such a policy, even if at times its elite considered it to be self-evident that
such a state could not be viable without turning newly conquered nations into loyal subjects.
Moreover, even if fragmented and contradictory, the existence of such a policy does not
necessarily exclude any spontaneous acculturation while a conquered population adapts
to its new circumstances.

Thoughts about the correlation between the acculturation model and the colonial
approach were paradoxical. Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and S.N. Abashin vehemently disagreed
about replacing the colonial approach with a new model. (The discussion’s initiators had
not raised the question; they only wondered whether there was any correlation between
the two and if the idea of acculturation was relevant to historians today.) The others
stressed that, together, the two approaches allowed for a more sophisticated understan-

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ding than colonialism on its own. S.N. Abashin also agreed that integrating the concept
of acculturation into that of colonialism was valid. Thus, while the question provoked
a heated debate, the participants generally agreed about the complementarity of the heu-
ristic models as two sides of one complex phenomenon (colonialism).

S.V. Liubichanovskiy and R. Tsirulev dissented. As they saw it, the acculturation
(or, according to R, Tsirulev, transculturation) model is more universal than the colonial
approach, since it is applicable to studying the transformation of various types of territo-
ries other than colonies, while the reverse was not true. Meanwhile, B.A. Aznabaev bril-
liantly argued against the idea that “Bashkiria is a colonial outskirt,”'? thereby providing
a concrete example of the shortcomings of the colonial approach to study tsarist policy
regarding nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples.

The Evolution of Imperial Acculturation on the Southeast Frontier

When assessing the evolution of imperial acculturation on the southeastern frontier,
there was rare unanimity about its chronology. The scholars emphasized three main stages:

1. The period until the end of the 18" century, which consisted of an attempt to
adapt traditional relations).

2. The first half of the 19" century, when reforming the administrative system im-
proved integration.

3. From the 19" century’s second half until the empire’s collapse in 1917, a period
marked by growing pressure to integrate, or Russification.

This periodization correlates well with that of A. Kappeler.'

A. Morrison, Y. Ikeda, Yu.A. Lysenko, A.A. Nasonov, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, and
LK. Zagidullin went on to propose additional aspects of the evolution of imperial policy.
A. Morrison noted the growing antagonism between the settled and nomadic worlds,
while Y. Ikeda stressed disagreements among the ruling elite between encouraging
a common imperial identity, promoting Russian interests as the dominant ones, or pre-
serving the existing eclectic status quo. Yu.A. Lysenko suggested that the authorities'
desire to integrate the empire by class, rather than ethnicity or religion, which among other
led to a paradoxical consequence: Constructing “social exclusivity of foreigners/natives”
coupled with restrictive measures regarding Islam accelerated the process of ethnic con-
solidation in their environment and the integration of Kazakh society in the all-Russian
Muslim movement (an underestimated consequence of the acculturation course!). To A.A. Na-
sonov, the autonomous integration of local socio-political institutions and cultural practices
were frontier variations of the general, complex imperial system. S.V. Dzhundzhuzov made
a similar argument, but insisted that this stopped in the second half ofthe 19™ century.

Of all the discussants, only [.LK. Zagidullin suggested specific factors in implement-
ing imperial policy with regard to the region’s nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples, going
on to highlight two basic ones: the degree a territory’s of integration into the empire and
the status of the local population. They were the keys to success, which could be meas-
ured by the governor general’s increased authority, the sedenterization of the local popu-
lation, and the elite’s assimilation via education without threatening its Islamic faith.'

Despite differences in nuance, the participants agreed that imperial policy for the re-
gion’s population was a dynamic process accompanied by trial and error implementation
of various approaches to acculturate it to serve the needs of the empire.

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S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, B.A. Aznabaev, D.V. Vasil’ev, S.I. Kovalskaia, Yu.A. Ly-
senko, V.V. Dmitriev, A.A. Gafarov, and Zh.B. Abylkhozhin discussed how the empire’s
nomadic and semi-nomadic peoples saw Russian citizenship. Zh.B. Abylkhozhin claimed
that the empire’s Kazakhs perceived themselves as subjects only of their kinship communi-
ty and zhuz (horde)."” The others felt that the peoples in question did recognize the authority
of the Russian Empire. However, they interpreted how nomads understood Russian citizen-
ship in different ways. Based on the examples of the Kalmyks and Kazakhs, S.V. Dzhun-
dzhuzov and D.V. Vasil’ev, respectively, argued that Russian power was perceived as
patronage/vassalage and alliance, which is less important than citizenship. In sharing this
view, Yu.A. Lysenko pointed out that since the authorities hardly interfered in the inter-
nal politics of the Kazakh steppe until the end of the 18" century, during that period citi-
zenship was perceived by the Kazakhs as vassalage to their new rulers. In contrast,
B.A. Aznabaev demonstrated that the Bashkirs considered themselves to be citizens.
However, their understanding of this phenomenon provided for both submission to the White
Tsar — the successor of the Chingisids — and the right to resist and even overthrow
the ruler in case he violated established laws.'®

This important thesis introduced a fundamentally new development in the ques-
tion’s historiography, since it violates the consensus among scholars that nomads viewed
of Russian citizenship as vassalage or even a foreign political union. As a result, it is ne-
cessary to investigate whether these perceptions in different parts of the nomadic world
was really so diverse. If so, why did this divergence occur? If not, which scholar is
wrong? Moreover, B.A. Aznabaev’s argument raises the important question of whether
Russian authorities could rely on their earlier experience with Bashirs to conclude that
other nomadic peoples also fully considered themselves to be the empire’s citizens.

When considering nomadic views of themselves as Russian citizens in the second
half of the 19 century, after they fully came under imperial rule, V.V. Dmitriev, A.A. Ga-
farov, Yu.A. Lysenko, and S.I. Kovalskaia discussed divisions in the loyalties of local
elites to the emperor. At the same time, they agreed that emotions about which group in
the split elite was “more representative”, should be set aside in the interests of impartiali-
ty. But it is worth noting Zh.B. Abylkhozhin's opinion that the center’s efforts to moder-
nize the Kazakh steppe were ineffective,'’ clearly contradicting Yu.A. Lysenko’s beliefs about
the westernization of Kazakh society.'® This dispute could potentially become an interes-
ting development in historiography.

The respondents were of two minds about how the government saw the extent to
which nomads accepted Russian citizenship. A. Morrison believed that, unlike the Bash-
kirs and the Tatars, tsarist legislation defined the Kazakhs not as subjects, but as “foreig-
ners,” while A.A. Gafarov argued that the authorities always saw Russian Muslims as
more loyal to their faith than to the Christian Tsar. Curiously, these historians were on
the same side in this dispute. For A. Morrison, pan-Islamism among Russian subjects was
a chimera that existed only in the minds of the authorities,'” whereas A.A. Gafarov be-
lieved that it was one of the most fundamental elements of life among the empire’s Mus-
lims.?® On the other hand, Yu.A. Lysenko, D.V. Vasil’ev, and V.V. Dmitriev stressed that

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to Russian authorities the nomads’ citizenship was full-fledged and not discriminatory,
but instead aimed at preserving cultural autonomy — at least until the 1860—1870s. Indeed,
D.V. Vasil’ev evoked the metaphor of parallel realities in the imaginations of imperial
and Kazakh elites.!

In this regard it is striking how views about the notion of foreigners varied. As we
have seen, in A. Morrison’s opinion, this category translates into inferior citizenship, while
Yu.A. Lysenko suggested that the Russian state considered Siberian “foreigners” to be their
subjects. Yu.A. Lysenko and V.V. Dmitriev concur with V.V. Trepavlov’s well-known
argument that the supra-ethnic principle of making equal rights for all classes (for exam-
ple, equating the 19™ century Kazakhs with peasants, and the Crimean murzas with nobi-
lity) is an indicator that the authorities saw those nomads who had sworn their loyalty to
the tsar as full-fledged subjects.*

Methods of Implementing Acculturation on the Southeast Frontier

As for ways to achieve these goals, Dmitriev responded with the most detailed list:

e Conversion to the settled way of life and farming.

e Involvement in stationary commercial and industrial activity.

e Adaptation of local government institutions to the all-Russian management sys-
tem, that is, keeping some local institutions and aspects of customary law, with the transi-
tion to unification only after the most Nogai were settled.

e Protection from harassment by those who wanted to take advantage of the new
subjects’ ignorance of Russian legislation.

A.A. Gafarov defined these initiatives as “expansion,” highlighting, in addition to
the military-political, their cultural-ideological” sub-aspect as well. His answer implied
that he defines any transfer of ideas from the Russian ruling class as “expansion”, which
wrongly stretches and actually devalues the term’s very concept; it makes any govern-
ment policy about language, culture, education, anywhere and anytime, a priori expan-
sionary. However, in the framework of this terminology, among the activities of the Rus-
sian administration, the scholar also noted the measures to “somewhat expand the rights
of Muslims,” the desire in some cases to use institutions and customary law at the local
level traditional, while also introducing elements of the imperial educational standard into
the nomadic environment. In other words, his list largely corresponds to that of Dmitriev.

Among the main areas that acculturation addressed, 1.V. Lidzhieva also noted pre-
serving local law and a various traditional institutions of administration. But at the same
time they were adapted to the imperial system of governance. She described Russian pol-
icy towards the Kalmyks as asymmetric, at times emphasizing unification and on other
occasions preserving local legal traditions and traditional religion. D.V. Vasil’ev argued
that, with regard to the Kazakhs, the government only actively intervened in their social
structure and internal relations at the turn of the 19™ century.

In studying different territories, all of these scholars discussed the stages in the po-
licy the authorities pursued and their chronological disparity. Nevertheless, they agreed
that unification and eliminating regional differences intensified during the late imperial
period (1860-1917). This reflects the ruling elite’s approach to maintaining stability dur-
ing the period of the Great Reforms, followed by growing disparities between the need to
modernize and the population’s backwardness, including that on the frontier.

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Intriguingly, I.V. Lidzhieva had a different thought. When discussing Russian ef-
forts to preserve traditional administration on the Kalmyk steppe, she invoked S.Iu. Deev
by suggesting “some Kalmyks preferred Russian power to national (Kalmyk) one.”* More
research in this area could change our understanding of the government’s motives in ad-
dressing political struggles within nomadic communities.

In considering how acculturation was adapted to local circumstances 1.V. Lidzhieva,
D.V. Vasil’ev, K. Matsuzato, N. Naganava, and A. Morrison considered their effective-
ness. They predictably agreed that the authorities did consider the characteristics of tradi-
tional local institutions. However, they somewhat differed in further assessments. Thus,
I.V. Lidzhieva and D.V. Vasil’ev believed that such local variations worked well to accultu-
rate the region’s population. K. Matsuzato agreed, but added that any evaluation should
consider both border defense as well as the need to keep the peace among the nomads them-
selves and elimination class differences (for example, among the Orenburg Cossacks).

N. Naganava and A. Morrison were more interested in those policies that adversely
affected the empire. These included growing nationalist sentiments among both the Rus-
sian rulers and the minorities on the steppe, which hampered imperial unity. However,
they disagreed about the problem’s severity. While A. Morrison considered this develop-
ment to be fatal for the empire, N. Naganava downplayed the harm, going on to point to
the increased “possibilities for negotiations and interactions between the authorities and
the subjects and among the subjects.” The fact that Russia, retained Siberia, Bashkiria,
Kalmykia, Crimea and many other regions supports N. Naganava’s conclusion.

K. Matsuzato’s comments about Cossack resistance to the Great Reforms of the latter
half of the 19" century were well taken.” They correlate with well S.V. Lubichankov-
skiy’s description of how both the Russian and native population on the southeastern re-
forms reacted to the introduction of zemsto regional self-government.*® Their criticism of
the Great Reforms was typical of the thinking of those nomads who wished to preserve
their traditional ways of governance and justice. If S.V. Liubichanovskiy is right in sug-
gesting that such resistance was uniform®® (which certainly requires a separate study),
employing the colonial paradigm to understand this process is largely meaningless, be-
cause then all of whole Russia, aside from its capitals, may be considered to be a colony
to a greater or lesser degree. The acculturation model, by contrast, allows for deciding
that whether approaches to the “indigenous aristocracy,” Cossacks, and Russian village
elders were the same.

To consider the individual mechanisms of acculturation and clarify their role in in-
tegrating peoples into the empire, we asked the researchers to focus on the military and
border service, the introduction of schools and the medical service on the Russian model,
as well as the activities of the Russian Orthodox Church. Judging by the answers, health
care was either insignificant or was ignored. However, the authors added two more me-
chanisms to the list: economic integration (S.I. Kovalskaia, Yu.A. Lysenko, I.V. Lid-
zhieva, S.N. Brezhneva, Zagidullin, etc.) and supporting Islamic clergy loyal to the em-
pire (S.V. Liubichanovskii, Zh.B. Abylkhozhin, E. Smolarz, V.V. Dmitriev, etc.).

With regard to the army and border guards, only Zh.B. Abylkhozhin argued that
these institutions were ineffective among the Kazakhs, since they were not subject to draft,
and Cossacks did little to integrate them into Russian society. Indeed, on occasion the reverse
was true. A. Morrison was somewhat less negative. He agreed with Zh.B. Abylkhozhin

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about the Kazakhs, but added that there were exceptions, such as Ch. Valikhanov. How-
ever, he did consider this method of acculturation to have been effective with Bashkirs
and Tatars. Meanwhile, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, Yu.A. Lysenko, V.V. Dmitriev, and N. Naga-
nava attached great importance to the military and border service by citing the example of
the Kazakhs, Nogais, Crimean Tatars, Kalmyks, as well as “foreigners” in general. In light of
Zh.B. Abylkhozhin’s unambiguous position, Yu.A. Lysenko mentioned the phenomenon
of zhataks (those not roaming) when discussing Kazakhs who improved their social status
by joining Cossack troops. As for A. Morrison, mass by itself is not an effective accul-
turation mechanism. Valikhanov, to whom he referred, had such a strong impact on
the development of Kazakh society, that it allows us to speak of the effectiveness of
the mechanism as a whole.

Particular attention should be paid to N. Naganava’s convincing argument that mi-
litary service not only served as a “key catalyst” for political unification, but also estab-
lished a “hierarchy of citizenship” among the empire’s Muslim.?’ Indeed, the latter encou-
raged some members of categories that were freed from the draft to abolish this exemp-
tion. While their efforts met with some success, they did lead to difficulties in the armed
forces themselves.

Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and A. Morrison likewise did not see public education as an ef-
fective means to acculturate the Kazakh, although the latter considered Altynsarin schools
to be an exception. By contrast, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, V.V. Dmitriev, A.A. Gafarov,
L.V. Lidzhieva, and S.V. Liubichanovskiy did think that schools helped to accomplish
the task, despite all of their contradictions and shortcomings. A.A. Gafarov was particu-
larly emphatic about the latter, but he also considered it possible that this policy “played
an important role in the development of the educational movement, involving the peoples
of Russia in the achievements of European civilization, activation of the modernization
processes.” Nevertheless, these scholars did not agree that the primary goal of education
was as a tool to acculturate. While A.A. Gafarov strongly believed this to be the case,
the others thought differently. Thus, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov emphasized that education did
not lead to a loss of national identity. The contradiction arose because A.A. Gafarov saw
religion rather than ethnicity as the primary indicator of identity. Perhaps further research
is warranted to examine to what extent efforts to combat pan-Islamism and pan-Turkism
changed or even curtailed imperial acculturation.

A number of the survey’s participants, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, S.I. Kovalskaia, Yu.A. Ly-
senko, A.A. Nasonov, A. Morrison, Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and S.V. Liubichanovskiy, dis-
cussed the role of the Russian Orthodox Church in the empire’s efforts at acculturation,
although their conclusions varied. To Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and A. Morrison, in the case of
the Kazakhs the Church was insignificant, with, according to A. Morrison one significant
exception, “the northern regions of the steppe zone.” On the other hand, I.V. Lysenko,
S.I. Kovalskaya, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, and to some extent A.A. Nasonov, did recognize its
importance. This is not to exaggerate the extent of conversion to Christianity nor the often
nominal faith of many newly baptized minorities (i. . the Kriashen). Nevetheless, they did
recognize the impact the Church achieved by, among other,forming an important group of
Kryashen intelligentsia (S.V. Dzhundzhuzov), growing tolerance among Muslims of Ortho-
doxy,”® the appearance of a multicultural model of behavior (S.I. Kovalskaia, Yu.A. Lysen-
ko), and, albeit unintended, the rise of syncretic religious forms (A.A. Nasonov). S.V. Dzhun-

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dzhuzov also felt that the effectiveness of Christianization should not be underestimated.
If in some regions, it had little impact on the population’s beliefs, even after the decree on
religious tolerance in the early 20" century, “the Church managed to keep a large Tatar-
speaking population faithful to Orthodoxy, significantly outnumbering those who rea-
dopted Islam ... For most baptized Tatars and Nagaibaks, Orthodoxy became the basis of
a confessional and specific cultural affiliation that combined features of Tatar and Rus-
sian Orthodox mentality.” He added that Orthodox missionary work indisputably led to
“the conscious transition of entire peoples (the Mordvins, the Udmurts, the Mari, the Chuvash
and many others) and individual ethnic groups to the Russian Orthodox Church.”?

Nevertheless, to many of the tsar’s new subjects ethnic identity was still weaker
than loyalty to a clan or tribe. In such circumstances, imperial acculturation was often
directed at forming an ethnic identity. Such efforts did not mean abandoning variations
within an ethnic group, such as not Kalmyk, but baptized Kalmyk;** not Tatar, but bap-
tized Tatar, not Russian/Bashkir/Kazakh/Tatar, but Cossack,’! etc., nor did he contradict
the acculturation policy. In contrast to ethnic identity, religious affiliation was not consi-
dered to be out of bounds until reliably determined to be part of ethnic self-identification.

Along the Orthodox Church’s role in acculturation, Zh.B. Abylkhozhin and S.V. Liu-
bichanovskiy also considered acculturation among Islamic nomads by the long-standing
institutions of state supported Muslim clergy. Indeed, officials explicitly sought to en-
courage the loyalty of its new subjects by introducing and strengthening certain cultural
patterns.

As for the loss of ethnic identity by the southeast’s ethnic minorities of the region
as they were integrated into the empire, E.V. Godovova, N. Naganava, A. Morrison,
Sh.B. Abylkhozhin, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, and A.A. Nasonov were skeptical, pointing to
specific mechanisms for preserving ethnic identity among Kalmyk-Christians, Kalmyk-
Muslims, Tatar-Cossacks, minorities in southwestern Siberia, including Tatars, Bashkirs,
and Kazakhs. In other words, the scholars saw no real threat of assimilation.

With all the nuances and specifics of place and time, S.V. Dzhundzhuzov, D.V. Va-
sil’ev, Y. Ikeda, and Zh.B. Abylkhozhin all detected a single trend (methodology, model)
in the Russian approach to acculturating its new subjects. A. Morrison, however, argued
that this was only the case until 1822, after which the policy towards the Kazakhs, on the one
hand, and the Bashkirs and Kalmyks, on the other, diverged.** Nevertheless, along with
Y. Ikeda, he emphasized that the model was so universal that it was used throughout al-
most all the frontier, allowing for different approaches towards settled and nomadic peo-
ples not out of principle but for practical convenience. To the others, there was a general
trend throughout the imperial period. D.V. Vasil’ev, very convincingly showed that
the evolutionary and progressive model of integrating the outskirts the Russian state that
was developed by acculturating the Bashkir was subsequently applied to Kalmyks and
Kazakhs (in the latter case using Kalmyk experience as well).*

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Conclusion

In summary, the Russian empire endeavored to acculturate the nomadic and semi-
nomadic peoples of the newly acquired southeast frontier by the following means:

1. Building an educational system that promotes the local residents’ adoption of
imperial literacy standards and establishing Russian as the language of national commu-
nication, to create a socially and culturally homogenous population.

2. Adapting religious worship to imperial standards, either by direct conversion to
Orthodoxy or, in the case of Islam, by supporting clergy that recognize the legitimacy of
the Russian tsar and the laws of the empire.

3. Promoting the transition to a sedentary lifestyle to lessen social, economic and
cultural differences with the rest of the Russian Empire.

4. Involving the local population in Russia’s administration, military and/or Cos-
sacks to ease interethnic communication and encourage personal ambition within the im-
perial context. Those who joined such institutions thereby gained a better perspective on
their new government and lessened their parochialism.**

There was some disagreement about how effective these mechanisms were. A mi-
nority, primarily Zh.B. Abylkhokhin and A. Morrison, considered practically all them
to be ineffective, whereas the rest adopted a much more nuanced stance. Such disputes,
which in general concern not the facts themselves, but interpretations, are quite characte-
ristic of historians. Striving to reach agreement among various positions about what can
be considered to be effective acculturation can help resolve their differences. This pre-
supposes agreement on the period and region being studied. Otherwise one scholar can
declare that the process was ineffective because it did not succeed with a particular ethnic
group, and another disagrees since it worked with another ethnic group. By the same
token, one historian insists that the policy has failed on the basis of what happened over
a hundred years, and another argues that during two centuries it marked a major advance.
And each of them is right in their own way. What appears to be a failure in relation to one
ethnic group, for the empire as a whole may appear to be a special case, while to the offi-
cial mind, what looks like a temporary interruption of an inevitable trend may actually
mark the beginning of the end of the process as a whole. The right answer depends on
the choosing the same chronological and territorial framework, as well as agreeing about
the basic terminology.

Such an approach does not yet exist and is a matter for the future. We propose that
any researcher’s conclusion about the effectiveness of the acculturation policy and its
main mechanisms should be accompanied by a clear indication of the ethnic group, re-
gion, and time period that have been analyzed. Moreover, any chronology that is adopted
should start and end with a serious national upheaval, such as war, famine, a major popu-
lar movement, revolution, etc., since only a severe crisis can truly reveal how effective
the acculturation policy was. Extrapolating the conclusions of such studies to understand
other ethnic groups, territories and periods will always be incorrect. The general imperial
situation is only as the sum of all the main ethnic and regional components for the entire
imperial period.

Furthermore, it is almost impossible adequately to assess the effectiveness of
the acculturation policy solely on the basis of quantitative indicators. And if, for example,
this policy did not cover some ethnic group as a whole, then the exceptions should be
considered. First, because the status of these people rather than their quantity matters.
Social leaders and representatives of the emerging national intelligentsia are few in num-

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ber, but they are the most capable of leading the masses in the future. Second, the empire
always developed new territories gradually, incorporating new subjects in parts, which
contributed to a better “comprehensibility.”

It is important that none of the respondents considered Russian acculturation on its
southwestern frontier to either be altruistic or a civilizing mission. (The latter motive
served as a fashionable ideological cover for a more pragmatic process.) In the long run,
the policy was aimed at maintaining imperial stability, by turning “strangers” into “friends,”
as S.V. Dzhundzhuzov put it.*> The process required enormous investments, many years
of painstaking work, and did yield a quick return. But, if successful, it guaranteed the sur-
vival of an Eurasian empire, as D.N. Vasil’ev put it, “the transformation of the outskirts
into integral parts of a single state.”*® Not all empires pursued such a policy — S.A. Bo-
gomolov showed significant differences with that of of the British Empire. It is also im-
portant to emphasize that, as it acculturated its frontier, the Russian Empire itself also
changed, with complex and ambiguous consequences (Y. Ikeda, D.V. Vasil’ev, S.A. Bo-
gomolov). This obligated the empire to solve emerging problems.

This wide ranging and fruitful international discussion should encourage scholars to
continue studying the mechanisms to consolidate the Russian Empire, both on its southeast-
tern frontier and in general, using not only the colonial approach, but also the acculturation
model. This is the only way to understand the essence of those historical processes on the
empire’s southeastern periphery whose consequences still affect our life today.

Some dozens of books dedicated to the history of the Soviet Foreign policy were
already published, as also there are some significant works on the Spanish-Soviet Relations
in different periods. However, the reviewed book written by Irina Yanyshev Nesterova
managed to fill a gap still existing in the historiography of bilateral relations of Spain and
the USSR. The author is focusing her attention in, rather, very particular issue — the histo-
ry of “Sovhispan,” a joint venture which had been created in Canary Islands by Madrid
and Moscow years before the official reestablishment of diplomatic relations.

That is not just a history of local episodes and of inter-regional cooperation as one
can imagine. The “Canary Islands in the Spanish-Soviet Relations, 1965-1991” is a splendid
analysis of economic and geopolitical convergence of two ideologically and politically oppo-
site regimes, the Spain under Francisco Franco and the USSR under Leonid Brezhnev.
The author shows to the lecturers quite complicated involvement of the Soviet and Spanish
foreign policy into the context of the Cold War. While Moscow was seeking the expansion
of its influence and growth of its trade with different nations at the moment of the partial
opening of the Soviet economy for market approaches at the détente epoch, Madrid’s rea-
sons for approximation with the USSR were different ones. For Spain it was the time of
gradual abandoning of autarchy and political isolation and of the restablishment of politi-
cal ties with the world. Madrid was not only interested to restore the relations with
the powerful Western bloc and the United States of America, but was also searching better
relations with the leader of opposite bloc, the USSR, with a purpose of balance in Spain’s
foreign relations. The JV proved to be the best option how to find approximation with
Moscow without broadening political contacts too much.

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The USSR, in turn, managed to obtain a perfect base for its fishing fleet at the geo-
strategic region in Central-Eastern Atlantic. That was not only about economy, since the US
Air Force Military base was located at the Azores Archipelago in Northern Atlantic. Thus,
any economic project carried out by one of the competing superpower was converting in
a geopolitical game, and Spanish government was aware of this fact. The story of “Sovhis-
pan” was not only the story of Soviet-Spanish bilateral relations, but also of relations
within the triangle the USSR — Spain — USA, and of other political, diplomatic and geo-
political configurations of the Cold War.

The reviewed book contains four chapters. One of them starts with the analysis of
the USSR politics and economic system followed by the explanations of how the Soviet
fishing industry and fishing fleet were functioning. This part is quite important for
the lecturers as the Soviet economy still looks as an enigma for many lecturers in the Wes-
tern countries.

Later, Irina Yanyshev Nesterova continues with a comprehensive study of the Soviet-
Spanish relations since the beginning of the process of its normalization in 1968 till
the official reestablishment of diplomatic relations in 1977, during the period of Demo-
cratic Transition after the death of Spanish caudillo Francisco Franco.

The third chapter is for nothing typical for historical books. This is a micro-
economic research of the joint venture “Sovhispan,” including detailed explications of
the composition of directing bodies and share capital. Irina Yéanyshev Nesterova also
makes a thorough study of the study of the process of decision-making in “Sovhispan”
since the foundation of the referred JV till the early 1990s when this enterprise ceased to
exist due to the disintegration of the Soviet Union, the collapse of big part of its industrial
complex and the change of the previous economy pattern. It is worth to say, that the bene-
fit of formation of the author as Historian and at the same time as Economist let her to
combine approaches of different sciences and to create a book attractive for those interested
in Diplomatic History and Politics as also in the History of Economics.

Finally, fourth charter is devoted to the impact of Spanish-Soviet cooperation pro-
ject on the economy of the Canary Islands. This remote Spanish province not only be-
came the place for repairing of many Soviet fishing vessels providing the local population
with jobs and income. The Soviet fishermen converted into customers leaving millions of
pesetas in local stores decades. Thus, this political and geopolitical issues important for
two countries, Spain and the USSR brought obvious economic benefit for the inhabitants
of the Canary Islands many of whom were not very interested in politics, but were aware
on economic possibilities of the cooperation with other countries.

This is micro- and macro-economic and at the same time historical-economic re-
search. However, that is not just a research of main mechanism of functioning of this JV,
the book gives for lecturers a broader perspective of Soviet-Spanish relations and of
the USSR and Spain’s relations with other countries involved in the context of the Cold
War (the US, and Socialist bloc, first of all).

One of the excellent part of this study is its broad use of primary sources. The author
managed to collect a lot of materials in the Moscow State Economic Archive (it contains
recently opened for researchers documents of the Soviet Fishing Fleet until 1975) and
the National Archive of Catalonia (it holds the documents of Philippines Tobacco Com-
pany which was one of the shareholders of “Sovhispan™).

Today’s Canary islands have a lot of tourists, and Russians are one of the most
numerous groups among them. The ports and cities already lost or almost lost the material
signs of existence of Sovhispan. However, this joint venture is still present in memories
of dozens of hundreds of local citizens who worked together with the Soviet fishermen or
in areas related to the Soviet fleet and marines.
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The book by Irina Yéanyshev Nesterova shed some more light on the hidden (before
recently) history of bilateral relations explaining that the Russian presence in the islands
was much more crucial for local economy decades before. But the significance of the re-
searched topic goes far beyond the impact on the Canary’s economy. The Canary islands
and JV “Sovhispan” located in this region became a place for promotion of the contacts
between two governments and the basis for further expansion of diplomatic ties. The re-
viewed book shows to the lecturer how the very limited (originally) episode of economic
cooperation managed to convert into one of the determining factors for development of
Spanish-Soviet relations.
